doctrine of nationalism

I. Definition and description.

A. Nationalism is the form of world order that was instituted by God; He used language to divide mankind and segregate the peoples of the world into various national entities.

B. Webster defines a nation as a group of people who have a common language, religion, traditions, history, institutions, and customs.

C. Each nation occupies a designated geographic locale (domain over which it exercises jurisdiction), which has also been established by God.  
D. Each nation exercises rule over a segment of the human race by means of human government; nationalism is the fourth of the Divine Institutions.
E. God sovereignly decides the fate of nations based on their volitional response to His plan; the destinies of individuals and nations is not fixed by fate.  Jonah 3

F. He controls the establishment of nations and the destruction of the same, determining the length of their existence and their boundaries.  Isa. 44:7, 40:21-24, 41:2; Dan. 2:21,36ff; 
Acts 17:26
II. Vocabulary.

A. In the vast majority of usages, the Hebrew term ywOG (goy) or the plural ~yIwOG (goyim), is translated by the word nation or nations in the Old Testament.

B. In the New Testament, there are two terms that are translated by the English term nation(s).

1. e;qnoj (ethnos), neuter noun, 162X; this denotes a body of people united by racial ties, cultural ties, and common traditions, a people or nation.

2. ge,noj (genos), neuter noun, 20X; this term denotes either one’s ancestral racial stock or a small group that shares a common ancestry (Mk. 7:26; Acts 4:6).  It is used of larger groups that share a common ancestry and have common traits, a nation or people.
III. The origin of the nations.

A. The time of their origin.

1. Prior to the events of Genesis 11, there were no nations; humanity was unified racially, geographically, and linguistically.
2. The events of Genesis 11 at the tower of Babel followed quickly on the heels of the flood, which is viewed as an event but which lasted actually about a year in duration.        c. 2303-2302 BC.

3. From the chronological notes in Genesis 11:10ff, it is evident that men were fathering a new generation approximately every 30-35 years.

4. Nimrod, who was the ringleader in the events at Babel, would have easily lived within 60-100 years of the flood.  Gen. 10:8-10

5. This places the events of Genesis 11:1-9 in approximately 2225 BC; however, it is difficult to attach any firm date since there is no specific chronological data for Nimrod.

B. The historical event.

1. Mankind lived after the flood with a common language and there were no communication barriers of any kind.  Gen. 11:1

2. Mankind settled in one area and determined to build; Nimrod was the instigator of the proposed city (this deals with the political side of their plan) and tower (this deals with the religious aspect of their plan) and he successfully convinced others to join him.  Gen.10:9-10
3. This activity was in direct violation of the command to repopulate the earth and to subdue it by spreading abroad.  Gen. 1:28, 9:1,7, 11:4c
4. This city and its tower was to be the focal point of their existence and the details are rooted in the religious mysteries found in the mother/son cult.  Gen. 11:4
5. It was also a manifestation of their displeasure with God for destroying humanity with the flood; the tower would serve as an artificial mountain to protect them from another potential flood, which partially explains the need for the tower to reach into the heavens.

6. While it may appear that their goal was to impress others by establishing a reputation (that is how most interpret the term name), their actual goal was to establish and promote the worship of another god (the name represents the god).  Gen. 4:26
7. The plan was to organize and unify all men around the city and its tower (politically and religiously); therefore, Babylon had a distinct political and religious basis designed to unify mankind under a single banner (internationalism).  
C. The result.

1. Via omniscience, God knew that a universal race on the planet would eventually unify itself around a political system and a false universal religion.
2. Over the centuries, mankind has learned that internationalism cannot really be attained only by means of a common political system; the great leaders of history have recognized that they must also have a common religious system.  Gen. 11; Dan. 3:1-6; 
Rev. 13:1-7
3. God intervened in order to protect the volition of believer and unbeliever alike (DI #1) since this type of system does not allow for volitional freedom.  Rev. 13:7,12,15
4. The unifying language was eliminated and multiple languages were introduced so that men could not understand one another.  Gen. 11:6-7

5. The origin of differing languages coupled with their inability to understand one another forced them to abandon their endeavor and spread into different geographical locations.  Gen. 11:8

6. This resulted in the table of nations as found in Genesis 10.

IV. Satan opposes Divine Institution #4, and seeks to circumvent nationalism via internationalism.

A. This is seen in the events of Genesis 11 and Revelation 13; as mankind becomes unified politically and religiously they always move away from the truth toward evil.
B. Internationalism results in loss of individual freedoms, is characterized by rejection of divine revelation, and the destruction of those that would oppose “unity”. 
C. National entities are a barrier to Satan because they prevent him from unifying people under his system of evil; it is far more difficult to manage and control many individual entities than it is to control a single entity.
D. Therefore, nationalism is the primary barrier to the supremacy of evil in the world and the loss of individual freedom.
E. Any form of internationalism gives Satan more control; the more internationalism, the more control.
F. Nevertheless, Satan continues to seduce mankind with promises of world peace and prosperity apart from Bible doctrine, with peace and security being his chief selling points.  
IThess. 5:1-3

V. Nationalism is designed to provide internal and external security for the citizens of a nation by means of government; the establishment chain of command (ECC) refers to secular government.
A. External protection is provided by the legitimate military.

