GEN. 1:1  IN THE BEGINNING GOD CREATED THE HEAVENS AND THE EARTH  (pref. 

B + f.s.n. tuwXr derived from rosh, head.   used  50X  and  =  first  or 

beginning of a series, foundation--,ihlX emphasizes Godhead 3 in  number 

one in essence--Qal pf 3ms XrB 54X, to create  something  new,  we  know 

that here in original creation it means to create  ex  nihilo,  to  make 

something out of nothing.  Heb. 11:3--s.d.o tX--m.dual n. +d.a. ,ymw the 

heavens, in original creation refers to  stellar  space  and  the  third 

Heaven--v +s.d.o. + f.s.n + d.a. /rX the earth.  One particular place is 

singled out.  Why??  The rest of the passage focuses only on  the  earth 

as the scene of God's activity)

SUMMARY VS 1

1.  To the untrained or casual reader, this verse appears to detail  the 

beginning of the Plan of God.

2.  Actually this beginning was predated by two previous beginnings, the 

beginning of Jn. 1:1, and the day of Ezek. 28:15.

3.  This beginning occurred before time, and is therefore not able to be 

fixed by time.

4.  This verse states very tersely that God brought the heavens and  the 

earth into existence.

5.  This verse acknowledges the fact that God predated the creation.

6.  This verse answers the ultimate question, which all thinking  people 

eventually ask, "where did the earth come from?"

7.  The answer is simply stated, God created it.

8.  This verse does not attempt to argue for the existence  of  God,  it 

states His preexistence in relation to the physical creation.

9.  This particular creative act includes the heavens and the earth, and 

the natural reading indicates that their creation was coincident.

10.  The heavens encompass the third Heaven where God resides and all of 

stellar space.

11.  Whether there was a first heaven or atmosphere around the earth  is 

not revealed in the WOG.

12.  As massive as stellar space is,  it  is  not  infinite,  the  third 

Heaven lies beyond the light years of space which surround us.

13.  In the tremendous expanse of space, one planet is  singled  out  by 

Moses in the narrative.

14.  This small planet is to become the focal point for the plan of God.

15.  The question arises as to how  God  created  the  heavens  and  the 

earth.

16.  This is answered by considering other passages which shed light  on 

vs 1.  Ps. 33:6-9, 148:5; Heb. 11:3

17.  All the physical creation was spoken into existence by  the  second 

person of the Godhead, the preincarnate Christ.   Jn.  1:3;  Col.  1:16; 

Heb. 11:2

18.  This did not take a lengthy period of time, but  omnipotence  spoke 

the entire creation into existence from nothing.  Heb. 11:3

19.  We call this creation ex nihilo, or creation from nothing.

20.  This teaches at least three great truths:

    a.  God preexisted His creation,  and  is  not  dependant  upon  the 

        physical for His existence or well being.

    b.  The physical universe owes its existence to God, and is  totally 

        dependant upon Him for its continued existence.  Col. 1:17

    c.  God  and  the  creation  are  not  identical.    (Pantheism--The 

        doctrine that the universe as a whole is God, that there  is  no 

        God but the combined forces and laws of the material universe)

21.  The physical creation is a graphic demonstration of the  attributes 

of the invisible God.  Rom. 1:20

22.  This includes His  power,  intelligence,   eternal  existence,  and 

sovereignty.

23.  At the point when the physical creation was spoken into  existence, 

the angels, including Satan, were  joyous  worshiping  spectators.   Job 

38:7  (Sons of God is only used for angels 5X in Heb.  Gen 6, Job 1)

24.  They  witnessed  the  instantaneous  generation  of  the   physical 

universe as the Son spoke it into existence.

25.  Like anything else which originates from the essence  of  God,  the 

original creation was perfect in every way.

26.  To take the position that God created  the  universe  or  even  the 

earth  in  the  condition  of  vs  2  demonstrates  a  total   lack   of 

understanding of the essence of God, as well as the Word of God.

27.  God's work was perfect and complete  at  the  point  it  came  into 

existence.  (note the reaction of the angels in Job 38:7)

VS 2  AND THE EARTH  BECAME  FORMLESS  AND  VOID  (OF  POPULATION)  AND 

DARKNESS WAS OVER THE SURFACE OF THE DEEP;  (v + f.s.n +d.a. /rX--Qal pf 

3f.s. hyh to be or become something, we correctly translate  it  became, 

for reasons which will follow--m.s.n. Vht 20X, a waste place, a formless 

desert, useless, vain.--v + m.s.n. VhB, 3X, Isa. 34:11, Jere.  4:23  the 

root means to be void or empty.  Both  passages  are  in  a  context  of 

Divine judgment.  Empty = void of inhabitants or population--v +  m.s.n. 

fwx some 80X, used in both a figurative sense, Eccles. 2:14,  and  in  a 

literal sense, Ex. 10:21.  Of the 10X in the Penta.  all  appear  to  be 

literal, Moses does not seem to use  this  word  for  anything  but  the

SUMMARY VS 2

1.  Two questions immediately arise as we consider vs 2:

    a.  why are the heavens not mentioned, only the earth?

    b.  was this the original state of the earth or something which  was 

        subsequent to the creation of vs 1?

2.  The earth is singled out  from  all  the  creation  of  the  massive 

regions of space, called the heavens.

3.  This certainly implies that no  other  aspect  of  the  heavens  was 

formless or void, but just the earth.

4.  If the earth  was  formless  and  void  at  the  point  of  original 

creation, why not the heavens??

5.  If one understands the essence of God,  the  idea  of  any  creation 

which is not perfect proceeding from His essence is not satisfactory.

6.  The question then arises as to why the earth fell into this state.

7.  The answer is found in the fall of Satan,  his  rebellion,  and  the 

ensuing angelic conflict.

8.  Satan was created perfect, as is everything which proceeds from  the 

essence of God.  Ezek. 28:12,15

9.  Out of his own  volition,  he  manufactured  the  sin  of  pride  or 

arrogance, and revolted against the Most High.  Isa. 14:13-14

10.  He lost his position as the anointed covering cherub, who  occupied 

the most favored position in the universe.  Ezek. 28:14

11.  It appears that for some reason, Satan's  base  of  operations  was 

planet earth, and from there he formed his  plans.   Ezek.  28:13,  Isa. 

14:13

12.  He persuaded one third of the angels to align themselves with  him, 

and seek to overthrow God Himself.  Rev. 12:3-4a, Isa. 14:14

13.  Due to the nature of angels, and to the nature of their  sin,  they 

are not candidates for grace, or salvation.  Heb. 2:16

14.  Their fate has already been fixed.  Matt. 25:41, Rev. 20:10

15.  The state in which we find the earth in  vs  2  is  the  result  of 

Divine judgment upon the headquarters of Satan.

