1.  The  first  three  verses  of  chapter  2  really  belong  with  the 

information in chapter one.

2.  These vs give us  the  information  concerning  the  restoration  of 

planet earth.

3.  Tohu and bohu are repaired in 6 solar days, and on the  seventh  day 

no creative work of any kind was done.

4.  The heavens refers to the atmosphere and surrounding space.

5.  Their host refers to the sun, moon and stars in the 2nd heaven,  and 

the animal life which inhabits the first heaven.  1:16-17, 20

6.  The use of the Pual indicates  that  restoration  and  the  creative 

activity of God in regard to restoration was totally complete.

7.  Nothing more has been created since the beginning of time.

8.  vs 2 restates the fact that this work was totally done, and  nothing 

more was needed.

9.  God had restored the earth to perfect environment  in  6  days,  and 

nothing would ever be added to this work.  Heb 4:3b

10.  No creative work has been done since the foundation of the world.

11.  In grace God has provided all that is necessary  for  planet  earth 

and for its inhabitants.

12.  God did not rest from His creative acts because He was tired, there 

was nothing more which could be  added  to  perfect  environment.   Isa. 

40:28ff

13.  God could have spoken everything into existence all at once,  in  a 

moment of time.

14.  He did not choose to do this, but chose to work for  six  days  and 

then to rest.

15.  There are several reasons for this including:

    a.  to establish the  divine  order  for  mankind.   this  shows  us 

        several  things, God works, and Adam worked before the fall 2:15 

        God does not countenance  laziness.   Prov.  20:4,  24:30ff,  II 

        Thess. 3:6ff

    b.  to establish a memorial to grace.  this shows that God  provides 

        for us even when we do not work

    c.  to teach the divine time frame  for  the  duration  of  mankind.  

        this is taught in IIPet. 3:4-9 esp vs 8  6000 years + 1000 years 

        of rest, the millennium

    d.  to point out that nothing can be added to the  perfect  work  of 

        God.

16.  The fact that God rested from His labor on the  seventh  day,  does 

not make that particular day of any more  significance  than  the  other 

six.

17.  The seventh day, Saturday, was set  apart  by  God  to  commemorate 

grace and to teach mankind about the rest of God.

18.  The idea that Sunday, is the sabbath, or is the  Christian  sabbath 

is not supported by the WOG.

19.  Any notion that work is not to be done on Sunday,  so  called  Blue 

Laws are strictly the work of legalists and misguided religious types.

20.  The sabbath was not instituted as an  observance  until  after  the 

Exodus.  Ex. 16:23ff, 20:8ff  another subtle  proof  of  the  fact  that 

solar days are in view in Gen. 1 is Ex. 20:11

21.  God blessed the seventh day by setting it apart as a  day  of  rest 

for a memorial to grace.

22.  Note that D+7 is not marked by the usual phrase an  evening  and  a 

morning, since God's rest is not limited to that one day.

23.  vs 3 states once again that God  has  desisted  from  creating  and 

manufacturing things with respect to planet earth.

24.  The purpose of some things that were created ex nihilo was  to  use 

them in the manufacturing of other items.  created to manufacture

1.  This is the first of ten times the word tdlOt  (translated  account) 

is used in the book of Genesis.

2.  Each time it is used it is used to advance the narrative  from  what 

has proceeded.

3.  In this  case  it  is  used  to  advance  the  narrative  and  focus 

on the history of man.

4.  This particular section extends from Gen. 2:4-4:26

5.  This account deals with the heavens and the earth and what proceeded 

from original creation.  bara'

6.  Moses specifically focuses on their restoration, or the six days  of 

activity which we have seen in chapter one.

7.  This is not a second account of creation, or information regarding a 

second creation, but further information regarding what was done  in  D+ 

1-6

8.  The use of the word made, deals with restoration of  earth  and  the 

work done in the second heaven.

9.  Here it is called a day, which might be idiomatically  rendered  "at 

the time" since it is longer than one solar day.

10.  vs 5 places us chronologically in the middle of D+3

11.  Light had been formed, atmosphere was in place, and the waters  had 

been collected into one basin, causing the dry land to appear.

12.  If God takes this much time and energy and foresight to provide for 

the plants before they appear, how much more will he do for us??   Matt. 

10:29-33  uses this info to teach the doctrine of separation.

13.  Two kinds of plant  life  are  evident  on  the  planet,  wild  and 

cultivated.

14.  Cultivated or edible plants need water and attention, or they  will 

not produce.

15.  Again consider the foresight of  God  in  providing  even  for  the 

cultivated plants.  Matt. 6:28-34

16.  Like the plants, the believer will not grow or produce  apart  from 

proper water (BD) and cultivation (God via the PT).  Jn.  15:1ff,  ICor. 

3:5-9

17.  The introduction of the name LORD GOD here indicates  that  we  now 

have all three members of the Godhead present in Gen. 

18.  This title emphasizes that the LORD is God.

19.  The Father is seen as the planner of the activity, the Son  as  the 

actual creator, and the HS as an agent in the process.