1. World peace is maintained through a balance of power.

2. The military of a nation is designed by God to protect the nation from aggression, from predator nations that seek to conquer and enslave other nations or peoples.
3. The population of a nation only enjoys peace and security to the extent that their military can prevent invasion by aggressor nations.
4. Doctrines of disarmament and so-called peace treaties with one’s national enemies will not provide what they promise (consult the American Indians), they merely serve to weaken the nation and strengthen the enemy.  Jere. 50:15

B. Internal security.

1. Criminal elements exist within the nation that seek to prey on the weak and defenseless.  Prov. 1:10-19

2. Criminals are defined as those who do not have regard for and violate the rights of persons, privacy, or property; they are not only a hazard to the individual, they are a danger to the community at large.
3. One legitimate function of the government is to define criminal activity, execute justice upon those that practice it, and protect the populace from criminal exploitation.  
Deut. 16:18-20

4. The governmental ability to punish crime acts as a deterrent for most normal people.  Deut. 13:6-11, 17:13, 19:15-20

5. Capital punishment is necessary to provide a stronger deterrent against the more severe crimes against volition; the criminal that will not be deterred by the threats of fines or the loss of his freedom may be deterred by the prospect of forfeiting his life.

6. The authority of the national government runs the gamut from monetary punishment for minor offenses, to loss of rights for more significant offenses, to capital punishment for the most serious crimes.  Gen. 9:5-6; Rom. 13:4

7. If the national government does not execute justice for its citizens expeditiously, this has the direct consequence of reinforcing the criminal element in its criminal activity.  
Eccles. 8:11

8. The justice system was also established to prevent revenge tactics and operation vendetta.  Num. 35:9-34

VI. The believer and the nation.

A. The believer recognizes the truth that there are no physical or spiritual authorities that exist apart from the will of God.  Rom. 13:1

B. The believer is to remain a loyal subject of the nation in which God has placed him.  
IPet. 2:12

C. This involves obedience to all the established authorities within the nation; this includes national, state, and local authorities.  Rom. 13:2; IPet. 2:13-15

D. The Word of God does not sanction conspiracy, anarchy, revolution, assassination, or any attempt of any kind to undermine the government.  Rom. 13:2

E. The adjusted believer recognizes that while abuses exist, all authorities are ultimately placed there for his good, for the good of civilized society, and for the good of the human race in general.  Rom. 13:4

F. The believer is to pray for the establishment chain of command.  ITim. 2:1-3
1. First, one must understand Paul’s statements here and not exaggerate his meaning beyond the immediate context.

2. While many interpreters interpret the phrase on behalf of all men in its broadest sense, any thinking person should recognize that it is not possible to pray for all men.

3. Secondly, many (if not most) fundamentalist interpreters seek not only to interpret this verse in a universal sense, but then seek to apply it specifically to the matter of salvation.
4. In the immediate context, Paul qualifies the phrase all men by the addition of the specific group he has in mind; he does not mean all men universally but those that are kings and all who are in authority.

5. Thus, the believer is exhorted to pray for those in any position of authority; this would include the most powerful leader in a nation (the king) and anyone occupying any subordinate position of authority.

6. This would involve prayer for national leaders, state leaders, county leaders, city leaders, and delegated authorities like the policeman on the street, whose job it is to combat the criminal element and maintain a safe and orderly society.
7. While many would suggest that the content of this prayer is related to the matter of their salvation, this violates any number of other doctrines and is not what the verse says.

8. The particular purpose for which believers are to pray (thus, providing the content) is contained in the i;na (hina—so that, in order that) clause that concludes verse 2.

9. Prayer for those in positions of leadership should focus on the issue of maintaining a safe, secure, and peaceful environment in which the local church is free to pursue and promote Bible doctrine.  Eph. 6:19; IIThess. 3:1
10. There is certainly an Old Testament precedent for this command since Jeremiah instructed the captives of Babylon to pray for the peace and prosperity of the place in which they were in exile.  Jer. 29:7

11. Essentially, the purpose for these prayers is not so much for those in authority as it is for the ultimate good of the local church; the welfare of believers and their local church is in some ways intertwined with the welfare of the nation in which they live.