16.  Isa. 45:18 states specifically that God did not  create  (XrB)  the 

earth a desolation VhT + neg Xl.

17.  This accurately answers all the questions as to how the earth  came 

to be formless and void.  Tohu wa bohu

18.  Two specific things are mentioned concerning the new state  of  the 

earth:

    a.  without form indicates that everywhere you looked there were  no 

        features, it all looked the same.

    b.  void indicates that  all  population  was  vanquished  from  the 

        planet.

19.  This was accomplished via a watery cataclysm  which  enveloped  the 

entire planet.  (called the deep in vs 2)

20.  The occupants, Satan  and  his  followers  were  vanquished,  along 

with any other life which may have existed, and the planet was  flooded.  

IIPet. 3:5

21.  Another part  of  the  judgment  on  the  planet,  which  is  often 

overlooked, is the fact that light was removed.

22.  This was a physical representation of the spiritual darkness  which 

had come as a result of Satan's sins.  Darkness is used  throughout  the 

WOG as a representation of that which is opposed to  God.   IJn.  1:5-6, 

2:11

23.  So the earth was reduced to a watery  mass,  totally  enveloped  in 

darkness, and void of inhabitants.

24.  The situation is one of impossible hopelessness from the  viewpoint 

of the earth.

25.  We are introduced to one of the members of the Godhead in vs 2, the 

Spirit of God.

    the Hebrew Elohiym  is  a  plural,  and  more  than  one  member  is 

envisioned in the statement of vs 26.  The us is the  three  members  of 

the Godhead, not angels.  see vs 27, God created man.

26.  Very early in the process of revelation, God reveals the fact  that 

He exists in more than one person.

27.  God is one in essence, but three in number.  Identical  in  essence 

and attributes, but three in person.

28.  The Spirit of God is seen as moving onto the scene  of  catastrophe 

and judgment and initiating action.

29.  Apart from God's initiation and intervention, the earth would  have 

remained in that condition forever.

30.  The action of the Holy Spirit is described by a word which is  used 

to describe the action of a brooding hen.

31.  The fact that  the  Spirit  is  brooding  and  warming  the  waters 

indicate that the deep is frozen.

32.  There is a possible reference to this in Job 38:30,  which  is  the 

only other place in the WOG that the phrase surface of the deep is used.

33.  As the Spirit of God warms the waters, the ice pack which is around 

the earth begins to thaw.

34.  This explains the change from surface of the deep, to  the  surface 

of the waters.

35.  Ignorance of the history of the planet and failure to  believe  the 

Divine record has led mankind to  buy  into  the  evolutionary  darkness 

which Satan has propagated.

36.  The condition of the earth has not been uniform, and  that  is  the 

basic presupposition of evolutionary thinkers.  IIPet. 3:3-5

37.  The history of this planet includes:

    a.  original creation

    b.  population by angels.

    c.  judgment and instantaneous watery cataclysm.

    d.  ice pack for unknown period

    e.  restoration

    f.  vapor canopy

    g.  dissolution of the canopy and universal flood

    h.  various catastrophes in diverse places throughout history,  like 

        volcanoes, earthquakes, floods, drought, etc.

38.  What is here revealed concerning the planet  earth,  is  a  perfect 

parallel to the history of man.

    a.  Created perfect.

    b.  used by Satan

    c.  judged by God

    d.  hopeless situation which he cannot redeem.

    e.  God intervenes

    f.  restoration by God.

    g.  new life in Christ

VS 3 THEN GOD SAID "LET THERE BE LIGHT" AND THERE WAS LIGHT.  (Elohiym--

VS 4 AND GOD SAW THAT THE LIGHT WAS GOOD  (ELOHIYM--waw con. +Qal  impf.

supply it was--conj.  yK  that  (it  was)--adj.m.s.  bvu  good,  useful,

VS 5 AND GOD CALLED THE LIGHT DAY, AND THE  DARKNESS  HE  CALLED  NIGHT.

+ d.a. rvX for the light--m.s.n. ,vy--AND ELOHIYM GAVE  A  NAME  TO  THE

night, a period of time when there is no  light,  when  darkness  rules)  

AND THERE WAS EVENING AND THERE WAS MORNING, ONE DAY   (w.c.  +Qal  impf 

hyh and it became--m.s.n bri evening, the time when light is fading  and 

darkness is approaching, never used figuratively in the WOG, always lit.

SUMMARY VS 3-5

1.  In the first two verses of  Genesis,  things  have  progressed  from 

original perfect creation, to a judgment which reduced the  earth  to  a 

watery mass, void of population.

2.  vs 3-13 contain the Divine remedies for tohu, without form.

3.  Some would reduce the Spirit of God, and even God  Himself  to  mere 

forces which operate in the universe.

4.  Some see God as no more than natural laws which govern the planet.

5.  vs 3-5 clearly demonstrate that God is no mere force, but a  person, 

as seen in the facts that:

    a.  He speaks

    b.  He sees

    c.  He makes decisions, based on discernment

    d.  He possesses and uses vocabulary

6.  God clearly reveals His person and intelligence, He is  clearly  not 

just a mindless force operating indiscriminately.

7.  The progression in the restoration is one which moves logically from 

one act to the next.

8.  This is opposed to the concept of evolution, in which there  can  be 

no order, rhyme or reason, since  it  is  not  governed  by  intelligent 

decision, but by mere chance.

9.  All that will come about is preceded by the statement "God said"

10.  Nothing exists apart from the determination  and  creation  of  the 

invisible God.

11.  This verse graphically demonstrates the power which resides in  the 

Word of God.  Heb. 4:12-13

12.  The first item God  repairs  or  restores  is  the  darkness  which 

enveloped the earth due to Satan's activity.

13.  Note that God  does  not  destroy  the  darkness,  He  provides  an 

alternative to darkness.

14.  This alternative  is  called  light,  and  will  serve  to  provide 

illumination and keep the ice pack thawed.

15.  Light is the most elemental item in  the  universe  and  is  almost 

impossible to classify or describe.

16.  It is often described only in  terms  of  sight,  since  the  chief 

function  of  light  is   to   illuminate.    (reflection,   refraction, 

dispersion, interference and polarization)

17.  Light is absolutely necessary for life, and for sight.

18.  God does not need light to see, so the formation of light  was  not 

for His benefit.  Job. 22:13, Dan 4:22, ICor. 4:5

19.  God observes the nature and function of light and  pronounces  that 

everything about light is good.