20.  The term YHWH ELOHIYM points us to the second person, God the Son.

21.  One may get the idea from verse 5 that no plants actually  grew  on 

the planet until it rained.

22.  Since the next mention of rain is Gen. 7:4 some 1500  years  later, 

this is not a statement that rain was necessary, but that rain  did  not 

exist.

23.  Nor is the statement that no man was on the planet to lead  you  to 

conclude that man was placed here before the plants.  D+3 and D+6

24.  These things are mentioned to point out that plants need water  and 

cultivation.

25.  As  with  a  giant  terrarium,  the  climate  was  established  and 

influenced by the canopy.

26.  The antediluvian climate was characterized by the following:

    a.  uniformity of temperature

    b.  no rain

    c.  no winds to speak of

    d.  high humidity

    e.  tropical climate worldwide

    f.  wonderful greenhouse effect

27.  The effect of such conditions would be  luxuriant  plant  life  and 

animal life.

28.  The mechanics of irrigation for the planet are given in vs 6:

    a.  high humidity in the daytime

    b.  as evening approached and the temperature dropped a few degrees, 

        dew point was reached

    c.  a thick layer of dew would form on plants and ground alike

    d.  the following day as it heated the dew would evaporate into  the 

        saturated atmosphere and settle the following evening.

29.  A giant greenhouse with luxuriant plant and animal life, no  death, 

no extremes of any kind, it was indeed very good!!!!

    j.  Adam put to sleep and rib removed.  2:21

4.  Before the formation of the soul, Y.E. takes some  very  fine  dust, 

and forms the body of man.

5.  Obviously this has resulted in a body that is quite durable, but  at 

the same time quite fragile.

6.  Man is then composed of a material body, and an immaterial soul.

7.  The word formed rjy focuses on the skill and craftsmanship  involved 

in the formation of the body of man.

8.  Any cursory examination of the human body reveals a fascinating view 

of the wisdom and creativity of God.

9.  The immense complexity  of  the  human  body,  with  its  myriad  of 

functions cannot be explained outside of an intelligent sculptor.

10.  Fathom if you can the nature of the  eye,  respiratory  system,  or 

the heart.

11.  If you can grasp the organs and their function, consider the senses 

of seeing, hearing, smelling, tasting and touching.

12.  Consider the complexity of the heating and cooling system, and  the 

fact  that  there  is  a  very  small  tolerance  for  body  temperature 

variation.

13.  Observe the limbs which make man mobile, and the thumb which is the 

most versatile of the fingers.  apart from the opposition of  the  thumb 

the hand is not a very useful part.

14.  Above all this consider the super computer  that  is  man's  brain, 

capable of many operations at speeds which are impossible to fathom.

15.  The brain is capable of processing incoming  information,  afferent 

impulses from the other parts of the body.

16.  It is also capable of sending responses out to other parts  of  the 

body, efferent impulses.  you put your hand on a hot stove,  the  signal 

travels to the brain, which in turn sends a signal back to move the hand 

from off the heat.  This happens at a speed you don't even notice

17.  This masterpiece of creation could cause one to lose sight  of  the 

fact that it is merely dust.

18.  Nevertheless, man is a strange  combination  of  dust  and  dignity 

which none of the other creation even approaches.

19.  The fact that this magnificent body is formed of dust should  cause 

us to realize the frailty of man.  Ps. 39:4-6, 103:15-16, Isa. 40:6-8

20.  Compared to God, man is both frail and insignificant,  while  being 

the crowing touch on His creation.

21.  While the animals were manufactured from existing  dust,  the  care 

and personal attention of God to the formation of man stands out here.

22.  Adam was formed a physically mature man, lying on the ground,  with 

no life whatsoever.

23.  As God united the newly created soul with the newly formed body, He 

breathed into Adams nose the breath of life.

24.  The breath of life proceeds only from God, who is  the  author  and 

sustainer of life.  Job 33:4, 34:14-15, Isa. 42:5

25.  The result of the imputation of the  soul  with  a  body,  and  God 

breathing into the nose of Adam, is a new living being.

26.  Since Adam had done nothing in any way, he was neither a  righteous 

person, or an unrighteous person.

27.  He existed in total innocence, in perfect environment.

28.  There was therefore no reason to withhold a human spirit from  him, 

and so as Adam came on to the scene of planet earth, he was trichotomous

29.  At this point Adam had the following characteristics:

    a.  physical life

    b.  spiritual life

    c.  physical maturity

    d.  advanced intellect and vocabulary

    e.  no STA

    f.  body, soul and human spirit

    g.  relationship and fellowship with God

    h.  spiritual immaturity

    i.  volition

SUMMARY VS 8-9

1.  The use of YHWH ELOHIYM through these verses focus on the fact  that 

another person of the Godhead is in view, distinct from Elohiym and  the 

Spirit of Elohiym.

2.  We rightly conclude this to be the second person of the Godhead, the 

Son or preincarnate Christ.

3.  It is obvious that as the focus shifts  from  the  heavens  and  the 

earth to man, the second person is emphasized.