12. Prayer for those in authority also serves to fulfill the Golden Rule; if one was in a position of authority, would he not want believers praying for him?  Matt. 7:12
13. Prayer should include the requests that good leaders will be blessed, national peace will prevail, attacks on personal and religious freedoms will be frustrated, and criminals will be frustrated.

G. The purpose for praying for those in the ECC is related to the lifestyle that believers are to pursue.  ITim. 2:2

1. This lifestyle is to be characterized by the two adjectives h;remoj (eremos--peaceful) and h`su,cioj (hesuchios—quiet, sedate), both of which refer to the concept of peace and tranquility.
2. Both terms deal with that which is characterized by overt peace, quiet, or tranquility; this would include a lack of warfare, crime, and other external threats to peace.
3. This would also indicate that the believer is not to be involved in that which does not encourage overt peace; he should not be inciting war, revolution against the government, or involving himself in other activities that disrupt society.

4. While the Bible makes it clear that injustice is a feature of human existence, the believer is not to react under the old sin nature since this may incite him to inappropriate activity.  Eccles. 4:1, 5:8

5. These two adjectives certainly indicate that believers are to attempt to maintain a low profile, taking in and applying doctrine as orderly members of society, and avoiding political or social actions that will not solve the problems of society anyway.

6. As long as the government does not transgress its legitimate sphere of authority, the believer is to comply with the laws of the land (IPet. 2:13-15), which certainly includes the matter of taxation.  Mk. 12:15-17; Rom. 13:6
H. If the government does interfere with the local church in such a way as to conflict with the Royal Imperatives or moral demands, the believer has the right to civil disobedience.  
Ex. 1:16-17; Dan. 3:1ff; 6:7-9; Acts 5:28-29
1. With very few exceptions, the general attitude the believer is to maintain is to be one of submission and compliance.  Rom. 13:1a

2. This is possible because the believer recognizes that the sovereign government of God has decreed the governments of history. Rom. 13:1
3. Civil disobedience is only justified in very rare cases when the nation seeks to take the place of God and/or a higher spiritual principle is at stake.  Dan. 3,6,11; 
Acts 4:16-22, 5:27-42
4. While civil disobedience may be appropriate on isolated occasions, the believer must always recognize that the government may punish those that choose to disobey immoral or unrighteous laws.  Dan. 3:6,19-22, 6:7-10,16-17
5. However, if such is the case, the believer must recognize that this constitutes undeserved suffering and commit his cause to the Lord.  Dan. 3:16-18; IPet. 4:19

6. While God may choose to deliver the believer for defying immoral or unjust laws, the believer should be keenly aware of the fact that He may also permit his servants to endure the wrath of the government.  Mk. 6:17-18,27-28; Acts 12:1-2; Rev. 13:10,15

VII. The enemy of nationalism is internationalism, which has been attempted at different times throughout history but which will reach its zenith in the last days; the international conspiracy to establish the New World Order is the subject of prophecy.  Ps. 2:1-3
A. Corrected translation: Why do the nations scheme/conspire against the Lord and why do the peoples plot something useless? The kings of the earth will withstand the Lord and the powerful men are entrenched against the Lord and against His anointed king, saying, “Let us tear off their restraints, let us throw off from us their ropes!”
B. The Bible indicates quite clearly that there will be an organized, international conspiracy against the kingdom of God and against the principles by which He governs this world.  