20.  While not  stated,  this  implies  that  darkness  is  not  a  good 

condition.

21.  So God creates light and allows it to reside side by side with  the 

darkness, He does not obliterate the darkness, but allows it to continue 

to exist.

22.  The reason for this is found in the AC.

23.  As long as the AC exists and is an  issue,  darkness  continues  to 

exist.

24.  There is no darkness in the eternal state, since there  is  no  AC.  

Rev. 21:25

25.  Darkness and light are graphic representations to man  on  a  daily 

basis, that they must also make a choice.

26.  God distinguishes or separates the light from the darkness, and the 

two have nothing in common.

27.  When God distinguishes things, He does so by means of vocabulary.

28.  Vocabulary enables one to think clearly, since  it  defines  things 

and concepts.

29.  This enables one to clearly identify items and avoid the pitfall of 

debaters techniques.  "Only a matter of semantics"  Bull!!!

30.  This distinguishing and naming of such elementary concepts  as  day 

and night, demonstrate the importance of words  to  set  forth  specific 

concepts.

31.  The words of Scripture set forth  certain  concepts  and  doctrines 

which God has chosen to reveal Himself.

32.  By adherence to the words and doctrines of scripture, the  believer 

is protected from that which is false doctrine.

33.  God specifically assigns names to the light and the darkness, which 

are still used today.

34.  Whether the earth was rotating previously, or began to rotate as  a 

result of the formation of light and the thawing process, it is  clearly 

in motion in vs 5.

35.  While day and night are terms which have a literal and metaphorical 

usage in  scripture,  the  terms  evening  and  morning  are  only  used 

literally.

36.  Each describes a time of day in relation to the light.

37.  Evening is the period as the light fades from the  surface  of  the 

planet as it spins.

38.  Morning is the period as the light breaks upon the surface  of  the 

planet as it spins.

39.  Evening and morning comprise one complete rotation of the earth  in 

relationship to the source of light.

40.  This is designated as day one of restoration.

41.  We know that the rotation speed of the earth on its axis  causes  a 

complete cycle to occur every 24 hours.

42.  There is no evidence anywhere in human history that  this  has  not 

always been the case, and the use of morning and evening throughout  the 

WOG serves to confirm this.

43.  There is no evidence  in  Genesis  of  any  kind  that  would  give 

credence to evolution or to evolutionary creation as true doctrines.

44.  The days of restoration then are literal 24  hour  days  which  are 

comprised of the normal time of evening and  morning,  as  well  as  the 

normal time of day and night.

45.  Further reasons why these are literal 24 hour days:

    a.  God speaks things into existence, and this does not take eons.

    b.  As seen in 1:16, the sun is the source of light for the day, and 

        the moon for the night.

    c.  The words evening and morning are always literal.

VS 6  THEN GOD SAID, "LET THERE BE  AN  EXPANSE  IN  THE  MIDST  OF  THE 

WATERS,  (ELOHIYM--w.c. +Qal pf. rmX--Qal impf. jussive hyh  let  become 

or let exist--m.s.n. iyqr 18X, from the  verb  iqr  to  beat  into  thin 

plates, to spread out.  raqiya' is the expanse, the atmosphere--fvtB  in 

the middle of, in the midst of--the waters)  AND  LET  IT  SEPARATE  THE 

WATERS FROM THE WATERS  (w.c. +Qal impf. jussive hyh let it become--Hiph 

part. ldB to divide or  separate,  a  dividing--prep.  ]yB  between--,ym 

waters--prep.

VS 7 AND GOD MADE THE ATMOSPHERE AND SEPARATED  THE  WATERS  WHICH  WERE 

BELOW THE ATMOSPHERE FROM THE WATERS WHICH  WERE  ABOVE  THE  ATMOSPHERE  

(ELOHIYM--w.c. Qal impf. hwi 'asah differs from bara', this  word  means 

to manufacture from that which already exists--s.d.o  +d.a.  +iyqr--w.c. 

Hiph. impf ldB and he caused a division--beyn +d.a.  +waters--rel  pron.

VS 8  AND GOD CALLED THE EXPANSE HEAVEN.  (ELOHIYM--w.c. +Qal impf  Xrq- 

pref. l +iyqr Qara' + l = to call,  name  or  designate--m.dual.n.  ,ymw 

heaven, why heaven?? The heavens are places of space  or  expanse,  they 

occupy a large area, so in comparison the first heaven,  the  atmosphere 

occupies a large area of space, as does the second heaven, stellar space 

and as does the third Heaven, God's  residence  beyond  stellar  space.)  

AND THERE WAS EVENING AND THERE WAS MORNING, SECOND DAY.(w.c. +Qal  impf 

hyh and it became--erebh--w.c. +Qal impf  hayah--boqer,  morning--m.s.n. 

,vy adj. numeral, ordinal yjw second)

SUMMARY VS 6-8

1.  There are several misinterpretations of vs 6-8 which we can  put  to 

rest quickly.

2.  The first is that God  divided  the  waters  and  that  there  is  a 

Heavenly ocean located beyond stellar space.  (This is espoused  by some 

Hebrews)

3.  This confusion came into being, during the translation of  the  LXX, 

when some translated iyqr by the Greek word  åçerewæà  "from  which  the 

Latin firmamentum is derived".

4.  To this day some speak of the vault or firmament as being solid  and 

supporting the waters above it.

5.  Others misinterpret these verses based on the fact that they make no 

distinction between the  lower  heavens  or  atmosphere  and  the  upper 

heavens or stellar space.  

6.  This distinction is  clearly  made  even  as  early  as  Genesis  1.  

vs14,15,17 cp vs 20.  This is similar to the use of our word sky,  birds 

fly in the sky, but at night the stars are in the sky.

7.  Some mistakes could be avoided if interpreters would stick with  the 

context, which deals with the restoration of planet earth, not the solar 

system.

8.  God is repairing tohu and bohu, and that deals only with the planet.

9.  What is in view in these verses is the establishment  of  the  ante- 

diluvean canopy.

10.  The expanse of vs 6 refers to the first heaven, or what we call our 

atmosphere.

11.  The atmosphere was placed between  two  quantities  of  water,  the 

larger quantity being the water which still covered the entire planet.

12.  Water in a liquid form could not be supported by air, but water  in 

a vaporous form could easily be supported by  atmosphere,  since  it  is 

considerably lighter.