4.  The Son established a garden toward the east in  a  location  called 

Eden.

5.  The concept of the garden teaches the following:

    a.  organization

    b.  security

    c.  blessing

    d.  beauty

6.  All the information which we receive in chapter  2  is  designed  as 

background material for the understanding of chap. 3

7.  The word Eden means pleasure or delight,  and  emphasizes  the  fact 

that this garden was wonderful in every way.

8.  As a matter of fact, this was a completely perfect  environment  for 

the man.

9.  As early as Genesis, we observe the concept of the geographical will 

of God, as He places the man in the garden.

10.  You must recognize that God has a particular  geographic  will  for 

all men, and only in that place is true blessing found.

11.  Satanic, or human viewpoint  always  supposes  that  the  grass  is 

greener on the other side.

12.  Failure to acclimate to the geographic will of God, causes  one  to 

forfeit His highest blessings, and can bring great misery.  Gen.  28:15, 

31:3, this time was spent with one Laban, who cheated and connived Jacob 

several times, over a period of years.

13.  This garden was a place of spectacular beauty, and variety.

14.  Four categories of trees are mentioned in vs 9, as  being  directly 

brought forth by God.

15.  The first are trees which are pleasant to the sight.

16.  These trees are in the  garden  for  no  reason  other  than  their 

pleasing appearance.

17.  These are placed by God to provide soulish stimulation for man.

18.  They are there to stimulate the eye,  emotions,  etc.  and  provide 

nothing more than aesthetic pleasure.

19.  This is in total contrast to ascetics who avoid  pleasure  and  fun 

for a life of self denial, and call it the will of God.  ITim. 4:1ff

20.  There are many bonafide pleasures one may experience in his  niche, 

which are the blessings of God.

21.  The second category is trees which are good for food.

22.  This word focuses on the eating, and emphasizes the fact that these 

foods were not only healthy, but were quite delicious.

23.  Aren't the best foods those which are a pleasure to the palate  and 

good for you also??

24.  These trees were placed in the garden to stimulate and satisfy  the 

appetite of man.

25.  Once again in contrast to those  who  suggest  that  some  sort  of 

spirituality is achieved by self denial of good food.  ITim. 4:3-4

26.  Adam was stimulated physically on every front by his niche, and the 

adjusted believer finds the same to be true today.

27.  The next two trees mentioned constitute the two trees by which  the 

man will be tested.

28.  The first is the tree of life in the middle of the garden.

29.  This tree occupied the central place in the garden,  so  one  could 

readily observe its importance.

30.  The location of the second tree is not given, but was obviously  in 

the garden also.

31.  The eating of the fruit of either of these trees did not  magically 

impart something to man.

32.  The eating of the fruit of either tree demonstrated the reality  of 

the volitional path man had chosen to take.

33.  Remember that God planned and desired for  man  to  be  spiritually 

mature in 1:26.

34.  However, He did not make man mature (d muth) but provided  all  man 

needed to make the maturity adjustment in perfect environment.

35.  Had man grown to spiritual maturity, he would  have  celebrated  by 

eating from the tree of life.

36.  His lack of interest in the tree was  a  picture  of  his  lack  of 

interest in BD and spiritual maturity.

37.  His fascination and interest in the tree of the knowledge  of  good 

and evil is a representation of his negative volition.

38.  Eating is a picture of faith, and Adam expressed faith or  interest 

not in BD, but in the plan and policy of Satan.

39.  Had Adam gone to maturity, and exhibited the character or  God,  he 

would have resolved the AC, and destroyed Satan's appeal.

40.  Two trees are necessary to provide man  with  a  test  of  volition 

which offered him a choice.

41.  The reality of the choice before Adam was BD to  MAJG  which  would 

have resulted in desire and capacity for the tree of life, or  rejection 

of BD and opting for that which is opposed to God, the 2nd tree.

SUMMARY VS 10-14

1.  vss 10-14 constitute a parenthesis in the narrative.

2.  One may wonder at first glance why this particular  information  was 

included under inspiration.

3.  The inclusion of information concerning the topography of  the  area 

called Eden serves to confirm the fact  that  what  we  are  reading  in 

Genesis is literal in every sense.

4.  This  is  the  school  of  interpretation  to  which  we  hold,  the 

historical, literal method.

5.  Literal is defined as "the natural or  usual  construction  and  the 

implications which proceed from such a writing or expression".

6.  This follows the ordinary and apparent sense of words, and is not in 

any way allegorical or metaphorical.

7.  The natural reading of our verses indicates that there was a literal 

river which was the source of water for the garden.

8.  It was divided by the topography and became four other major  rivers 

which are named.

9.  If this section is literal we  contend  that  all  of  the  book  is 

literal.

10.  This is the way the PT must  approach  the  scripture,  seeking  to 

understand the literal, historical meaning, and once that  is  explained 

then teaching any specialized teaching which may come from that passage, 

like typology.

11.  This mention of the topography and watering system in  Eden  serves 

to confirm that Moses was quite  knowledgeable  concerning  the  subject 

matter at hand.