1. David begins this psalm with a rhetorical question; he is not seeking information as much as he is expressing his shock and outrage that the nations would dare to revolt against God and his anointed King/Messiah.
2. The subjects are to be identified as the many Gentile nations and peoples that are not part of Israel.
3. The Hebrew verb vg;r' (raghash--uproar) is used only here and the cognates are only used in two other places; the general translation has been that of noisy crowds or a tumultuous mob.
4. However, the Aramaic cognate vg;r' (raghash) is used 3 times in Daniel and always refers to a group coming together for a specific, evil purpose.  Dan. 6:6,11,15
5. Therefore, the verb has the sense of scheming, colluding, or conspiring against some duly authorized authority; the context of Psalm 2 indicates that the authority in view is God.
6. The second line in verse 1 uses the verb hg"h' (haghah--devising), which denotes the growls, rumblings, or muttering sounds that come from animals and men; in a number of contexts it denotes the lack of submission, the inner rebellion and unrest that results in plots and schemes.  Prov. 24:2; Isa. 59:3,13
7. This international unrest, along with the strategies and conspiracy that result from it, are declared to be useless; the Hebrew noun qyrI (riyq—vain thing) refers to that which is empty, vain, worthless, or futile, that which does not accomplish anything.
8. This conspiracy extends to the highest levels of leadership as seen in the noun %l,m, (melek—king, supreme ruler of a nation) and the substantival participle of the verb !z;r' (razon--rulers).
9. The verb !z;r' (razon) first refers to that which is heavy or weighty; metaphorically, it is used of those that occupy powerful and commanding positions.
10. Ironically, in the conspiracy of the last days these are not men of noble birth, those that come from royal families, or those that have distinguished themselves in battle or politics.
11. Rather, they are identified in the book of Revelation as the bankers and industrial capitalists that manipulate nations and world economies, who are based in or linked with political/economic Babylon.  Rev. 18:23b
12. The verb used to describe the action of these global kings is bc;y" (yatsabh--stand), which means to be firm, to take one’s stand, or to station oneself; it is used in some contexts to denote the idea of standing in defiance and arraying oneself for battle.  
ISam. 17:16; Jer. 46:4,14

13. The verb used of the powerful men is ds;y" (yasadh—take counsel), which denotes that which is firm, the laying of a foundation; metaphorically, it means to take a firm position, to become entrenched.
14. The use of similar verbs to describe the kings and great men of the earth signifies the unholy relationship between global capitalists and the existing political structures.  
Rev. 18:3
15. With some synonymous parallelism (a form of Hebrew poetry in which a second line repeats the thought of the first in different terms) David reveals their evil intentions with respect to the removal of God’s spiritual and moral restraints.
16. Their evil agenda is to rid the world of the laws, principles, and institutions that God Himself established for the benefit of the human race.
17. Institutions like the freedom of the individual (DI #1), marriage (DI #2), the family 
(DI #3), and nationalism (DI #4) are viewed as restraints that hamper the progress of mankind and must be removed and replaced with things that are acceptable to the lowest sinful common denominator of humanity. 
18. Freedom is defined in terms of homeland security and the loss or privacy and individual rights; the Patriot Act has now been replaced by the Freedom Act (see newspeak in Orwell’s 1984), which allows for mass collection of information on all citizens.
19. Marriage has been redefined in order to accommodate the homosexual/lesbian lifestyle while the family has been decimated by fornication, adultery, divorce, and the advent of educational and governmental propaganda making it a crime to discipline a disobedient child.

20. Nationalism has been undermined by the NWO (new world order) on a global basis, using such scare tactics (global warming, over-population and other manufactured, fictional threats), contrived crises (weapons of mass destruction), wars, genocide, polarizing people by race, and many other tactics.
VIII. Internationalism and some specific designs of the New World Order for the last days.

A. The new age movement/new world order is nothing more than the tower of Babel in another form with an updated vocabulary.  
B. “It is a big idea: a new world order, where diverse nations are drawn together in common cause to achieve the universal aspirations of mankind, peace, and security, freedom and the rule of law...only the United States has both the moral standing and the means to back it up."  President George Bush, in his State of the Union address, Los Angeles Times, February 18, 1991.
C. The United Nations is the chief exponent of this evil in our time and certainly one of the driving forces behind the New World Order and its implementation. 
D. “Mankind's problems can no longer be solved by national governments. What is needed is a World Government. This can best be achieved by strengthening the United Nations system. In some cases, this would mean changing the role of UN agencies from advice-giving to implementation."  1994 UN Report.
E. The principle of free trade (NAFTA and other trade agreements) has not helped the citizens of the United States; it was established to fulfill an entirely political agenda that is related to the pursuit a global economy and a global government.
F. In order to fulfill their objectives, several key elements have been openly advocated by those promoting the NWO, including:
1. Elimination of individual rights, resulting in complete conformity of all beliefs, values, and attitudes toward the global ideology of a one world system, which is to conform to the UN model.  "[We must begin] developing recommended proposals and mechanisms for improving the monitoring of the actions by the various States, Commonwealths, and territories of the United States...for their conformity with relevant treaties, the provision of relevant information for reports and other monitoring purposes, and the promotion of effective remedial mechanisms;" Bill Clinton, Executive Order 13107
2. Population control and reduction: the genocide in Rwanda, which left at least 800,000 dead in 1994, successfully reduced the targeted population by 80-90%.  "What happened in Rwanda was not a spontaneous outbreak of violence. It had been under preparation for months, preparations made in the presence of two-and-a-half-thousand UN peacekeepers. UN troops had informants from within the Interhamwe [the militia group responsible for the genocide] who were telling them about the plans. This information was being sent to UN headquarters in New York."  Bronwyn Adcock, UN criminal investigator.
3. Outcome-based education: the purpose of OBE is to dumb down the children of this nation so they will accept the coming totalitarian world government.  It should be pretty evident that people not trained in logic and other forms of critical thinking cannot think and reason as well as those who have such skills.
a. This system rejects teaching math, reading, writing, and other basics of education; instead, the teachers act as coaches to reach certain outcomes such as a politically correct attitude, high self-esteem, and personal management.  
b. "The real goal of OBE, it thus becomes clear...is to condition the populace to rapid adaptability to change without protest. The outcome sought is a compliant, willing, unquestioning worker used to and desiring to cooperate with his fellows as a not too smart drone working in the global industrial complex managed by the global elite."  "The traditional interests and rights of parents have been trampled upon as educators have proceeded on the proposition that professionals know better than parents how to raise children...."   William Bonner, Atty. for the Rutherford Institute.
c. Nancy Stable, a former high school teacher in Pennsylvania schools, describes the "values clarification" technique used in OBE.  “It is a method for teaching decision making that instructs a child to abandon all the traditional values and standards taught at home and church, teaches that there is no absolute right or wrong but that each individual can choose for himself based on what is good for himself.”