13.  The smaller quantity  of  vaporous  H O  which  had  previously  co 

mingled with the liquid H O on the planet  was  separated  and  elevated 

above the atmosphere.

14.  The  separation  was  accomplished  by  the  manufacturing  of  the 

atmosphere, and that from existing materials on planet earth.

15.  The atmosphere is composed  of  two  basic  elements  nitrogen  and 

oxygen in the ratio of approx. 4:1

16.  There are  small  quantities  of  other  gases,  including,  CO   , 

ammonia, nitric acids, sulfuric acids, as well as suspended particles of 

yeast, mold, spores, bacteria, etc.

17.  Of these parts, oxygen supports  combustion  and  respiration,  and 

carbon dioxide is the source of carbon for growing plants.

18.  The  atmosphere   is   odorless,   colorless,   tasteless,   and is 

compressible and elastic.   raqiya' = beaten thin

19.  The waters which were  above  the  atmosphere  we  call  the  vapor 

canopy.

20.  This canopy will be in place until the flood in approx. 2300 BC, or 

around 1650 years.

21.  The existence of the canopy answers many, if not most, of the ques- 

tions which plague men concerning the truthfulness of Genesis.

22.  For instance it provides the  major  reason  for  the  antediluvian 

longevity, which averaged over 900 years.  (Not including Enoch or Noah)

23.  The entire atmosphere of the earth, was manufactured in  less  than 

one day.

24.  God once again provides the name for the the expanse, and calls  it 

heaven.

25.  We will refer to this as the first heaven, earth's atmosphere.

26.  This atmosphere and it's components  are  absolutely  necessary  to 

sustain all plant, animal, and human life.

27.  The earth completes another rotation, evening and morning come  and 

go, the second day, or day two.

28.  The question which jumps out at the interpreter is "Why is the work 

on D+2 not regarded as good.

29.  Every other day God pronounces His work to be good.  vs 4,10,12,18, 

21,25,31

30.  God does state that distinction between two unlike things is  good, 

demonstrating the need for discernment and separation.

31.  Due to the nature of the AC, two like entities are separated, which 

will eventually be brought back together at the flood.

32.  And while God did not pronounce it good, He is the  author  of  the 

expanse which separates the two areas of water.

33.  This illustrates the  gap  between  the  believer  on  BD  and  the 

believer who is negative.

34.  At some future point we will all be  united,  and  share  the  same 

viewpoint (BD) on all issues, yet  while  we  are  associated  with  the 

earth, BD continues to cause a separation.

VS 9  THEN GOD SAID, "LET THE WATERS BELOW THE HEAVEN BE  GATHERED  INTO 

ONE PLACE  (w.c.--ELOHIYM--Qal impf rmX--d.a. +mayim--pref.  M  +  prep. 

txT =from under, hence below or beneath--d.a. +,ymw while this word is a 

plural, or dual, one must determine which of the three  Heavens  are  in 

view, context from vs 7 indicates that this is the  waters  which  still

4.  As is the normal case, God speaks and what He says is accomplished.

5.  The land formation begins to rise  and  becomes  visible  above  the 

waters.

6.  The word used in vs 9 is technical and always refers  to  dry  land, 

not swamp, marsh, bogs, etc.

7.  This also had the effect of forcing the waters off the land as  they 

run off to the lowest point.

8.  The text specifically states that there was only one  reservoir  for 

all the waters on the planet.

9.  If there was just one giant ocean, there would have  only  been  one 

land mass which became visible.

10.  Even though there was  only  one  body  of  water,  God  designates 

several seas in the massive ocean.

11.  This ocean was considerably different  than  the  conditions  which 

exist at this time on the planet.

12.  The oceans were:

    a.  uniform in temperature.

    b.  not subject to storms.

    c.  far less saline.

    d.  much calmer.

    e.  subject only to the ebb and flow produced by gravitational pull

13.  Their boundaries were established by God.  Job 38:8-11

14.  These waters occupied very deep cavities on the globe.  35,000 deep 

in the Pacific, 27,500 in the Atlantic.

15.  Once again God uses vocabulary to  designate  and  distinguish  His 

work. ( Note that He calls them seas, so even in the midst of  all  that 

water, He was aware of differing places in the massive ocean.)

16.  Omniscience notes that the separation of the  waters  and  the  dry 

land was good.

17. The dry land will continue to be the scene of further restoration.

1.  The second part of day three is  devoted  to  the  vegetation  which 

will be on the dry ground.

2.  The dry land has been raised  from  the  midst  of  the  surrounding 

waters, and God focuses His attention on the dry land.

3.  The use of the Hiphil, the causative stem, indicates that the  earth 

is caused to produce.

4.  It is acted upon by an outside force, and  produces  the  categories 

which are listed here.

5.  God is the ultimate cause of plant life, the earth is the  secondary 

cause.

6.  Three distinct forms of vegetation are listed in vs 11.

7.  The first is the grasses, which will carpet the dry  ground  with  a 

lush blanket of green.

8.  This would include grass, moss, other green  herbage  which  carpets 

the ground.

9.  The second category of vegetation are edible plants, which have  the 

capability of reproducing notable seeds.

10.  This includes all things which are  not  trees,  or  grasses,  from 

edible herbs, to asparagus, beans, etc.

11.  This is the broadest of the three categories.

12.  The third category of creative  activity  consisted  of  the  trees 

which produce a fruit.

13.  This includes trees  which  produce  soft  fruit  like  peaches  or 

apples, and trees which produce hard fruit like nuts,  and  trees  which 

produce berries.

14.  The key thing here is that the fruit which is produced contains the 

seed for future reproductive action.

15.  The three broad classes are not designed to  coincide  with  modern 

botanical distinctions.

16.  Rather they are broad classifications, which would be easily under- 

stood by any man in any generation.

17.  We recognize that there are many kinds of grasses,  edible  plants, 

and trees, yet we contend that each remains what it was from the day  it 

was created.

18.  There is no room in the Genesis account for evolution,  grasses  do 

not become fruit trees, and vice versa.

19.  Adaptation and mutation within a given kind is possible, but  these 

are not seen as beneficial changes, but degenerations of the kind.

20.  There are  no  such  things  as  "good"  mutations,  even  if  they 

occasionally produce a desired effect.   For  instance,  dwarfism  is  a 

mutation, yet a midget is less likely to be hit on the  battlefield--The 

sickle cell trait can provide resistance to malaria, if the person lives 

in a tropical area, and has inherited the trait from  only  one  parent, 

but if he inherits it from both parents, it is always fatal.