12.  This lends a ring of authenticity  to  what  many  consider  to  be 

unreliable information.

13.  This also tends to force the interpreter to deal with the fact that 

this is literal information, which is to be treated as such.

14.  Those who advocate the day/age theory, have explanations for  these 

rivers which boggle the mind.

15.  The days are not literal and  neither  are  the  rivers,  in  their 

system of thinking.

16.  Even though two of these rivers are extant today!!!

Now for the interpretation.

17.  One river originated in the area known as Eden, and flowed  through 

that region for the purpose of watering the garden.

18.  This corresponds precisely with the fact that there was no rain  in 

the prediluvean world.

19.  The watering system was comprised of rivers  and  the  water  vapor 

which settled every night as thick dew.

20.  This river likely sprang from the mass of subterranean  waters  and 

flowed through the garden ensuring its constant irrigation.

21.  From there refers to the garden which was located in Eden.

22.  This river was divided and formed the beginning point for 4 rivers.

23.  The first is called Pishon, and compassed the land of Havilah.

24.  Gen. 25:18, and ISam. 15:7 identify this region as  lying  east  of 

Egypt, and inhabited by the Ishmaelites and Amalekites.

25.  This region was renowned for the quality of  the  gold,  and  other 

precious items which could be found there.

26.  Bdellium was something of great value, with which the Israelites of 

Moses time were familiar.  Num. 11:7

27.  If it is extant, it must be known by another name.

28.  The onyx stone was also a well known product of that region,  which 

is not readily identified in our present  time.   Used  11X,  mostly  in 

early writings, once in connection with the Eden before Gen. 1:1,  Ezek. 

28:13

29.  The name of the second  river  which  proceeded  from  the  unnamed 

source was the Gihon.

30.  It flowed through the region designated as Cush,  which  is  modern 

day Ethiopia.

31.  The reason that these areas were named what they were is due to the 

fact that the primary settler of each region after  the  flood,  at  the 

dispersion gave his name to the  particular  region  he  settled.   Gen. 

10:6,7,22

32.  The third river is the Chiddeqel,  known  to  most  people  as  the 

Tigris river.

33.  This river flowed in the area east of Assyria, and still does.

34.  The last river is the most well known, the Perath or the Euphrates.

35.  Any attempt to definitively identify the first two  rivers  of  our 

passage has met with failure.

36.  This is due to the fact that they no longer exist.

37.  The two extant rivers do not have  a  common  origin  today,  their 

sources are some 2000 paces apart.

38.  This situation precludes anyone from  fixing  with  any  degree  of 

accuracy, the area of Eden, or the location of the garden.

39.  The flood so radically altered the  topography  of  the  planet  in 

general, and this region as well, that  the  situation  of  which  Moses 

writes does not exist following that catastrophe.

40.  At the flood the garden was destroyed, and the area of Eden  became 

a distant memory.

41.  One explanation is that the Tigris  and  Euphrates  join  south  of 

their sources, and this area may have at one time been the head.

42.  This would place the region known as Eden underwater  in  the  area 

known as the Persian gulf.  Mere speculation

SUMMARY VS 15-17

1.  As the previous verses smack of literalness, so what follows here is 

the literal truth.

2.  There was a literal garden in a literal place called Eden, in  which 

Adam was literally placed by a literal God.

3.  To spiritualize this part of Genesis is to do a grave  injustice  to 

the text.

4.  vs 15 resumes the narrative and amplifies the bare statement  of  vs 

eight.

5.  The fact that God  places  the  man  where  He  chooses  is  clearly 

teaching the fact of His geographical will.

6.  God places all believers where He wants them in human  history,  and 

the responsibility of men is to acclimate to His choice of environments.

7.  Most reject even this fundamental truth, and seek to circumvent  the 

revealed will of God.

8.  Believers who  are  not  stable  and  consistently  where  they  are 

supposed to be are not applying doctrine.

9.  For us in the CA, this involves membership in a LC where the  PT  is 

teaching the WOG and advancing believers to maturity.

10.  The geographic will of God is repudiated by the false  teachers  of 

our day, via tapes, books, radio, TV, etc.

11.  Most do not exhort believers to be faithful to their niche, but  to 

look to the ends of the earth.

12.  God has placed each believer in the particular area where they  can 

maximize under their PT, and enjoy His greatest blessings.

13.  God provides the BD one needs and that freely  in  your  periphery.  

Deut. 30:11-14

14.  Adam was placed in the garden where he lacked nothing.

15.  God's purpose for placing Adam in the garden is found  in  the  two 

infinitives which follow in vs 15.

16.  His first responsibility is to cultivate the garden.

17.  Even  in  this  state   of   perfection,   man   is   not   without 

responsibilities and work.

18.  God did not allow man to live  in  idle  boredom,  but  provided  a 

vocation for him to advance and  hone  his  skills,  both  physical  and 

mental.

19.  He was to see that chaos and disorder did not overtake  the  garden 

via excessive and exuberant growth.

20.  He was to use his intelligence and  physical  skills  to  keep  the 

garden in such a state as to  continue  to  express  the  glory  of  its 

creator.