5. The establishment of a global religion that is promoted through ecumenicalism (the promotion of global religious unity at the expense of doctrinal purity).  
a. This is promoted through various occult sources that subscribe to the doctrine that the spiritual destiny of mankind is guided by Ascended Masters, and that these Masters are working to unfold “the Plan”.  
b. "...Do not worry if not all religions will join the United Religions organization. Many nations did not join the UN at its beginning but later regretted it and made every effort to join. It was the same with the European Community and it will be the case with the world's religions because whoever stays out or aloof will sooner or later regret it."  Robert Muller, former Assistant Secretary General of the UN.  
c. Bishop William Swing, of the Episcopal Church Diocese of California, is building a religious bridge to the new millennium, and he wants everybody on earth to cross it with him. His United Religions Initiative (URI) is trying to create a United Religions, a world parliament of religions, "a permanent assembly, with the stature and visibility of the United Nations”.

d. "Religion is concerned with the relationship of human beings with their spiritual Origin. We believe in the universality and eternity of the Spirit.  We believe that all religions derive their wisdom from that ultimate source. Therefore, the world's faith traditions share in common wisdom, which can be obscured by differences in religious concepts and practices."  United Religions Initiative Charter.
6. The Detention plan, allowing the United States’ government and the United Nations peacekeepers to take over the country during a crisis.  
a. Congressman Henry Gonzales (D, Texas) clarified the question of the existence of civilian detention camps. In an interview the congressman stated, "the truth is yes - you do have these stand by provisions, and the plans are here...whereby you could, in the name of stopping terrorism, evoke the military, arrest Americans and put them in detention camps."   August, 1994
b. Another important aspect of this is the so-called "REX" plan, short for Readiness Exercise (1984), was a classified scenario and drill developed by the United States federal government (under Reagan) to detain large numbers of United States citizens deemed to be "national security threats", in the event that the President declared a "State of National Emergency"
c. In 1988, Ronald Reagan instituted Executive Order Number 12656, which appointed the National Security Council as the principal body that should consider emergency powers. 
d. This allowed the government to increase domestic intelligence and surveillance of U.S. citizens and would restrict the freedom of movement within the United States and grant the government the right to isolate large groups of civilians. 
e. While it may not have been common knowledge prior to the actions of certain whistleblowers, wiretaps and other forms of surveillance have been expanding nationally since the early 1970s.

f. The National Guard could be federalized to seal all borders and take control of U.S. air space and all ports of entry. 
g. There are other Executive Orders associated with FEMA that would suspend the Constitution and the Bill of Rights.
h. This and other Executive Orders have been on record for nearly 30 years and could be enacted by a single stroke of a Presidential pen.
7. These are merely the openly advocated plans; many such processes have been and are currently underway, some of which believers may be aware but many of which believers may remain mercifully ignorant.

G. While these events have been foretold and are coming to pass with increasing rapidity, the believer is not to focus on the enemies of God and their plans for global internationalism; rather, he is to concentrate on maximizing spiritual growth and divine good production in the last days.  Rom. 13:12-14; Heb. 10:23-25; James 5:7-8; IPet. 4:7-8; IIPet. 3:10-12