21.  The facts are that of all the mutations which have  been  observed, 

only about 5 have ever been considered beneficial.

22.  In all the mutations, the organism is adversely affected and  large 

mutations are almost always fatal.

23.  Mutations are  a  degeneration,  not  an  upward  move  to  a  more 

organized or advanced state.

24.  In the evolutionist's case, there is not one  missing  link,  there 

are millions of them, yet they continue to claim that  the  evolutionary 

chain exists, and is in tact.

25.  Like the boundaries established for the waters, genetic  boundaries 

are in existence by the will of God.

26.  vs 12 indicates that all God desired came into existence just as He 

commanded.

27.  Omniscience  takes  note  of  the  creation  of  plant  life,   and 

pronounces it to be good.

28.  The fact that the earth produces, based on  the  word  of  God,  is 

instructive for the believer.

29.  Like the earth, the believer should respond to the Word of God, and 

fruit or DG production will result.

30.  Our production is not the basis for our salvation, but  the  result 

of it.  Eph. 2:8-10

31.  This concludes the Divine activity on the third day or restoration.

1.  As with all creation, this section begins with the phrase  "And  God 

said".

2.  The ultimate source of creation is the power of the Word of God.

3.  vs 14-19 deal with D+4 of restoration  and  the  production  of  the 

planetary bodies which are visible from planet earth.

4.  The primary purpose of D+4 is to establish  a  permanent  system  of 

light for planet earth.

5.  The light which came upon the earth on D+1 is now  concentrated  and 

placed into light bearers or luminaries.

6.  These heavenly bodies were already in existence as  a  part  of  the 

original creation of the heavens.  These he created ex nihilo,  the  new 

job of bearing light, was manufactured from existing items.

7.  God transferred the light into bodies called stars.

8.  In our entire solar system there is only one star or source of light 

for planet earth.

9.  These luminaries will fulfill several  functions  in  the  creation, 

each of which is introduced by a l.

    A.  The first function of a luminary is to separate the day from the 

        night.

    B.  The second is to serve as signs.

    C.  The third is to define the seasons of planet earth.

    D.  The fourth is to mark time.

10.  Their ultimate purpose is given in vs 15, and that  is  to  provide 

light for the earth.

11.  Although our solar system is heliocentric, the POG  is  geocentric, 

as is obvious in the fact that he now spotlights the earth.

12.  God sticks to the vocabulary which he instituted in  vs  5  calling 

the light day, and the darkness night.

13.  The luminaries which God  established  fall  into  two  categories, 

light sources and  light  reflectors.   Stars  are  light  sources,  and 

planets, moons, etc. are light reflectors.

14.  Both are in view as seen by the statement in vs 16.

15.  Light causes day and night to remain distinct times,  each  defined 

by light or the absence of light.

16.  The next purpose for their existence is to function as  signs,  and 

while not yet created, they function as signs to mankind.

17.  A sign is that which points to some greater reality.

18.  The solar system with its sun, moon, and stars is  a  sign  of  the 

existence of God, Satan, and the angels, as well as the existence of the 

AC.

19.  As a matter of fact, the entire POG is found in the original zodiac 

which tells the story of the AC, fall and redemption  of  man,  and  the 

ultimate disposition of the AC.

20.  The second purpose of the solar bodies is to define the seasons  or 

correct times for God's appointed events.

21.  This includes seasons like planting (spring),  harvest  (fall)  for 

man, and seasons for animals like migration, reproduction, etc.

22.  The stars and planets have been used to mark strategic times in the 

POG.  Matt. 2:2,7-10 First Advent---Joel 2:10, Matt. 24:29 2nd Advent

23.  Their next purpose  is  to  define  time,  which  God  brings  into 

existence for His purpose.

24.  Time did not exist until after the fall of Satan and the  inception 

of the AC, and will cease to exist after the resolution of the AC.

25.  Time and the fact that it is limited should cause men to seek  that 

which is eternal.

26.  The establishment of all these things in Genesis  are  designed  to 

point man to the ultimate questions in life.  How did  all  this  begin, 

where did we come from, and where are we going?????

27.  The primary purpose for the creation  of  luminaries  is  to  bring 

light on planet earth.

28.  God has spotlighted the earth, out of all creation,  as  the  place 

for the resolution of the AC.

29.  The light on the planet is designed to focus all attention on it.

30.  vs 16 deals with the two primary sources of light for  the  planet, 

which God does not name.

31.  This is of course the sun and the moon.

32.  The greater light in the solar system is the source of  light,  and 

is designed to rule over the day.

33.  The lesser light is a light reflector and is designed to rule  over 

the night.

34.  These two great entities are the  only  two  in  the  entire  solar 

system which exhibit influence over the earth.

35.  The one which rules the darkness  or  night  is  representative  of 

Satan, who as a created being could only reflect light.

36.  The one who rules the light or day is representative  of  God,  the 

source of light and life for planet earth.

37.  Almost as an after thought Moses adds that God  created  the  stars 

also.

38.  These are the furthest away from planet earth, and do  not  exhibit 

any control or influence over the earth.

39.  The stars are not mentioned again until Gen 15:5, when it is  quite 

apparent that Abraham could see a massive  number  of  them  by  looking 

skyward.

40.  This leads us to the conclusion that  when  they  were  ingited  as 

light bearers, that their light was instantaneously upon the  earth,  it 

did not take 6000 light years for it to arrive.

41.  So the creation would have had an appearance of age, even though it 

was just restored prior to the arrival of man on the scene.

42.  The solar system would have had an appearance of age,  as  well  as 

rocks, trees, etc.

43.  This was all done on D+4 to illustrate several things:

    a.  That the solar system is dependant on God for it's existence.

    b.  To focus attention on planet earth as the focal point in the AC

    c.  To teach the plan of God via the zodiac.

    d.  to teach man that the stars are the work of God, and do  not  in 

        any way control anything.  Ps. 8:3

    e.  To reveal the nature and essence of God.  Ps. 19:1-4

45.  The three specific reasons for these items is reiterated in vs17-18

    a.  to give light on the earth

    b.  to have rulership over a particular domain.

SUMMARY VS 20-23

1.  D+5 of restoration begins as have  all  the  other  days,  with  God 

making a decision and acting on that decision.

2.  D+5 is devoted to the formation of aquatic life and fowl.

3.  God commands for the waters to teem with swarms of living creatures.

4.  He did not create just two of each kind of aquatic life, but  masses 

of these creatures were spoken into existence.