21.  His second responsibility is to guard the garden.

22.  This puts man on notice  that  there  is  that  which  may  attempt 

entrance into the garden that should not rightly be there.

23.  He is to be diligent to be on the lookout  for  anything  which  is 

unusual.

24.  Like Adam the believer is to diligently monitor all that occurs  in 

his niche and not sloppily assume that all is  well.   IPet.  5:8,  Eph. 

6:18, IThess. 5:21-22, ITim. 6:20-21, IITim. 1:13-14

25.  The second person of the Godhead now instructs the man  as  to  his 

exact will in regard to all the trees in the garden.

26.  The outstanding thing to note here is  the  almost  complete  carte 

blanche that Adam enjoyed in regard to all the trees in the garden.

27.  God made more than ample provision for man's hunger,  and  provided 

much variety in his diet.

28.  Man would not be able to blame God for any boredom in any  area  of 

his life, esp. his diet.

29.  With all this superb blessing around the man, the  one  prohibition 

is now introduced.

30.  One tree is singled out and placed off limits by the  authority  in 

the garden.

31.  This tree is the test of human volition, and is the  only  way  man 

could sin in the garden.

32.  Adam is explicitly commanded not to eat from the tree of  knowledge 

and then warned of the dire consequences which would accompany disobed.

33.  The consequence of sinning would be death.

34.  Death did not exist in any  form  in  the  garden,  only  life  and 

abundant life.

35.  The death in view is spiritual death, since it was to occur at  the 

very time of eating.

36.  The emphasis on eating all through this section  is  chosen,  since 

eating is a picture of faith.

37.  Had Adam continued in the garden and eaten of all  the  trees,  and 

made it to maturity, he eventually would have eaten  from  the  tree  of 

life.

38.  This would have resolved the AC, and  would  have  enjoyed  eternal 

blessing and relationship with God.

39.  Eating from the forbidden tree emphasized his negative volition and 

acceptance of the satanic viewpoint.

40.  The question arises as to the  nature  of  the  fruit  on  the  two 

primary trees, could it impart life, and death.

41.  Since these are spiritual concepts, I am of the  opinion  that  the 

fruit did not  possess  miraculous  powers  which  could  transform  man 

spiritually.

42.  Rather the eating of the fruit symbolized  the  volitional  choices 

man was making, and the appropriate cursing or blessing came  from  God, 

not from the fruit.

43.  This is the  reason  God  chose  this  particular  way  of  testing 

volition, since it demonstrates faith.  Jn. 6:51, 53

44.  The knowledge of good and evil was to be accomplished in  man,  not 

by eating of the tree and partaking of evil, but  by  obedience  to  the 

prohibition.

45.  This would have resulted in man being like God and knowing that all 

that is in opposition to the will of God is evil and to be avoided.

46.  This tree provides the test of human volition, will Adam obey  God, 

or will he follow Satan and choose against the will of God.

4.  The norm for mankind is here established and that is the need for  a 

counterpart in the the human realm.  

5.  Most people have a divine counterpart, a RM or RW.

6.  Not to have one is the exception, rather than the rule.  ICor. 7:8-9

7.  The exception is the believer who is so keyed in to doctrine that he 

recognizes marriage to be  a  distraction  to  his  application.   ICor. 

7:32-34

8.  There is no loneliness in the Godhead, and angels have  a  multitude 

of like beings with whom to fellowship.

9.  God did not create man to be isolated and lonely.

10. It is plainly stated here that God is the author of RM/RW, it is His 

grace provision.

11.  It is apparent from this  verse  and  what  follows  that  the  man 

preceded the woman.

12.  Paul uses this information for the purpose of  proving  that  women 

should not be in positions of authority over men in the LC.  ITim. 2:13

13.  At this point he has been charged with only  two  responsibilities, 

the cultivation and guarding of the garden.

14.  For these two activities God recognizes that he needs help.

15.  The thing which stands out about the nature of this helper is  that 

she is to correspond to Adam in all ways.

16.  She is to mirror him,  spiritually,  physically,  emotionally,  and 

sexually.

17.  The word helper deals with the fact that the woman is not  designed 

by God to lead the man, or to dictate policy.

18.  She is to aide and support the man in his designated vocation.

19.   Her  very  existence  is  based  on  the  premise  that  man   has 

responsibilities that he needs help to fulfill.

20.  She certainly is not to be a hindrance to his work, but  a  partner 

in his function.

21.  vs 21-22 will give us further information on the method God used  in 

the formation of the helper for Adam.

3.  The sense of  the  verb  formed,  would  better  be  expressed  "had

4.  While chapter 1 states that YHWH did this, we  see  from  chapter  2 

that the second person was the one  who  actually  performed  the  work.

5.  The use of a different verb indicates  the  skill  involved  in  the 

formation of the birds and land animals.  yatsar, to  sculpt,  'asah  to 

make or manufacture

6.  Not all animals were brought to the man initially, aquatic  life  is 

not mentioned.

7.  The middle part of this verse teaches the  total  sovereignty  which 

God possesses over lower creation.