5.  These creatures were not manufactured from existing  material,  i.e. 

water, but were spoken into existence.  vs 21 uses bara'

6.  There is nothing in the Genesis record to indicate that life  sprang 

from the water, only that life was spoken into the water.

7.  While fish were the first conscious life to  exist  on  the  planet, 

birds were created on the same day.

8.  Under any kind of evolutionary view, fish and birds are far  removed 

from each other and would require massive amounts of time to evolve.

9.  Also, the intermediate links in  the  evolutionary  chain  were  not 

created until the next day.

10.  The first thing to note about aquatic life is the schooling  nature 

of these creatures.

11.  They do not tend to exist in pairs, but swarm in schools.

12.  Life on D+5 takes on a new characteristic which plant life does  not 

possess, and that is consciousness.

13.  While animals, fish and birds do not  possess  souls,  or  volition, 

they do possess animate, conscious life.

14.  They are not confined to one  place  as  are  plants,  but  possess 

mobility and awareness of their surroundings.

15.  This is a definite advance on plant life.

16.  The second part of D+5 is related to the creation  of  flying  fowl 

which are capable of flight in the atmosphere.

17.  As with the aquatic life, they are  given  definite  boundaries  in 

which they will operate.

18.  These boundaries were fixed by God,  and  are  still  in  existence 

today.  Water for the fish, atmosphere for the birds

19.  vs 21 specifically states that God created the fish and  the  birds 

ex nihilo, and not from existing elements.

20.  There is no way to hold to any kind of  evolutionary  viewpoint  in 

regard to aquatic life or the birds of the heavens.

21.  Aquatic life includes the most massive of creatures,  like  whales, 

great sharks, alligators, down to the most small fish in the food chain.

22.  The diversity of life found in the oceans and seas  of  the  planet 

demonstrates the intelligence and creativity of God.

23.  In the initial stage, before the flood, all aquatic life  lived  in 

the one large body of water.

24.  The ocean was not nearly as saline, and adaptation  occurred  after 

the flood, as some life inhabited fresh water, and some remained in  the 

salt water.

25.  There are over 8000 species of birds today,  and  there  were  many 

more before the flood.  Pre-flood birds were  much  larger  than  modern 

counterparts, dragonflies with wingspans of  20-30"   The  earth  was  a 

tropical paradise without extremes of any sort.

26.  God once again notes in His omniscience that all  He  has  done  is 

good.

27.  in vs 22 God  blesses  the  lower  creation  with  the  command  to 

reproduce and multiply.

28.  Aquatic life is to reproduce, flourish and populate the  waters  of 

the seas.

29.  Fowl are to flourish and increase in number on the earth.

30.   Note  the  scientific  accuracy  of  reproduction,  birds  do  not 

reproduce in the air, where they normally operate,  but  on  the  earth, 

where they also give birth to their young.

31.  The blessing of God on the animals is  related  to  their  sex  and 

reproductive life.

32.  God has endowed lower creation with capacity to  enjoy  propagation 

of the species.

33.  Note again in vs 21 that all this occurs  according  to  the  kind, 

within strict genetic guidelines.

34.  When reproduction occurs outside of God's  established  guidelines, 

He does not  bless  it,  the  offspring  is  sterile  and  incapable  of 

further reproduction.

35.  Another evening, after 12 hours of daylight,  and  another  morning 

after 12 hours of darkness, concludes D+5.

36.  Principles for the believer:

    a.  As the lower creation is confined to certain boundaries  so  the 

        bel. is to adhere to the geographical will of God.

    b.  While some view this as closed minded or  narrow,  this  is  the 

        place of blessing.

    c.  As animals  have  capacity  for  their  life,  so  the  believer 

        acquires capacity for life from the WOG.

    d.  Enjoyment and capacity for happiness come as one understands and 

        acclimates to God's will.

37.  The principles which govern sex in the lower creation, do not  hold 

true for man, as we will see in DI #2, marriage.

VS 24  THEN GOD SAID, "LET THE EARTH BRING FORTH LIVING  CREATURES AFTER 

THEIR KIND  (ELOHIYM SAID + v--d.a. + erets--Hiph impf jussive Xjy to go 

out in the Qal, in Hiph to cause to go out, to bring out or bring forth. 

--wpn + adj. yx same as vs. 20, now conscious life to inhabit the earth,

SUMMARY VS 24-25

1.  D+6 of restoration is divided into two distinct  parts,  devoted  to 

the populating of planet earth.

2.  The first part of D+6 is devoted to the creation of land population.

3.  As is evident in vs 24 God created all these animals from  the  dust 

of the earth.  Gen 2:19

4.  The earth did not spontaneously generate life as some have supposed.

5.  Like the creatures of D+5, these  animals  will  possess  conscious, 

animate life.

6.  They will be mobile and not confined to one particular place.

7.  Three categories of animals are defined in vs24  as  comprising  the 

category "living creatures":

    a.  cattle or domestic type animals, quadrupeds

    b.  creeping things, rodents, vermin, insects, reptiles, whose  mode 

        of transport is not so rapid.

    c.  beasts of the earth, or wild animals, lions, tigers, bears, etc.

8.  Once again not the phrase after  their  kind,  establishing  genetic 

limits on reproduction.

9.  Dogs do not become cats or lions, or mice.

10.  While there is great variation in each type of creature,  all  dogs 

are recognized as dogs, from the chihuahua to the St. Bernard.

11.  The same is true for every other classification which God created.

12.  These categories in Genesis are not designed to  be  specific,  but 

broad classifications which are intelligible to any one  living  in  any 

time.

13.  Vs 25 confirms that the earth did not generate life apart from  the 

agency of God.

14.  The use of hwi indicates that God manufactured all these categories 

of life from existing matter.  Gen 2:19 says it was dust.

15.  God made the wild animals, the domestic animals, and everything  in 

between, from the smallest to the largest.

16.  Before the flood, there was great variation in the size of animals.

17.  Gigantism was common due to the longevity of the life  span.   Many 

animals were twice the size of the modern counterpart.  10,000 lb Sloth, 

Brachiosaurus weighed 50 tons, reptile.  Some mammals exceeded 10 ft. at 

the shoulders, mammoths, etc.

18.   All  that  was  made  in  the  animal  kingdom,  was  declared  by 

omniscience to be good.