8.  He is completely able to control all the animals, and  they  respond 

to His will.

9.  Adam did not have to seek out  or  pursue  the  animals,  they  were 

brought to him by God.  The same will be true for Noah

10.  His purpose in bringing the animals to His greatest creation was to 

allow man to exercise his will over the animals.

11.  This is seen in the naming of the animals.

12.  God could have told Adam what the names of the animals were to  be, 

but we see here that God allows the volition He has created to  function 

freely.

13.  We also note that God acquiesces to mans choice in  regard  to  the 

designation for each animal.

14.  Whatever name or designation Adam chose for each animal became  its 

permanent name.

15.  Again we see the use of vocabulary to distinguish between one thing 

and another.

16.  Adam's naming of the animals in a period  of  hours  indicates  his 

mental prowess and creativity, as well as his complete vocabulary.

17.  This particular action demonstrates that Adam  was  physically  and 

mentally quite advanced.

18.   Adam  was  created  physically  and  mentally  mature,   but   not 

spiritually mature.

19.  Adam was basically a genius, with a fully developed vocabulary  and 

well able to articulate various concepts.

20.  This illustrates the fact that high IQ does not give one a  leg  up 

when it comes to spiritual matters.  ICor. 1:26

21.  As Adam had the animal kingdom paraded before  him,  he  must  have 

noticed the fact that animals had mates.

22.  Among all the animals he saw that day, he did not note  any  animal 

which would satisfy a longing he was aware of.

23.  This soul longing or loneliness is noted by omniscience not  to  be 

healthy for the man.  vs 18

24.  Adam was looking for something he apparently  sensed  that  he  was 

missing, but none was found among the animal kingdom.

25.  Even though he sensed his lack, Adam remained in the garden and did 

not begin to search the ends of the earth for his RW.

26.  In grace God has anticipated his need, and made provision  for  it, 

Adam does not have to crank up his own blessing.

27.  As a matter of fact Adam truly could not know what he really needed 

and provide it himself.

28.  This is the fallacy  of  those  who  violate  doctrine  to  provide 

themselves with a relationship, they truly do not understand  what  they 

need.

29.  Like Adam they may be aware of their need, but what will fill  that 

need is beyond the scope of their wisdom.

30.  In all of Adam's intelligence, he could not provide himself with  a 

helper, and ease his loneliness.

31.  Nor can a believer today, who may experience the  same  loneliness, 

ultimately know what will satisfy their need and  provide  the  one  who 

will fill the longing of their soul.

32.  Only God can know and provide what each of us truly needs in  terms 

of a helper.

33.  For those who will wait and allow Him, He will provide the  perfect 

one, and you will not have to lift a finger, or violate one doctrine  to 

have the very best.

34.  Those who take the STA way out of loneliness and crank  up  illicit 

relationships in disregard of doctrine will suffer discipline and misery 

in addition to possibly missing out on God's best.

35.  The interesting thing is relationships apart from doctrine  do  not 

solve the problem of loneliness, they only serve to make it worse.

36.  It is apparent from what transpires here as  the  animals  come  to 

Adam and what we find in 9:2, that animals had no fear of humans at this 

point.

VS 22  AND THE LORD GOD BUILT INTO A WOMAN THE RIB WHICH  HE  HAD  TAKEN 

FROM ADAM,  (YHWH ELOHIYM--wc + Qal impf hnB to construct or build,  the 

bulk of the usages of this word =build, Eve was built.   The  nuance  of 

this word is to construct for a specific purpose--s.d.o + d.a. +  f.s.n.

SUMMARY VS 21-22

1.  In vs 18 we were notified that something about  perfect  environment 

was not good.

2.  This informs us that God is not finished until He makes a helper for 

Adam.

3.  The actual execution is found in vs 21-22 regarding  the  body,  and 

1:26-27 for the soul.

4.  The first step in the formation of the woman is the anesthetizing of 

the man.

5.  God the Son caused a supernatural sleep to descend  upon  Adam,  and 

once asleep, he slept for some time.

6.  There is no reason to assume that this particular operation would be 

any less painful to Adam than it would be to have a rib removed today.

7.  As the man slept the deep sleep, God removed some of  his  bone  and 

flesh from the area of his side.

8.  As soon as He had taken what He wanted, He sealed the place  of  the 

wound.

9.  God then took the mass of bone and flesh and built a complete  woman 

from it.

10.  A new word for making something is here employed.

       XrB      hwi     rjy       hnB

11.  The woman was constructed according to a very specific  plan,  with 

nothing in mind except the man.

12.  Upon completion of the woman, God brings her to Adam.

13.  This is the simple interpretation of these verses, yet  they  teach 

a great amount of information regarding RM/RW.

14.  God could have created the woman any way, from  speaking  her  into 

existence, to forming her from the dust as He did the man.

15.  Yet He chose to employ actions that some find incomprehensible.

16.  There are several reasons as to why the woman was formed  from  the 

bone and flesh of the man.