VS 26  THEN GOD SAID, "LET US MAKE MAN IN OUR IMAGE,  ACCORDING  TO  OUR 

LIKENESS;   (AND  ELOHIYM  SAID--Qal  impf  jussive  hwi  to   make   or 

manufacture from existing material,  this deals with the  completion  of 

the whole man, body and soul and spirit.  The body is manufactured,  the 

soul and spirit is created ex nihilo.  1:27 cp 2:7--m.s.n ,dX  from  the 

root to be red or ruddy, here is a collective singular as seen  in  what 

follows, "let them have dominion", hence mankind--pref. B + m.s.n.  +1cp 

suff. ,lj 17X, from the root tsalam, to be shady, hence a shadow, image, 

likeness, not exactly like God, but enough like God so one could observe 

the nature of man and know to a degree what God was like.

SUMMARY VS26-27

1.  These two verses give us the divine plan for mankind.

2.  While it appears that deity is  planning  the  formation  of  a  new 

creation, mankind was always a part of the POG.

3.  Man is to be created and placed on planet earth to resolve the AC.

4.  As all the physical creation demonstrates something of the nature or 

character of God, man will be  the  highest  expression  of  the  divine 

nature.

5.  vs 26-27 detail the plan and formation of the soul of man,  not  his 

body.

6.  The information concerning his body is found in 2:7,21-22

7.  This information regarding the soul is given  first  to  demonstrate 

that the soul is of infinitely greater importance than the body.

8.  The general word 'asah  is  used  to  deal  with  the  formation  of 

mankind, since only the soul will be created ex nihilo.

9.  Two specific items are mentioned in regard to the formation of man.

10.  The first is that man is to be made in the image of God.

11.  This refers to the soul, which is a shadow of the essence of God.

12.  When one considers the true nature of man, that is his soul, he can 

arrive at some understanding of the essence of God.

13.  The soul of man is not designed to be an  exact  representation  of 

the nature of God, but merely in His image.

14.  The soul of man contains  several  items  or  functions  which  are 

possessed by God:

    a.  Self consciousness

    b.  volition

    c.  personality

    d.  immaterial, invisible

15.  Like God  man  is  initially  trichotomous,  one  in  essence,  yet 

possessing body, soul, and spirit.

16.  The second specific item Moses mentions in regard to the  formation 

of man, is that he is to be according to the divine likeness.

17.  This word indicates content or character of divine  essence,  which 

is not formed initially.  see vs 27, where the soul  is  bara',  but  no 

mention is made of d muth

18.  The formation of man did not include enduing him with every  aspect 

of the divine character.

19.   This  content  of  soul  must  be  chosen  by  man,  and  will  be 

accomplished by the intake of the divine revelation, and application  of 

it.

20.  This is brought about by the word of God, which was taught to  Adam 

and Eve in the garden.  vs 28-30, 2:16-17, 3:8

21.  Via the intake and application of BD the divine character would  be 

formed in them.

22.  God did not just program His character into Adam, or  he  would  be 

nothing more than a clone of God, a mere robot.

23.  While it was God's desire for Adam to be spiritually mature, He did 

not create Him spiritually mature.

24.  He was created physically and mentally mature, but not  spiritually 

mature.

25.  Adam is created to resolve the fundamental issue of the  AC,  which 

is that volition exists, and can choose either for or  against  God  and 

His plan.

26.  Had Adam and Eve passed the  test  in  the  garden,  and  grown  to 

spiritual maturity, the AC would have been resolved.

27.  God's plan for mankind was to have authority over all that  He  had 

created.

28.  God alone possesses authority as a part of  His  essence,  and  the 

creation is His, due to the fact that He is the author of all things.

29.  His desire is for mankind  to  rule  over  the  planet,  under  His 

authority.

30.  vs 28 states that God specifically  delegated  the  authority  over 

planet earth to mankind.

31.  Man choose to rebel, and ceased to  serve  God,  but  chose  a  new 

master in Satan.

32.  His authority over the planet was forfeited to  Satan,  who  became 

the god of this world.  Matt. 4:8-9, Jn. 12:31, 14:30, 16:11, IICor. 4:4 

33.  The dominion of man included the fish, the birds, domestic animals, 

and every animal on the earth.

34.  vs 27 deals with the actual creation of man, that is his soul.

35.  Chronologically, this occurred after the formation of his  body  in 

Gen. 2:7

36.  The soul of man was created ex nihilo, while is body was formed out 

of dust.

37.  The soul of man is a shadow of the essence of God, as  was  planned 

in vs 26.

38.  Note the absence of the word d muth, which is not a part  of  God's 

original creative act.

39.  The character of God, or maturity has to  be  chosen  volitionally, 

and established over time.  Note Gen 5:1 where after 130 years Adam  had 

acquired spiritual  maturity.   that  genealogy  is  a  list  of  mature 

believers who were in the line of Abraham.

40.  God created two types of  souls,  both  of  which  are  a  part  of 

mankind.

41.  Male and female does not refer to the body, but to the soul.

42.   zakar  means  to  pierce,  and  neqabhah  means  hollow  or  cave, 

indicating that the male soul is the aggressor and  initiator,  and  the 

female soul is created to be the responder and receptor.

43.  One must acclimate to the nature of their soul, and  apply  the  BD 

incumbent on them in order to maximize in God's plan.

44.  Wimpy men who are dominated by women are a  rebuke  to  the  divine 

order, as well as horsy domineering women, who seek to be aggressors.

45.  As a man you must first acclimate to the  fact  that  you  are  the 

authority in every way over the woman.

46.  As a woman you must overrule the Eve complex and never try to  lead 

the man either overtly or covertly.

47.  As a man you must dictate the terms in the household, and stick  to 

your guns and not cave in under female pressure.

48.  You are responsible for the well-being of your woman, and to  allow 

her to run you and dictate terms is detrimental to her as well as to you 

and to the children if there are any.

49.  While man and woman  possess  identical  characteristics  of  soul, 

(volition, self consc. emotions, etc) they are not  the  same  in  every 

regard, and in many ways not equal.

50.  This is reflected in the formation of their respective bodies.

51.  God does not place male souls in female bodies, or vice versa.

52.  God did not create man androgynous, or both souls in one body as is 

clearly seen in the plural, "them" and in 2:7,23

VS 28 AND GOD BLESSED THEM; AND GOD SAID TO THEM  (ELOHIYM--w.c. +  Piel 

impf. frB lit. to bend the knees, to kneel down, when used  of  God,  to 

bestow Divine favor upon, most times it  is  related  to  God  speaking, 

hence for God to bless someone is to  give  them  doctrine,  to  provide 

information in regard  to  their  particular  niche--THEM--ELOHIYM--w.c.

SUMMARY VS 28-29

1.  The creation of man, which is given in vs 26-28 will receive  fuller 

treatment in 2:7-8,15-25.