17.  The first is to demonstrate their solidarity.

18.  The woman is created to be a helper to the man, yet the  nature  of 

her body points out that she is not to be regarded  as  lower  than  the 

man.

19.  Some cultures treat the woman as nothing more  than  a  possession, 

totally subservient to the man in every regard, and practically  nothing 

more than a beast of burden.

20.  The use of Adam's bone and flesh elevates the  woman  to  a  status 

equal to that of man.

21.  This should cause the man to recognize that anything he does to the 

woman, he does to his own flesh.

22.  Secondly, the particular  area  from  which  the  woman  was  taken 

illustrates the nature of the  relationship  between  the  man  and  the 

woman.

23.  She was not taken from his head, which symbolizes authority in  the 

WOG, so she is not designed to be in authority over the man.

24.  She is not taken from his hands or feet, which  symbolize  service, 

so she is not designed to be merely a servant.

25.  She is taken from the side of man, under his arm which symbolizes a 

place of care and protection.

26.  She is built as a counterpart to Adam in every way, a helper in the 

conflict.  The word rzi  is often used in a military context

27.  As she is bone of his bone and flesh of his flesh, taken  from  his 

side, she is to be treated with dignity and respect.

28.  The use of the  word  banah  "built"  emphasizes  the  shaping  and 

forming of the rib into the beautiful form of the woman.

29.  God the Son built Eve to correspond and complete Adam in every way.

30.  Another reason for this method of forming the woman  was  to  teach 

the truth of the organic union between Christ and His bride the Church.

    a.  It was the Father's plan for his Son to  have  a  bride.   Matt. 

        22:1ff; Rev. 19:7-9

    b.  In order to accomplish this, His bride must be as  righteous  as 

        He is.  Eph. 5:26

    c.  He slept the sleep of death.  Matt. 27:50

    d.  He rose from  His  sleep,  just  as  Adam  did,  only  He  rises 

        immortal.  ICor. 15:20

    e.  His bride is "born" because of His suffering.

    f.  Both have the scars in their sides which brings their bride into 

        existence.

This teaching aide is like all others, it breaks down in certain places, 

nevertheless it is effective in teaching certain truths

31.  This union between the man and the woman does not ever abrogate the 

authority structure between RM/RW.  Eph. 5:22-24

32.  The final note here is that God brought the woman to  the  man,  he 

did not have to seek her out in any way.

33.  The same is true of RM/RW today, the believer does not have  to  go 

anywhere to find your right number, God will bring them to you.

34.  The  order  of  the  day  is  patience  and  prayer  and  continued 

application in the LC.

35.  People who  get  in  a  hurry,  or  attempt  to  crank  up  illicit 

relationships in violation of doctrine come under discipline and misery.

36.  God knows who your right mate is, like Adam you need to be prepared 

so when they do come you will have capacity.

37.  God has a  person  for  you  who  will  not  hinder  your  positive 

volition.

38.  Most people do not make the content of the  soul  the  issue,  they 

merely go for an attractive package, and focus on the overt.

39.  Note that God did not build several women for Adam and give him his 

choice, He provided Adam with a perfect counterpart for his niche.

40.  He also did  not  create  another  man  to  solve  the  problem  of 

loneliness for Adam.

41.  This teaches at least two things:

    a.  The repudiation of homosexuality.

    b.  The man is to find the answer to his loneliness with  his  right 

        woman not his buddies.

42.  The greatest friend one can ever truly have in life is their  right 

mate.

43.  This relationship is the one ordained and blessed by God to provide 

the ultimate happiness for mankind.

SUMMARY VS 23-24

1.  vs 23 give us the first recorded words  of  Adam,  upon  seeing  his 

right woman.

2.  He never refers to Eve as her  or  she,  but  uses  a  demonstrative 

pronoun all through vs 23, this one.

3.  The expression is one expressing great animation.

4.  What was alluded to in vs 20 becomes even more  apparent  here,  and 

that is the fact that Adam was looking for someone who  corresponded  to 

himself.

5.  The first statement Adam makes is in regard to  the  timing  of  Eve 

coming to him.

6.  God is the one who controls the timing of right man and right  woman 

coming together.

7.  While people tend to be run by their emotions and their libidos, God 

is in no hurry, and neither should the adjusted bel. be.

8.  There is no reason to seek your right person in your teenage  years, 

most people need to  be  25  before  they  even  think  of  a  permanent 

relationship.

9.  Since there is no reason to be in a hurry, dating before 16 or 17 is 

not a wise idea.

10.  The teenage and high school years  are  difficult  enough,  without 

complicating your niche.

11.  Parents and children alike need  to  avoid  the  cosmic  popularity 

syndrome by establishing relationships with negative volition.

12.  Adam was physically and mentally mature before Eve was  brought  to 

him.  Get the picture???

13.  He recognizes the this one is bone of his bone  and  flesh  of  his 

flesh.

14.  This expression is used to denote the closest of relationships. 

15.  As he  had  lately  been  naming  the  animals,  he  exercises  his 

authority over the woman and chooses a name for her.

16.  The relationship between right man and right  woman  is  a  strange 

combination of unity and oneness while still  maintaining  an  authority 

structure.