2.  God's blessing upon the man and the woman consists of  two  distinct 

parts.

3.  The first part of His blessing is found in the 5  imperatives  which 

establish and limit the sphere of authority for the human race.

4.  The second part of His blessing consists  of  information  on  man's 

diet as established by God.

5.  The same is true of our instruction in BD, imperatives as to what we 

are to do, mingled with instruction in the truth.

6.  The blessing of God is related to the doctrine which He imparted  to 

the man and the woman.

7.  Two specific areas of blessing are in view in vs 28.

8.  The first has to do with with the sex life of the man and the woman.

9.  Just as the divine blessing on the animal kingdom focused  primarily 

on their sex life, so God blesses  His  highest  creation  in  the  same 

fashion.

10.  As the souls were created male  and  female,  so  the  bodies  were 

created male and female.

11.  The bodies were endowed with the ability and capacity for sex,  and 

were clearly designed to go together.

12.  Be fruitful is a command for RM  and  RW  to  engage  in  sex,  and 

reproduce.

13.  The blessing of God on the sex  act  between  RM/RW  is  in  direct 

contrast to the religious reversionists who imply or directly state that 

somehow sex is less than honorable or spiritual.

14.  Any system which denies the fact that  sex  between  RM/RW  is  the 

direct command of God  is  espousing  doctrine  of  demons.   ITim.  4:3  

Catholicism  and  the  monastic  orders  are  full  of  these  sorts  of 

doctrines.

15.  Others like to espouse the notion that sex is only for the  purpose 

of procreation, and it not to be truly enjoyable.

16.  It is clear that procreation did not take place until Adam and  Eve 

were outside the garden, so the only purpose for sex in the  garden  was 

recreation.

17.  This is one aspect of the blessing of God on mankind,  the  joy  of 

recreational sex between RM/RW.

18.  This is detailed in the Song of Solomon which expresses the joy  of 

DI#2, love between RM/RW, and  their  sexual  pleasures.   This  is  the 

primary interpretation of that book, there may be types of NT  truth  in 

it as there are in other OT books, but the interpretation deals with the 

glory of love and sexual satisfaction.

19.  The  natural  result  of  sexual  reproduction   is   an   increase 

numerically of population on the planet.

20.  God's plan for humanity was to multiply and fill  up  planet  earth 

with human beings.

21.  Note that all these commands relate only to the planet, man is  not 

instructed to subdue the heavens or populate them.

22.  From these two people will come all the human race which now  popu- 

lates the planet.

23.  The next imperative is to subdue  the  planet,  denoting  that  the 

environment was created for the man, and not vice versa.

24.  Man is to use his intellect, force, and authority to conquer planet 

earth and use it for his wishes.

25.  This will not be accomplished all at once, but  as  man  multiplies 

and spreads over the planet.

26.  Mankind is given  authority  over  the  planet,  and  all  that  it 

contains, he is to be the master of his environment.

27.  All things  have  been  placed  under  the  authority  of  mankind, 

including:

    a.  fish        b.  birds      c.  all living animals

28.  This authority comes from God Himself, who  is  the  only  one  who 

possesses authority in Himself.

29.  All authority is delegated by God, and is not  to  be  resisted  or 

rejected.  Rom. 13:1-6

30.  Mankind has a mandate from God  to  exploit  and  use  the  natural 

resources, which God has provided.  This is in direct  contrast  to  the 

notions today, that man is the servant of the environment,  animals  are 

to be protected at the expense of humans, use of animals for research is 

bonafide, animal rights activists, throwing blood on people, worship  of 

the environment, exalting it above man and his interests.

31.  God in omniscience knew the length of time mankind would be on  the 

planet, and provided in grace enough resources to sustain him.

32.  If certain animals or species become extinct, this does not in  any 

way endanger the POG.  Many became extinct after the flood, and  we  are 

still here!!!!!!

33.  God provides another grace gift in vs 29, and that is man's diet.

34.  Before the fall, mankind was strictly vegetarian.

35.  He is given two specific types of food, edible  herbs  and  plants, 

and fruit.

36.  God provided variety in man's diet, and directs mans  attention  to 

the items He is providing for his sustenance.  hNh

37.  As a believer, one must acclimate to the period of history in which 

he lives, even in regard to diet.  Pre flood, post flood--C.A.  vs.  Age 

of Israel

VS 30  AND TO EVERY BEAST OF THE EARTH, AND TO EVERY BIRD  OF  THE  SKY, 

AND TO EVERYTHING THAT MOVES ON THE EARTH WHICH HAS LIFE  (Lit.  and  to 

all living of the earth, = wild animals--and to all bird of the heavens- 

and to all creepers upon the earth which in it breath of life)   I  HAVE

SUMMARY VS 30-31

1.  vs 30-31  deal  with  the  diet  which  God  established  for  lower 

creation.

2.  God is obviously concerned with the other conscious  life  which  He 

has created.

3.  His care and  forethought  is  demonstrated  in  the  fact  that  He 

provides everything in grace, even for the animals.

4.  This proof of God's love and benevolence is cited by JC to encourage 

bels. not to resort to worry and fear.  Matt. 6:26,28

5.   God  is  keenly  aware  of  the  needs  of  His  creation  and   in 

righteousness He provides all that is necessary.

6.  All animals before the flood were given the same diet as man.

7.  There  were  no  carnivores,  all  men  and  animals  were  strictly 

vegetarian.

8.  Not until after the fall did animals become carnivorous.

9.  Man did not eat meat until after the flood, and this occurred at the 

directive of God.  Gen. 9:3

10.  The notion that a vegetarian diet is somehow more  healthy  or  has 

any sort of spiritual benefit is refuted by these facts.

11.  First, if man would be better apart from the eating  of  meat,  God 

would never have prescribed it.

12.  Second, the prediluvean civilization was strictly vegetarian and it 

did not blunt their STA's in any way.  Gen. 6:5,12

13.  While man was given a varied diet, consisting of edible  herbs  and 

fruit, the animals diet was generally restricted to the green herbs  and 

grasses.

14.  Yet both have what is necessary for their bodies to have energy and 

sustenance.  ak lah focuses on that which is burned, that which provides 

energy.

15.  Omniscience takes note of all that was done in the previous 6  days 

and pronounces it to be very good.

16.  There  were  no  problems  of  any  sort  with  the  world  as  God 

established it.

17.  Another evening and morning, conclude D+6 of restoration.

18.  Planet earth is now in a perfect state, full  of  new  inhabitants, 

and the states of tohu and bohu have been restored.