17.  She is called ishah, since she was taken out of iysh.

18.  vs 24 are not the words of Adam, but an interjection by Moses.

19.  He uses the information in vs 23 to  make  a  statement  concerning 

DI#2, marriage.

20.  The ultimate goal of right man and his right woman is to enter into 

the lifetime relationship of marriage.

21.  If there is only one right person for you on the entire planet, you 

had better be very careful and move very slowly in regard to marriage.

22.  In certain ways, if you blow it in this area, there are  no  second 

chances.

23.  This verse did not apply to Adam and Eve, since neither of them had 

any parents.

24.  It does apply to every man who finds his right woman from  Cain  to 

this very day.

25.  The first thing that happens when one determines that he  is  going 

to marry, is that the authority structure of his parents is  broken  for 

the first time.

26.  Note that this verse only addresses the man, not the woman.

27.  The man must make the break in every way with his parents  when  he 

chooses to enter the marriage relationship.

28.  This is a major problem in our society today,  parents,  especially 

mothers who seek to meddle in their childrens romantic lives.

29.  Parents should stay completely out  of  their  children's  romantic 

life, unless they are 100% sure that they are  making  an  STA  mistake.  

even then you must acquiesce to their volition.

30.  As a parent you must treat the people your children date  like  any 

other believer.  It is completely inappropriate to gush  all  over  some 

person who has attended one bible class and pronounce them  positive  to 

BD.

31.  Some parents seem to act like their children can do no  wrong,  and 

if they date someone it is fine and dandy, even  if  this  person  is  a 

total reversionist.

32.  The man is responsible for making  his  parents  understand  in  no 

uncertain terms that he is no longer responsible to them in any way.

33.  He is leaving the home, and does not want and will not tolerate any 

attempt to control him or his wife.

34.  If the situation arises, he must take the initiative and spell this 

out to the in laws also.

35.  The man  must  forsake,  leave,  abandon,  depart,  etc.  from  the 

physical house of his parents.

36.  Until the time of marriage it is the biblical norm for the child to 

live at home under the authority of his or her parents.

37.  He must also cut any emotional ties which would cause him  to  fail 

to adhere to his wife.

38.  A husband who stands by  and  listens  to  anyone,  especially  his 

parents undermine his wife, is failing miserably.

39.  This is his right woman, designed by God and  perfect  for  him  in 

every way, who are you to criticize.

40.  The man as the authority in the home is to see that this  verse  is 

enforced, no matter who it offends.

41.  It is never the will of God to live  with  either  set  of  parents 

after marriage.

42.  If you live in their home, you are under their authority, and  this 

verse teaches that as a man you have to establish your authority.

43.  Parents who allow children to live  with  them  or  bail  them  out 

financially, are seeking to maintain their control over that child.

44.  When you get married, do not seek financial help from either set of 

parents, and parents do not entangle yourselves in your childrens lives.

45.  Many people use money  to  control  and  manipulate  other  people, 

esp. parents use this to control their kids.

46.  The ultimate goal of marriage is for the two to become one flesh.

47.  This is a reference to the sex act, and is not  to  be  engaged  in 

outside of marriage and leaving the home.

48.  Once you have sex with a woman you are one flesh with that woman.

49.  This standard is practically without exception, and  once  you  are 

married it is not the will of  God  for  you  to  be  unmarried.   Matt. 

19:1-11

50.  If you marry the wrong person and have  sex,  God  expects  you  to 

remain married for the rest of your life.  19:6

51.  Many people are enduring the fruit of their STA  activity  in  this 

area to this very day, do not be among them and a source of lupe to your 

pastor.

52.  Marriage to the wrong person will bring more misery  than  you  can 

even imagine, along with the fact that you miss the right one.

VS 25  AND ADAM AND HIS WOMAN WERE BOTH NAKED AND WERE NOT ASHAMED.   (v

SUMMARY VS 25

1.  Moses now makes a final statement in regard to the man and woman  in 

the garden, following the interjection of vs 24.

2.  The physical condition of Adam and his woman was  that  of  complete 

nakedness.

3.  Adam and his woman were created in this fashion,  and  continued  in 

this state until after the fall.  Gen. 3:21

4.  There is nothing unclean or dirty about nakedness between right  man 

and right woman.

5.  This is the proper and  only  accepted  time  and  place  for  being 

unclothed.

6.  After the fall, God designed clothing for the man and the woman, and 

public nudity is no longer His plan.  3:21

7.  The final portion of vs 25 indicates that they  were  not  confused, 

embarrassed or ashamed in regard to their condition.

8.  This is the norm for RM/RW their physical bodies were  designed  for 

each other, and they are for their eyes only.

9.  Like their bodies, sex is to be engaged between RM/RW only.

10.  This requires privacy, sex is not a spectator sport.

11.  What RM/RW practice in terms of sexual activity is  their  business 

and their business.

12.  What goes on in the bedroom  is  strictly  between  them  and  them 

alone.

13.  There is no perversion between right man and right woman,  as  long 

as both agree.
