VS 1  NOW THE SERPENT BECAME MORE CRAFTY THAN  ANY  BEST  OF  THE  FIELD  

(Disjunctive waw--d.a. + wxn 31X, only translated serpent, the verb  wxn 

is used only in the Piel, 11X, it is translated enchantment,  or  divin- 

ation, and refers to some hidden knowledge or perception which is gained 

by occult means, rather than from Bible doctrine.  Another cognate  noun 

wxn is translated brass, and means to shine.  Hence the serpent of  Eden 

was an intelligent, attractive creature,  nothing  like  the  snakes  of 

today, and certainly not inviting  the  revulsion  of  the  man  or  the 

woman--Qal pf hyh became--adj.m.s. ,Vri 11X, in the  earlier  usages  of 

Moses here and Job 5:12, 15:5 the word has  a  bad  connotation  and  is 

translated crafty or sneaky, in the sense  of  not  being  up  front  or 

forthright in ones actions.  Later usages, all  in  Proverbs,  mean  the 

wise restraint one practices.  Both the positive and  the  negative  are 

'arum, one rightly so, and the other to cover  their  real  intentions-- 

pref. M + kol--living creature of the field,  emphasizes  wild  animals, 

the snake was not a pet, it was not recognized as a domestic  animal  by 

Adam or Eve, and the approach of a beast of the field should have gotten 

their attention)  WHICH THE LORD GOD HAD MADE  (rel pron--YHWH ELOHIYM-- 

Qal pf hwi  This serves to point out that  the  literal  serpent  is  in 

view, who had been manufactured by God  the  son,  and  which  had  been 

previously pronounced as very good.  The change in the  serpent  from  a 

regular beast of the field to the most crafty occurred when Satan used it 

for his purpose, to tempt the  woman)   AND  HE  SAID  TO  THE  WOMAN, 

"INDEED,  GOD SAID, 'YOU WILL NOT EAT FROM EVERY TREE  OF  THE  GARDEN'"  

(wc + Qal impf rmX--prep lX the woman--conj [X  signifies  an  addition, 

even, besides, moreover.  This little conjunction  indicates  that  this 

was not the beginning of the conversation. The WOG does not record every 

detail of their conversation, but records graphically  the  conversation 

on this day in which, Satan really puts it before Eve--the  use  of  the 

next conj. yK indicates a stronger affirmation, how much more--There  is 

enough in the text here to indicate that this was not the  beginning  of 

the conversation, it has been taught that Satan did not approach her the 

first time with the temptation, but gained her confidence over a  period 

of time in general conversation.  this raises several questions----  Why 

didn't Eve at least mention a talking animal to Adam??  Surely it  would 

have come up in conversation at least once.  If Eve was secretly meeting 

with the serpent on previous occasions, why wasn't  Adam  curious  about 

where she was going and what she  was  doing?   Is  there  any  Biblical 

evidence of any kind to accuse the woman of a secret relationship  which 

Adam knew nothing of??  If this is the case, why does the normal reading 

of 3:1ff indicate that this conversation took place all at once??   From 

what is here in the text one would have to concoct a  complete  scenario 

for which there is no Biblical evidence, and lay  many  charges  at  the 

feet of Adam and Eve for which there is no proof.  The fact is that  the 

best attack is a surprise attack, and Satan likely knew that Adam  would 

not fall for this, or he never would have chosen the woman in the  first 

place, so for Adam to find out would not be in his best interest-----HAS 

ELOHIYM SAID YOU WILL NOT EAT FROM ALL, EACH OR EVERY TREE OF THE GARDEN

SUMMARY VS 1

1.  From the PE and bliss of chapter 2 Moses moves  immediately  to  the 

catastrophic events of Chapter 3.

2.  Nothing in the text indicates how long Adam and his  woman  were  in 

the garden before this event took place.

3.  There are certain things which suggest that it  was  not  a  lengthy 

period of time:

    a.  There was the blessing of sexual prosperity and the  command  to 

        reproduce, which had not yet resulted in pregnancy.

    b.  to argue that God supernaturally kept Eve from getting  pregnant 

        after commanding reproduction does not hold water.

    c.  Satan is a genius, it would not take him forever to decide on  a 

        plan of attack.

    d.  They had not eaten from the tree of life, which  indicates  that 

        they had not eaten from all the trees available to them.

    e.  Clearly there is nothing in the text to suggest a long period of 

        time had elapsed.

    f.  On the contrary, Moses seems to move to the next major event.

4.  It is evident that we do not have all the information regarding Adam 

and Eve and what they did in the garden, before the fall.

5.  What we do have recorded is all we truly need to know to  understand 

what transpired.

6.  The interpreter must be  very  careful  when  taking  the  text  and 

inserting his ideas about what occurred.

7.  On certain fronts, the Bible is silent,  and  the  wise  interpreter 

would do well to remain silent himself.

8.  A new creature is brought immediately to our attention,  called  the 

serpent.

9.  The word nachash, serpent, implies brightness, and intelligence, and 

is nothing like the snake we see today.

10.  The  original  serpent  was  beautiful  creature  which  was  quite 

intelligent.

11.  Little surprise that this would be the one Satan  would  chose  for 

his attack.

12.  This creature became something that the other animals did not.

13.  The creature was created perfect by YE and named by Adam just  like 

the other animals which were present.

14.  It was a part of the "very good" of 1:31

15.  This creature was chosen by Satan and its body was used to approach 

the woman.  IICor. 11:3; Rev. 12:9, 20:2

16.  The serpent became Satan possessed and was different than  all  the 

other beasts of the field.

17.  It was in this beautiful form, in a familiar environment that Satan 

approaches the woman.

18.  The serpent itself was not endowed with the power of speech,  Satan 

speaks through the animal.

19.  One would think that this would startle the woman,  and  she  would 

immediately inform Adam of this.

20.  Yet she does not inform her authority of this strange  development, 

she gets in a conversation with this aberration.

21.  Moses does not record all of the conversation between  the  serpent 

and the woman, but picks up at the point  when  Satan  begins  the  real 

attack.

22.  There is  also  no  Biblical  evidence  that  the  woman  had  many 

conversations with this animal, and only this one is recorded.

23.  Suggested reasons as to why she did not:

    a.  If  she  had  many  conversations,  surely   she   would   have 

        accidentally slipped and mentioned it to Adam.

    b.  Wouldn't Adam have become curious about her regular  absence  to 

        talk to the serpent?

    c.  This lays a charge of deceit at the feet of the woman for  which 

        there is just no evidence.

    d.  It also portrays Adam as a complete imbecile, even  though  most 

        recognize his intelligence by naming all the animals.

    e.  Satan clearly recognized the woman as the  one  to  attack,  why 

        risk letting Adam find out.

    f.  A surprise attack generally works the best.

    g.  No Biblical evidence of any kind.

24.  Satan will demonstrate  his  genius  throughout  this  section,  by 

controlling and manipulating the conversation to his desired end.

25.  He demonstrates his intelligence is the attacking of the weaker  of 

the two humans, also his malevolence.

26.  He continues by attacking the character of God.

27.  Remember that Eve was not present when this was  spelled  out,  she 

must have been informed by Adam.  2:15-17

28.  From what she will say, it is apparent that she had been briefed by 

Adam as to the rules in the garden.

29.  The first thing Satan does is to cast aspersion on the provision of 

God.

30.  His attack is to push aside the fact that man has access  to  every 

tree in the garden, and get her to focus her attention on what she can't 

have.

31.  He acts as though the gracious provision of God is  to  be  lightly 

regarded as unimportant.

32.  The way this is phrased in  the  Hebrew  does  not  truly  indicate 

whether it is a question, or a statement concerning  the  trees  in  the 

garden.

33.  If it is a question, Satan is merely feeling her out regarding  her 

understanding, if it is a statement, he is baiting her into an argument.

34.  In either case, she should not be talking to the  animal,  and  she 

should realize that God does not need her to defend His actions.

35.  Principles from vs 1

    a.  the attack of evil will often come via an attractive package.

    b.  it will often come in an environment and setting in which we are 

        secure.

    c.  Satan will attack at the weakest  point  in  the  home,  in  the 

        nation, and in a LC.

    d.  do not get into conversations with those who advocate  alternate 

        viewpoint.

    e.  One of Satan's keys is to question and  attack the WOG,  and the 

        character of God.

    f.  When  confronted  with  differing  viewpoint  take  it  to  your 

        authority immediately

VS 2  AND THE WOMAN SAID TO THE SERPENT, "FROM THE FRUIT OF THE TREES OF 

THE GARDEN WE MAY EAT;  (d.a. + hwX--wc +Qal impf  rmX--prep.  lX  +d.a.  

+wxn note that she is talking to an animal--prep m +m.s.n  yrP--/i--d.a. 

+]G--Qal impf lkX we will or can eat)

VS 3  BUT FROM THE FRUIT OF THE TREE WHICH  IS  IN  THE  MIDDLE  OF  THE 

GARDEN  (disjunctive v +FRUIT OF THE TREE--rel pron.--pref B +fvt b thok 

--THE GARDEN)  GOD HAS SAID, 'YOU WILL NOT EAT  FROM  IT  NOR  WILL  YOU 

TOUCH  IT,  LEST  YOU  DIE'"   (ELOHIYM,  note  that  she  uses  Satan's 

vocabulary for God, rather than YHWH EL which is His personal name,  God 

is becoming increasingly distant to the woman--Qal pf rmX--neg. Xl + Qal 

impf lkX--pref m +3ms suff= from the tree--v+neg lo' +Qal impf  ign  to 

touch or have contact, followed by b +3ms =the tree--conj ]P  this  word 

is used to introduce a  warning  or  consequence  which  may  come  upon 

someone, usually it is something bad or unpleasant which it introduces-- 

Qal impf 2mp tVm)

SUMMARY VS 2-3

1.  The temptation of the woman is recorded in vss 1-6, and consists  of 

the following:

    a.  Satan's initial attack on the goodness of God.  vs 1

    b.  The woman's misguided response.  vs 2-3

    c.  Satan's outright denial of the WOG, and slander of God.  vs 4-5

    d.  The woman's consideration of his viewpoint.  vs 6

    e.  The sin.  vs 6

2.  Vs 2 begins with the strangest of words, the  woman  talked  to  the 

animal.

3.  This was her first fatal mistake, dialogue with the serpent.

4.  Satan had baited her with his insinuations concerning God in  vs  1, 

and she responds and seeks to straighten him out.

5.  Little does she realize that the deck is stacked  against  her,  and 

she is being manipulated by an evil genius.

6.  This is the reason that God gave the woman two authorities,  her  RM 

and her PT.

7.  She did not consult Adam, her RM, or God the Son, her PT.

8.  She was  certain  she  could  handle  this  unusual  situation,  not 

realizing that Satan had picked her due to his observance of her.

9.  Satan had recognized that the  woman  was  the  weaker  of  the  two 

humans, and the one he could deceive.

10.  He saw that Adam would not be a candidate for his deception.

11.  Prin.  Women are  especially  vulnerable  to  deception  and  false 

doctrine, and should avoid anyone who does not line up with her PT.

12.  If the PT is doing his job, all the doctrine you need will come  to 

you at the proper time.

13.  What follows in the comments of Eve demonstrate the  importance  of 

detail and close adherence to what one is taught.

14.  vs 3 contains several items which point out that Eve had  not  been 

paying attention to detail.

    a.  The tree in the middle of the garden is the tree of life.

    b.  YHWH El. is the one who gave the command, not Elohiym

    c.  His command was not in the 2nd person plural, "you all"  but  in 

        the 1st person sing.  2:16-17

    d.  He did not say anything about touching the fruit.

    e.  She did not state correctly the fact of dying you will die.

15.  All these "insignificant" errors render Eve a casualty in the AC.

16.  Satan has intentionally misrepresented himself and what he knows to 

be true in vs 1.

17.  Eve now seeks to straighten him out, all  the  while  exposing  her 

weakness to the enemy.

18.  She was arrogant and did not take this very  unusual  situation  to 

her husband.

19.  Parts of the female trend are here seen:

    a.  arrogance

    b.  keeping things from the RM

    c.  lack of discernment.

    d.  lack of attention to detail in spiritual matters

    e.  easily deceived.

20.  As a female, these are items to take note of, and when you see them 

in yourself, deal with them immediately.

21.  The woman reveals her confusion, as she inadvertently refers to the 

tree of life in the middle of the garden.  2:9

22.  She betrays her lack  of  understanding  by  the  addition  of  the 

command, "You will not touch it"

23.  This is the first legalism recorded, and it arose in PE.

24.  Legalism is the addition of something to the WOG,  and  this  is  a 

perfect example.

25.  The legalist is in essence a liar, who does not clearly  understand 

the issues before him.  He says that God said something which He did not 

say, therefore he is a liar, he misrepresents God.

26.  Eve, in her confusion  and  disorientation,  misrepresents  God  by 

adding to His word.

27.  Perhaps she did this because she felt the command not  to  eat  was 

unduly harsh or restrictive.

28.  She betrays her feeling about the command, and it is  beginning  to 

be evident as to why Satan chose to attack her.

29.  Finally she alters the wording concerning death,  and  demonstrates 

that she thought death lay in the properties of the tree.

30.  She was not clear on the fact that spiritual death was in view, and 

lay in neg. vol. which was manifest by eating.

31.  She believes that physical death is the result of eating.

32.  She had not been concentrating, and  failed  to  pay  attention  to 

detail and stick with the explicit command she had been given.

33.  Note that she even begins to use Satan's vocabulary for God.

34.  Principles:

    a.  Do not get into  conversations  with  people  who  question  the 

        doctrine you learn in Bible class.

    b.  You may communicate the doctrine to people who question it,  but 

        do not get into arguments defending the PT or the doctrine.

    c.  Women are especially vulnerable to doctrinal deception.

    d.  Do not arrogantly suppose that you  are  smarter  than  your  RM 

       or PT.

    e.  Do not keep secrets of any kind from your husband.

    f.  Detail makes the difference  between  life  and  death  in  your 

        spiritual life.

    g.  If something is not clear to  you  ask  one  of  your  spiritual 

        authorities to explain it, do not proceed in ignorance.

    h.  once something has been spelled out by your authorities, do  not 

        gainsay it or seek to get around it.

VS 4  AND THE SERPENT SAID TO THE WOMAN,  "YOU  WILL  NOT  SURELY  DIE!!  

(THE SERPENT SAID TO THE WOMAN--neg Xl +Qal inf absol  +  Qal  impf  tVm  

This is an exact quote of what YE had said to Adam in  2:17,  only  with 

the negative, "not dying you will die"  Outright denial of the  doctrine 

Adam had been taught)

VS 5  FOR GOD KNOWS THAT IN THE DAY YOU EAT FROM IT YOUR  EYES  WILL  BE 

OPENED  (conj. yk because--ELOHIYM--Qal act  part.  idy  the  participle 

indicates ongoing action, God knew all along--pref b +,Oy in a day, when 

--Qal inf const lkX in a day of  your  eating--FROM  IT  =the  tree--all 

through this  exchange,  the  2mp  ending  is  used,  and  the  constant 

reinforcement to the woman is that both of them  are  to  be  involved-- 

f.d.n ]yi you and Adams eyes--Niph pf xqP to open, in the passive to  be 

opened, here does not refer to physical sight, but to  understanding  of 

that which is not now understood, a new realm  of  knowledge)   AND  YOU

bOu good and evil)

SUMMARY VS 4-5

1.  Satan has already impugned the goodness of God in his question about 

the trees.

2.  Now he moves to outright denial  of  the  doctrine  which  had  been 

taught to Adam.

3.  He knows more about the WOG than Eve does, and proves it by  quoting 

the prohibition in its correct form.

4.  He, like Eve, adds one little item to the WOG.

5.  Since she had already added to the WOG, this small change could  not 

be considered significant.

6.  Because he denies the truth, Satan is tagged  as  a  liar,  and  the 

originator of all the lies which exist.  Jn. 8:44

7.  Every doctrine or system which is in conflict with the Divine  view- 

point can be traced back to Satan.

8.  Satan denies outright the doctrine which the woman had distorted.

9.  As a believer this is the reason why you must be wary of alternate, 

yet plausible sounding views which are in contradiction to what you have 

been taught.  Rom. 16:17-18

10.  Satan does not begin with a denial of all  the  doctrine,  he  just 

questions God's goodness and moves on from there.

11.  The first truth he flagrantly denies is the fact that God will  not 

follow through with judgment upon sin.

12.  He calls God a liar, which is characteristic of those  under  evil, 

they impute their own actions to those who oppose them.

13.  He promises her that God is wrong, and he knows  for  a  fact  that 

death will not come to her.

14.  This is clearly alternate viewpoint, and  the  woman  now  faces  a 

choice on who to believe.

15.  Satan quickly moves on and offers a slanderous accusation as to the 

real reason God prohibited eating from this tree.

16.  The express purpose of creation is to reveal the glory of God,  and 

to share that glory and blessing with His highest creation, man.

17.  Yet  Satan  alleges  that  God  is  holding  out  on  them,  He  is 

intentionally barring them from something that is good for them.

18.  The insinuation is that doctrine is too narrow,  you  can  have  so 

much more if you just reject God's command and do as I say.

19.  This charge imputes envy and insecurity to God and makes Him appear 

as someone who withholds good from His creatures.

20.  Satan promises a new knowledge or understanding that  they  do  not 

now possess.

21.  His appeal is to the arrogance of the woman  which  he  surely  has 

already observed.

22.  His lying promise is that this new knowledge will  put  man  on  an 

equal footing with God.

23.  Adhering to the doctrine that Elohiym gave you is holding you back, 

you can enter a new realm of excitement and awareness if you  listen  to 

me.

24.   This  graphically  points  out  that  certain  knowledge  is   not 

beneficial or good.

25.  If there was knowledge that the man and  woman  needed,  don't  you 

suppose that their PT would have given it to them??

26.  The same is true for the believer today, if you need something  God 

will supply it via your PT.

27.  The second person  plural  is  used  all  through  here,  basically 

letting Eve know that even though Satan is talking to  her,  she  should 

want her husband to have this great knowledge also.

28.  Eve, don't you want Adam to be like God??

29.  It would be truly helpful once you understand all this to help your 

man see the truth of what I say.

30.  Satan's viewpoint is  a  mixture  of  truth  and  lies,  which  the 

untrained person cannot sort out on their own.

    a.  you will not die--lie

    b.  God knows--truth

    c.  the day you eat your eyes will be opened--truth

    d.  you will become like God--lie

    e.  knowing good and evil--truth

31.  This is why  our  ministry  is  committed  fully  to  the  text  of 

Scripture, and is not willing to  accept  less  than  100%  accuracy  in 

regard to doctrine.

32.  Most churches today, even in the ICE camp,  are  a  hodge-podge  of 

truth and error, which is not acceptable.

33.  Eve only failed to acclimate to one doctrine, now that's not so bad 

is it??

34.  Satan, an expert on pride appeals to the woman to go the  same  way 

he did, "I will be like the Most High"  Isa. 14

35.  This incident accounts for the exhortations found in  IICor.  10:3; 

and ITim. 2:12ff

VS 6  WHEN THE WOMAN SAW THAT THE TREE WAS GOOD FOR FOOD  (HA  ISHAH--wc 

+ Qal impf hXr here is the first example that this word can be used  for 

mental perception or understanding, as opposed to  physical  sight--conj 

yK--adj bOu--d.a. +/i--pref l +m.s.n lkXm verb 'akal  is  to  eat,  this 

word refers to what is eaten, food.  Used in 2:9)   AND  THAT  IT  WAS A

SUMMARY VS 6

1.  As Eve continues in the conversation with the enemy,  she  obviously 

begins at some point to give serious consideration to his viewpoint.

2.  She is obviously looking at the tree as she considers all  that  has 

been told to her.

3.  It is clear here  that  all  of  their  conversation  has  not  been 

recorded, since Satan has also sold her on the idea of the  great  taste 

of the fruit.

4.  The tree has been prohibited by God and by her right man, yet she is 

fascinated by the idea of that which is forbidden.

5.  As she stands there looking at the tree, she mulls the facts that:

    a.  God really is not fair to prohibit this

    b.  The fruit is good to eat, and that is what fruit is for

    c.  The tree is quite attractive, how could it be bad

    d.  I really want to be like God, why doesn't He want me to?

6.  Her rejection of her two authorities has  made  her  susceptible  to 

deception.

7.  Deception in  the  AC  is  accomplished  via  conversation  and  the 

communication of false concepts.

8.  In the same way, the truth of BD is  communicated  via  conversation 

and the communication of the truth.

9.  She has now fully embraced the lies of the enemy, and manifests  her 

acceptance of his word by taking from the fruit of the tree.

10.  She then eats, demonstrating her negative volition to the WOG.

11.  That is not good enough for Satan, since he recognizes that Adam as 

the head of the human race is the one he must destroy.

12.  Satan was keenly aware that he would have no success in  attempting 

to deceive the man and get him to eat.

12.  So he uses the one thing he knows is closest to the  heart  of  the 

man, his right woman.

13.  He lies to and manipulates the woman, and gets her to line up  with 

his viewpoint, and she works on the man.

14.  Eve was unfaithful to YE and to her right  man  in  her  soul,  and 

entertained this stranger with his contrary viewpoint.

15.  Eve was judged with a new resident  in  her  human  body,  the  sin 

nature.

16.  It is clear from this account that Eve was already disoriented  and 

susceptible to deception before she actually possessed a sin nature.

17.  This cannot be blamed on God, since we have noted  repeatedly  that 

everything which comes from His hand is perfect.

18.  She must have manufactured this trend away  from  God  by  her  own 

volition.

19.  Just as the woman falls to the temptation and eats, Adam joins  her 

and is now confronted with the temptation to join her in disobedience.

20.  Adam, however, does not buy into all  the  Satanic  viewpoint,  but 

simply caves in to the woman.

21.  He was supposed to be the leader, and now as he accepts the leading 

of the woman and forfeits his position of leadership, he ultimately for- 

feits his authority to Satan.  

22.  She has  entertained  an  intruder,  accepted  his  lies,  and  now 

pressures her husband to go along with her.

23.  We learn in ITim. 2:14 that Adam did not believe the lies,  he  was 

not deceived as the woman was.

24.  He sinned in cognizance, while her sin was committed  in  ignorance 

via deception.  ITim. 2:14

25.  When Adam considered the choice before him, he clearly saw that  he 

could obey YE or could remain loyal to Eve, who seemed to suffer no  ill 

effects from eating.

26.  He chose to acquiesce to the woman and disobey the WOG.

27.  While it is not recorded in Genesis, at the point  of  eating  they 

acquired a new resident, the OSN/STA.

28.  While Eve's trend was based on pride, usurping authority,  lack  of 

discernment, etc. Adam's trend is seen to be related to  choosing  woman 

over the plan of God.  His choice was BD in the garden with YE,  or  sex 

with the woman outside of the plan of God.

29.  Both of these are clearly evident in the human race  to  this  very 

day.

30.  As the new resident the STA/OSN became a part of the genetic makeup 

of mankind.

31.  The STA is located in the genetics of the human body,  not  in  the 

soul.  Rom. 7:18,20,23,24,25

32.  At the point of their sin, their trend away from God  is  converted 

to a sinful trend.

33.  Remember that the only way they could sin in the garden was to  eat 

from the fruit of the forbidden tree.

34.  Even though they had manufactured a trend, it  was  not  sinful  in 

itself.

35.  Once they sin, the trend is seen for what it is, a sinful trend.

36.  At the point of their sin, and the  acquisition  of  the  OSN,  God 

judges them with spiritual death.

37.  This is the judgment which was predicted and warned about.

38.  All death is separation from something and the two major deaths are 

spiritual and physical.

39.  Physical death is the separation of the soul and  the  body,  while 

spiritual death is the separation of the soul from God.

40.  At the point  of  sin,  God  put  to  death  their  human  spirits, 

rendering them spiritually dead.

41.  Each time God sees an OSN, He passes the same judgment on it  which 

He passed on it in the garden.  Rom. 5:12

42.  Each new little baby which comes into the world with a  sin  nature 

is judged at the point of physical birth with spiritual death.

43.  The man is responsible in the garden, and so  he  is  the  one  who 

passes on the STA to his progeny.  Rom. 5:15,17  Thus the necessity  for 

the virgin birth, bypassing the  genetic  STA,  since  the  humanity  of 

Christ had no male parent.

44.  They no longer  enjoyed  a  relationship  or  fellowship  with  the 

creator.

45.  Their newly acquired sin nature now  becomes  the  ruler  of  their 

lives.

46.  In the realm of spiritual death, the STA  is  the  ruler  of  life.  

Rom. 5:21

47.  Under spiritual death, Satan now becomes the ruler of planet earth, 

and the STA becomes the ruler of life.

48.  Satan programs the STA with his own doctrines and viewpoint  as  we 

shall see.

49.  Principles from this section:

    a.  The trend  of  the  female  is  related  to  arrogance  and  the 

        rejection of authority.

    b.  The trend of the male is related to the woman and sex.

    c.  Satan has no problem using that which is nearest and dearest  to 

        your heart to destroy you.

    d.  This explains why many will fail to separate from relatives  who 

        are manifesting negative volition and disobedience.

    e.  The attack of Satan in temptation is to get you to focus on what 

        you don't have.

    f.  He imputes evil motives to God in denying you anything.

    g.  Once you begin to accept his viewpoint and concentrate  on  that 

        which is wrong, you are sunk.

    h.  All sinning begins in the MA, by considering viewpoint which  is 

        contrary to BD.

    i.  Satan  through  the  STA  can  make  sinning   sound   perfectly 

        reasonable and rational.

VS 7  THEN THE EYES OF BOTH OF THEM WERE OPENED, AND THEY KNEW THAT THEY 

WERE NAKED;  (f.d.n ]yi--m.p.n +3mp suff ,ynw two or both--wc +Niph impf 

xqP just as Satan promised in 3:5--wc +Qal impf idy to  perceive  or  be 

aware of, to understand, to acquire knowledge--conj yK--pers. pron 3mp-- 

adj.m.p ,ryi 10X, 3X  in  Genesis,  the  word  indicates  a  lack  which 

produces exposure, and does not focus on the overt exposure of the body, 

that word is hyri they are used with each  other  in  Ezek.  16:7,22,39, 

23:29)  AND THEY SEWED FIG LEAVES  TOGETHER  AND  MADE  THEMSELVES  LOIN

SUMMARY VS 7

1.  The immediate results of eating from the tree which  was  prohibited 

are found in this verse.

2.  Upon eating, Adam and Eve acquired an STA/OSN which became  the  new 

ruler of their existence.

3.  This genetic sinful condition is dead to God and  so  Adam  and  his 

woman are judged with spiritual death.

4.  In this  condition,  Satan  moves  in  and  begins  his  programming 

strategy on their respective STA's.

5.  The eyes of them being opened  does  not  refer  to  their  physical 

eyesight, as they could clearly see before.  2:19

6.  It refers to the fact that they now possess a  new  knowledge  which 

they did not previously possess.

7.  Spiritual death brings its own information, and a new perspective on 

life.

8.  This is a clear verse which indicates  that  all  knowledge  is  not 

beneficial.

9.  The first thing that they recognize is that they  are  naked,  which 

they have been all along.

10.  This word does not refer to the physical aspect of  nakedness,  but 

to their recognition of their exposure and lack.

11.  Guilt and shame plague them immediately,  as  they  recognize  that 

something has drastically changed concerning themselves.

12.  With their newly acquired knowledge of good and evil,  their  first 

response is an act of human good.

13.  They begin a physical cover-up, seeking to make themselves comfort- 

able once again.

14.  This will be manifested in the spiritual cover-up which  they  will 

attempt with God.

15.  The works of their hands under the rulership of the  STA  is  their 

pathetic attempt to deal with their spiritual problem.

16.  The first act under the STA is the human good, legalistic  response 

to the recognition of their spiritual deficiency.

17.  They are now ashamed of their bodies,  with  which  they  had  been 

quite comfortable.  Gen. 2:25

18.  In this state of spiritual death, they  can  only  acquire  further 

information from the god of this world.

19.  At the fall, Adam forfeited the rulership of the world, as well  as 

the rulership of his soul to Satan.

20.  As the god of this world, Satan moves in and begins the programming 

of their newly acquired sin natures.

21.  The fig leaves represented their solution  to  the  problem,  which 

obviously did not even come close to dealing with spiritual death.

22.  This is the norm for the  cosmos  under  their  religious  systems, 

attempting to deal with spiritual problems by futile  actions  regarding 

the body.  Catholicism, eastern religions, Muslim, etc.

23.  This will not in any way deal with the problem of  spiritual  death 

and the STA.  Col. 2:20-23

24.  They word made, which had been previously used only of God, is  now 

used to indicate the production which proceeds from their STA.

25.  They rightly recognized that the body had been judged, and so  they 

were ashamed and guilty.

26.  They attempt to assuage their guilt by the works of their hands.

27.  Good human activity does not and cannot deal with the STA or cancel 

spiritual death.

28.  Mankind under the STA will  continue  to  manifest  the  legalistic 

approach to their spiritual problems, and reject grace.

29.  Instead of running to God, man seeks to build  his  own  system  of 

righteousness, which is salvation by works.

30.  Any system which encourages men to  think  that  they  can  provide 

their spiritual needs by themselves is strictly STA sponsored.

31.  As we will see later, God rejects the works  of  their  hands,  and 

provides his own solution to the situation.

VS 8  AND THEY HEARD THE SOUND OF THE LORD GOD WALKING IN THE GARDEN  IN 

THE COOL OF THE DAY  (wc +Qal impf imw to hear or  listen--s.d.o  +m.s.n 

lOq YHWH ELOHIYM--Hithpael ptc flh lit. to walk oneself, to walk around, 

this was not the first walk YE had taken in the garden, they  recognized 

that this was the normal time  for  this,  as  He  came  to  teach  them 

doctrine--IN THE GARDEN--pref. l +f.s.n xVr +d.a. +,Oy)   AND  ADAM  AND 

HIS WOMAN HID THEMSELVES FROM THE PRESENCE OF THE  LORD  GOD  AMONG  THE 

TREES OF THE GARDEN.  (,dXh--v +hwX--wc +Hithpael impf Xbx 30X, 20X used 

of people hiding from fear of death.  Is this what they expected, YE  to 

come into the garden and kill them??  It is evident from  their  actions 

that their newly acquired conscience was condemning them, they certainly 

figured that YE would condemn them.  The word means to hide or  conceal, 

in the Hith. to hide oneself--pref. m  +ynP--YHWH  ELOHIYM--prep  fOtB-- 

TREES OF THE GARDEN)

SUMMARY VS 8

1.  The new knowledge and enlightenment which the serpent  had  promised 

has failed to materialize.

2.  This is the nature of Satan and his lies, they  never  achieve  what 

was promised.

3.  The new age of freedom, has issued in fear, guilt, shame, and a  new 

ruler of the body.

4.  The innocence of PE is traded for the guilty conscience produced  by 

sinful activity.

5.  The familiar world in which they lived so happily under the blessing 

of God is now tainted.

6.  As was His  customary  action,  YE  appears  in  the  garden  toward 

evening, this is the time of the wind or cool of the day.

7.  This was the usual time for the teaching of doctrine to the couple.

8.  Instead of the usual action of going to YE to learn  doctrine,  Adam 

and his wife hide themselves from Him.

9.  They did not go to the usual meeting place to  get  their  spiritual 

portion.

10.  This does not affect the faithfulness of God,  He  arrives  at  the 

designated time, and waits for them.

11.  The term ruach (wind, cool, or spirit) may very well be a spiritual 

pun here, indicating the actions of the  natural  man  toward  spiritual 

things.

12.  The act of hiding themselves from God indicates the programming  of 

the newly acquired STA.

13.  God has done nothing but good to them up to this point,  Satan  now 

informs them that God is their enemy, and to be avoided.

14.  His reasoning goes something like this:

    a.  Look at this tree, this is a wonderful tree.

    b.  God is holding out on you, and I'm here to set you free.

    c.  I have some knowledge that you need, and God will not give you.

    d.  I'm here to help you.  Then they eat.

    e.  Now I'm in charge here.

    f.  Who do you think you are, running around naked.

    g.  God may have let you run around naked, but this is wrong.

    h.  Oh, by the way, I lied about being like God.

    i.  God hates you for what you have done.

    j.  You had better stay away from God, He is going to kill you.

15.  As with the pathetic attempt of the fig leaves,  their  attempt  to 

hide from omniscience is fruitless.

16.  This is the norm for people under the  STA,  they  do  not  proceed 

toward God, but seek to avoid Him and flee from  Him.   Jon.  1:3;  Rev. 

6:15-17

VS 9  THEN THE LORD GOD CALLED TO ADAM AND SAID TO HIM, "WHERE ARE YOU?"  

(YHWH ELOHIYM--wc +Qal impf Xrq--prep lX the man, Adam--wc +Qal impf rmX 

pref.  l +3ms suff--interrog. adverb yX where +2ms, note  that  He  only 

singles out Adam here, he does not call to them both)

VS 10  AND HE SAID, "I HEARD THE SOUND OF YOU IN THE GARDEN, AND  I  WAS 

AFRAID BECAUSE I WAS NAKED; SO I HID MYSELF."  (Qal impf  'amar--Qal  pf 

imw--sound of you--in the garden--wc +Qal impf Xry to fear or be afraid- 

-conj yK--adj.m.s ,ryi  to be exposed or uncovered, to have a lack,  not 

the word for physical nakedness in 2:25--wc +Niph impf Xbx  was  hidden, 

note that he does not use the Hithpael of vs 8 to  acknowledge  that  he 

hid himself, he just was accidentally hidden.)

SUMMARY VS 9-10

1.  YE calls out to Adam as He continues to move about in the garden.

2.  It is obvious that God was keenly aware of the situation with  Adam, 

and He does not seek information from Adam that He does not possess.

3.  As He calls out to Adam, He then asks the first question directed to 

man under his STA.  Where are  you??

4.  While man under spiritual death seeks to avoid and  hide  from  God, 

God seeks him out.

5.  Apart from this aspect of  God's  grace  Adam  would  have  remained 

apart from God under the STA and spiritual death.

6.  The only one who can help Adam in his new  state  is  YE,  and  Adam 

hides from Him.

7.  To this point YE had not been feared but listened to and obeyed.

8.  This is the first thing we note about people under their STA's, they 

seek to avoid the authorities they once held in high regard.

9.  God seeks to get Adam to  acknowledge  and  deal  with  his  present 

situation.

10.  Adam's response demonstrates that he is more  concerned  about  the 

consequence of his sin than the sin itself.

11.  As he responds to the question from YE, he has been  and  is  still 

under the MAS of fear.

12.  This is the next thing we note about those  under  the  STA,  their 

existence is characterized by fear.

13.  What was begun with the fig leaves, continues here, operation cover 

up.

14.  This is another item of note about life under the  STA,  people  do 

not squarely deal with the issues before them, they seek to evade them.

15.  When they are asked specific questions concerning their  knowledge, 

behavior or motives, they are evasive.

16.  Note that Adam does not even admit that he hid  himself,  just  the 

fact that he was hidden.

17.  One must come face to face with their lack and  exposure  in  order 

for God to deal with it.

18.  This YE will do for Adam, bring him face to face with  his  failure 

and sin, so that YE can deal with it.

19.  Satan's method under the STA is to seek to avoid the blame  at  all 

costs, even if you are guilty as sin.

20.  To become a believer you must understand that  you  are  completely 

helpless and undone before God, and in no way able to provide,  or  even 

aid in providing SAJG.

21.  As a believer you will never consistently stay in fellowship  until 

you understand what sin is and deal clearly with it.  IJn. 1:9

22.  Do not seek to avoid exposure of things of which you are guilty  by 

lying and deception.

23.  Note here that God approaches the authority in the garden, the  one 

who is responsible.

VS 11  AND HE SAID, "WHO TOLD YOU THAT YOU WERE NAKED?   (wc  +Qal  impf 

rmX--interrog ym who--Hiph pf. dgn not used in Qal, to  be  manifest  or 

clear, to be obvious or visible, dgn means to be in front of--conj  yK-- 

YOU NAKED)  HAVE YOU EATEN FROM THE TREE FROM WHICH I COMMANDED YOU  NOT 

TO EAT??"  (Interr. part. h +Qal pf 2m.s. lkX--prep  ]m  +d.a.  +/i--rel

SUMMARY VS 11

1.  YE continues the Divine  interrogation  of  Adam,  the  one  who  is 

responsible for the garden, and the one to whom  the  command  had  been 

given.

2.  Here Adam stands in his fig leaves, his attempt to cover  his  body, 

and attempts to cover the guilt in his soul.

3.  God's next question to Adam deals  with  the  source  of  their  new 

information.

4.  Who made it clear to you that you were naked.

5.  Satan has immediately moved in and told them that their condition is 

no longer acceptable in his world.

6.  This is the nature of our enemy, he solicits us  to  sin,  and  then 

denounces us for being weak and sinful.

7.  This produces guilt and fear, which can be dealt with  only  by  the 

WOG.

8.  Only through doctrine will you ever  overcome  the  fear  and  guilt 

which Satan places upon your soul.

9.  Satan suddenly becomes a self-righteous judge, and  spells  out  how 

life will be in his kingdom.

10.  YE does not give Adam time to answer, but  moves  on  to  the  real 

issue, the sin.

11.  Isn't it amazing how talkative people can get when they are  guilty 

and do not want to admit it?

12.  They seek to avoid the one who might make them come  face  to  face 

with their sin, but if that fails, they suddenly want to talk about  any 

and everything else.

13.  Children are especially good at this.  Caught with you hand in  the 

cookie jar, I was getting one for you, I was just seeing how many are in 

here, Look what Joe did, etc!!!

14.  The next question is a yes  or  no  question,  phrased  in  a  very 

emphatic way.

15.  Did you do what I specifically commanded you not to do??

16.  This is once again an expression of God's  grace,  seeking  to  get 

Adam to confront his sin and bring it to  God,  the  only  one  who  can 

forgive it.

VS 12  AND ADAM SAID, "THE WOMAN WHOM YOU GAVE TO BE WITH  ME,   (d.a  + 

adham--wc + Qal impf rmX--d.a. +hWX--rel pro. 'asher--Qal pf  2ms  ]tn-- 

prep. dMi +1cs suff indicates along with or alongside,  he  is  probably 

pointing at Eve as he speaks)  SHE GAVE TO ME FROM THE TREE AND I  ATE."  

(pers. pro. she herself--Qal pf ]tn--pref l +2cs suff--prep  ]m--d.a.  +

VS 13  THEN THE LORD GOD SAID TO THE WOMAN, (NO NEW  VOCABULARY)   "WHAT 

IS THIS YOU HAVE DONE?"  (interr. hm--demons adj  f.s.tXz  The  humorous 

thing in this question is that Adam had used this very word to refer  to 

Eve back in 2:23, This could even be rendered, "this one what  have  you 

done??"--Qal pf 2fs hwi you have manufactured)  AND THE WOMAN SAID, "THE 

SERPENT DECEIVED ME, AND I ATE."  (d.a. +wxn--Hiph pf Xwn 16X,  to  lead 

astray, seduce, mislead, deceive, note  that  arrogance  leads  to  self 

deception.  Jere. 49:16--wc +Qal impf lkX

SUMMARY VS 12-13

1.  As Adam and Eve had physically  hidden  themselves  in  the  garden, 

manifesting their attitude toward YE, the now seek to hide behind words.

2.  In answer to God's very direct question,  Adam  begins  his  defense 

with the words, "the woman".

3.  This is a characteristic of the soul ruled by the STA, it refuses to 

take responsibility for its own actions.

4.  The STA opts for  "operation  patsy",  blaming  any  and  everything 

around for its obvious failures.

5.  Adam will blame the woman, and then proceed to blame God indirectly.

6.  The woman whom Adam blames for his negative volition was  the  first 

grace gift, and designed for the fulfillment of man.

7.  Yet Adam does not stop with  passing  the  buck  to  the  woman,  he 

implicates God in his sin.

8.  This is the nature of Satan's programming of the  STA,  in  that  he 

blamed God for his sin.

9.  If you had not given me this woman, this would not have happened.

10.  It is, as you can readily recognize, your fault.

11.  She gave me the fruit, I didn't even get it myself.

12.  Finally after this convoluted  explanation,  Adam  admits  that  he 

indeed ate from the tree.

13.  He  confesses  his  sin,  and  now  God  can  deal  with  him   via 

forgiveness.

14.  Then YE turns to the woman and asks her what it is that she did.

15.  Like her authority, she passes the buck and makes the  serpent  the 

patsy for her actions.

16.  She then confesses that she indeed ate, and now God can  deal  with 

her via forgiveness.

17.  Note that neither of them resorted to lies, just to presenting  the 

truth in such a way as to shunt responsibility away from themselves.

18.  This is the difference between human maturity and  immaturity,  the 

willingness to take responsibility for your own actions.

19.  Note that God moves to Adam first, the authority, then to Eve,  and 

then deals with the other parties.

20.  Adam was not deceived, as was the woman, he sinned in cognizance.

VS 14  AND THE LORD GOD SAID TO THE SERPENT  (No  new  vocab) 

       "BECAUSE YOU HAVE DONE THIS, CURSED ARE YOU

       FROM ALL CATTLE AND FROM EVERY BEAST OF THE FIELD.

(This statement of God in vs 14-16 and 17-19 is in poetic  format,  that 

is why it is written in a different format in your Bible--conj  yK  +Qal 

pf 2ms hwi you here =Satan, God is addressing the serpent as if it  were 

one entity, yet he deals with the serpent and  with  Satan--demons.  adj 

tXz-- Qal pass part. rrX 63X, to curse, to pronounce a  punishment  upon 

some- thing, lit. being cursed--pers pron  2ms--pref  m  +  lK--domestic 

animals-- and from all living creatures of the field, ie  wild  animals)  

ON YOUR BELLY WILL YOU GO  (prep li +m.s.n ]OxG 2X, belly,  stomach--Qal 

impf flh)  AND DUST WILL YOU EAT  (v +m.s.n rpi the same  dust  man  was 

made of--Qal impf lki)  ALL THE DAYS OF YOUR LIFE;  (ALL  DAYS  OF  YOUR

SUMMARY VS 14

1.  After questioning the man and the woman,  God  turns  to  the  other 

player involved in the fall.

2.  The serpent is not questioned, since he possesses  neither  volition 

nor the power of speech.

3.  He was a pawn used by Satan, and had no choice in the matter.

4.  Some would assume that since he is unable to have  evil  intent,  he 

should not be punished along with Satan.

5.  On the contrary, something which has come  into  contact  with  evil 

becomes judged with that evil.

6.  This is called cursing by association, and is a common occurrence in 

the economy of God.

7.  Under the doctrine of separation, that which comes into contact with 

something which is unholy or evil, itself becomes unholy or evil and  is 

treated as such.

8.  This is seen in the regulations for the priests.  Lev. 21:1,6,11,14, 

22:5,6,8

9.  The dumb creature which was used by Satan is regarded by God to be a 

part of the evil one who so used him.

10.  As God addresses the serpent, it is apparent that he is  addressing 

both the physical animal, and the agent behind the scenes.

11.  Vs 14 deals with the physical serpent, and vs 15 with the invisible 

ruler of this world.

12.  The animal receives a curse or punishment from the justice of  God, 

which renders it permanently cursed.

13.  All other animals were not cursed along with the  serpent  as  some 

have taught, the serpent was cursed from out of the mass of animals.

14.  The first aspect of the judgment of God on this animal is in regard 

to its manner of locomotion.

15.  Again some suggest that the serpent crawled and looked just like it 

does today, but that is not so.

16.  The serpent was reduced to an abject form of moving from  place  to 

place.

17.  It was to crawl on its belly, and as a result would  ingest  plenty 

of dust due to its proximity to the ground.

18.  This is not a statement regarding the diet of the  serpent,  but  a 

statement of its humiliation and defeat.  Isa. 49:23; Micah 7:17

19.  This curse is perpetual, and permanently renders  the  serpent  in- 

effective for further use by Satan.

20.  The snake of today is a graphic representation of the  judgment  on 

evil and cursing by association.

21.  It invites the  revulsion  and  contempt  of  mankind  as  well  as 

striking fear into the heart.

22.  It is still recognized as symbol of the evil one who employed it.

VS 15  AND I WILL PUT ENMITY  (Qal impf tyw to put, place or  set--f.s.n 

hbyX 5X, the verb byX means to be hostile toward, or treat as an  enemy, 

this word =hostility, enmity, hatred)  BETWEEN YOU AND THE  WOMAN   (]yB 

you and between the woman)  AND BETWEEN YOUR SEED AND BETWEEN  HER  SEED  

(m.s.n irz seed, here =offspring,  progeny  or  descendants)   HE  SHALL 

BRUISE YOU ON THE HEAD  (lit He himself will overwhelm  your  head--pers 

pron. XVh--Qal impf [Vw  4X,  never  literal,  always  metaphorical  for 

surrounding and crushing or  overwhelming--m.s.n  wXr  head  =authority, 

leadership, etc.)  AND YOU SHALL BRUISE HIM ON THE HEEL  (v +pers  pron. 

2ms--Qal impf [Vw same as above--m.s.n bqi)

SUMMARY VS 15

1.  The word enmity or hatred stands first in the text of vs 15, and  is 

emphatic in this position.

2.  The use of this word in  itself  implies  the  rational  ability  to 

express hostility or  hatred,  and  so  cannot  refer  to  the  physical 

serpent.

3.  To this point the woman has been anything but hostile to  the  view- 

point of Satan.

4.  Her social infidelity and liaison with Satan led  to  the  fall  and 

introduction of the STA and spiritual death.

5.  Since Satan has chosen to attack through  the  woman,  God  counters 

with His plan for the woman.

6.  God Himself will provide what is necessary to make the woman hostile 

to Satan, and that is doctrine.

7.  Doctrine exposes and unmasks evil for what it is, and Eve  will  now 

recognize Satan and his viewpoint for what it is.

8.  Satan already possessed hostility toward the woman and expressed  it 

by his spiritual murder of her.

9.  This enmity will also exist in the progeny  of  the  woman  and  the 

progeny of Satan.

10.  Eve is the first person to whom positive volition is ascribed,  and 

those who descend from her are to be  contrasted  with  those  who  have 

their origin in Satan.  Jn. 8:44

11.  The conflict in viewpoint and the hostility  which  exists  in  the 

human race can often be traced back to positive and negative volition.

12.  Those who are positive are the seed of the  woman,  those  who  are 

negative, the seed or offspring of Satan.

13.  This hostility is to be perpetual, God is the author of it, and  He 

will maintain it by the existence of His viewpoint in the Devil's world.

14.  One specific descendant is singled out by  the  shift  to  the  1st 

person singular.

15.  The conflict which now exists between Satan  and  the  woman,  will 

exist perpetually between her progeny  and  his  progeny,  and  will  be 

resolved by one of her descendants, over Satan himself.

16.  The conflict between the seeds is noted as early as Cain and Abel.

17.  Here in the early portion of  Genesis,  God  reveals  the  ultimate 

disposition of the conflict.

18.  He also reveals that the ultimate  victor  in  this  conflict  will 

proceed from a woman, not a man.

19.  This is a fitting judgment on Satan who exploited the  weakness  of 

the woman, and now will fear every woman who gives birth.

20.  This verse is a prophecy of a coming victor in  the  AC  who  would 

overpower Satan and destroy his authority.

21.  As the picture employed here indicates, a man stepping on the  head 

of the serpent would indeed render a crushing blow.

22.  A serpent striking at the heel of a man does no  permanent  damage, 

it causes suffering, from which one normally recovers.

23.  That Messiah is in view in this verse is not a new  or  even  a  CA 

interpretation, but even the Jews regarded this verse as such.

24.  Satan's attack in the conflict will now center on  frustrating  the 

birth of the promised seed.  Gen. 6; Ex. 1:15ff

25.  In the event that the birth is not  frustrated,  killing  the  seed 

before He crushes Satan's head.  Matt. 2:16ff

26.  This verse teaches clearly that the  Messiah  will  be  a  bonafide 

member of the human race, born of a woman.

27.  The crushing blow to Satan and his strike at the heel both occurred 

at the cross.  Col. 2:15; Heb. 2:14; IPet. 2:24

28.  As CA believers we will see the ultimate eschatalogical fulfillment 

of the crushing of the serpents head.  Rom. 16:20

29.  No sooner has the AC spilled over into the  human  race,  then  God 

announces the ultimate winner.

30.  This promise of Messiah and belief in the one who  would  overpower 

the serpent provided the OT believer with Ph1 SAJG.

31.  They looked forward in faith to His person and work, while we  look 

back, but the mechanic is the same.

VS 16  TO THE WOMAN HE SAID---I WILL GREATLY MULTIPLY  (Hiph inf  abs  + 

Hiph impf hbr in Qal to multiply or increase greatly, in Hiphil to cause 

to multiply.  Lit. multiplying I will cause to multiply)  YOUR PAIN  AND 

YOUR PREGNANCY  (m.s.n ]ObJi 3X, the root refers to physical,  emotional 

and mental pain or anguish--v +m.s.n  ]Orh  1X,  the  verb  is  used  to 

normally  state  the  results  of  sexual  intercourse,  conception   or 

pregnancy.  IN PAIN YOU WILL BRING FORTH CHILDREN   (pref.  b+m.s.n  bji 

7X, strenuous toil or labor, physically demanding--Qal impf dly to bring 

forth, or give birth--m.p.n ]b sons, here general for children)  YET YOU 

DESIRE WILL BE FOR YOUR HUSBAND  (v+f.s.n hqVwT 3X, desire  or  longing, 

passion--'el + wyX)  BUT HE SHALL RULE OVER YOU  (v +pers pron.

SUMMARY VS 16

1.  vs 14-19 have commonly been called the curse, which is not  entirely 

accurate.

2.  God does curse the serpent and the earth, however, He does not curse 

the man and the woman.

3.  He does discipline the man and the woman for their respective  parts 

in the fall.

4.  What He says to Adam and Eve may be applied by extension to men  and 

women throughout the human race.

5.  These judgments are in relation to their respective bodies,  due  to 

the presence of the STA.

6.  Therefore, when God observes the STA in  any  member  of  the  human 

race, justice executes what it did on those who authored its existence.

7.  This is logical, fair and just  that  the  same  penalty  should  be 

executed each time the same action is observed.

8.  So each member of the human race enters into the discipline of  Adam 

and Eve, due to the existence of the genetic STA.

9.  God must judge all sinful conditions in  the  AC,  and  the  STA  is 

judged by God in vs 16-19 in mankind.

10.  As the heads of the human race, Adam  and  Eve  pass  on  to  their 

progeny the STA and all that is associated with it.

11.  The judgment on the woman is divided into two specific areas,  that 

of childbearing and that of marriage.

12.  The first half of vs 16 deals with the fact that things are  to  be 

drastically altered from God's original plan for childbirth.

13.  The first half of this verse indicates  that  there  was  to  be  a 

certain amount of pain which the woman would have experienced anyway.

14.  This pain is both physical and mental  anguish  in  regard  to  the 

bearing of children.

15.  God decrees that this pain will become  significantly  worse  as  a 

part of His discipline.

16.  Along with the pain, God states that He will significantly increase 

the number of times that a woman will have to endure pregnancy.

17.  From this judgment we may conclude that the woman,  while  she  was 

going to bear children and experience a certain amount of  anguish,  has 

her lot made significantly worse by her act in the garden.

18.  It appears also that women would not  have  experienced  the  sheer 

number of pregnancies that is their lot at present.

19.  The first word for pain encompasses all the physical and  emotional 

distress which falls upon a woman who becomes pregnant.

20.  The second word  for  pain  focuses  on  the  physical  agonies  of 

childbirth.

21.  This judgment on the woman, as well as what follows, is designed to 

deal with her particular STA trends and help her to maximize in the AC.

22.  As a matter of fact, this will ultimately become a part of her  Ph2 

salvation if she is positive.  ITim. 2:15

23.  In  spite  of  the  physical  and  mental  trauma  associated  with 

pregnancy and the bearing of children, the female will still continue to 

be attracted to her husband, and desire sex with her RM.

24.  Sex now has a somewhat bittersweet quality,  since  the  rigors  of 

pregnancy  and  the  agonies  of  childbirth  follow  the   ecstasy   of 

love making.

25.  Physical intimacy which is  desired  by  the  woman  now  leads  to 

discomfort and trauma.

26.  A fitting reminder of what was  promised  in  the  garden  and  the 

results which accompanied that spiritual fornication.

27.  The authority structure which was evident before the fall  is  here 

reiterated by God as the norm for the human race.

28.  The husband will be the  authority  in  DI#2,  and  that  at  God's 

command.

29.  RM commands an intense yearning in RW which no other man does,  and 

the woman must recognize that the one who thrills her soul is  also  the 

one who is her master.

30.  Because of her desire  for  him,  she  must  willingly  subordinate 

herself to this man's authority.

31.  If both the man and the woman are positive  and  acclimate  to  the 

doctrine which is incumbent upon them, marriage is one of God's greatest 

blessings.

32.  If not, it can deteriorate into deadlock, not wedlock.

33.  Eve had sought to usurp authority and act independantly of her  RM, 

and for her own good, it is spelled out that RM is to exercise authority 

over her.

34.  The woman has seen the fruit of taking things into  her  own  hands 

and seeking to control her husband.

35.  These disciplines, like all which proceed from God are not designed 

to ruin or curse, but to produce righteousness.  Heb. 12:11

VS 17  AND TO ADAM HE SAID  (no def. art. with adham)  BECAUSE YOU  HAVE 

LISTENED TO THE VOICE OF YOUR WIFE, (yK--Qal pf imW to hear, to  listen,

SUMMARY VS 17

1.  Vs 17-19 deal with the discipline which Adam incurred for  his  part 

in the fall.

2.  As the authority in the garden, he is responsible,  and  is  treated 

accordingly.

3.  Since Adam passes on the STA to  his  progeny,  he  passes  on  this 

discipline associated with the STA to all men.

4.  YE begins with the true cause for all this discipline, and that  was 

Adam's thinking decision to eat from the tree.

5.  While Eve had  been  deceived  and  was  completely  snowed  by  the 

arguments of Satan, Adam sinned with his eyes wide open.

6.  The first reprimand comes due to the fact that he  was  inordinately 

influenced by a woman.

7.  This is the first mention of the fact that Eve had plied  Adam  with 

words in order to accomplish her objective.

8.  He was faced with the human/satanic viewpoint  which  his  wife  was 

offering, or the Divine viewpoint he had heard from YE.

9.  He chose to obey the  suggestions  of  his  wife,  rather  than  the 

commands of YE.

10.  She urged him to eat, in disregard of the command, and did all  she 

could to help him adopt this course of action.

11.  She finally handed him the fruit and completely encouraged  him  to 

join her in the new realm of wisdom and life.

12.  Adam did not believe the Satanic lie, but clearly saw  his  choice, 

the woman and sex, or Divine viewpoint and YE.

13.  He consciously made his decision and ate.

14.  This is precisely the reason these judgments are leveled.

15.  He intentionally, consciously, and deliberately violated  the  com- 

mand which he had been given.

16.  Adam failed in the area of exercising his authority and  opted  for 

peace at any price.

17.  This  led  to  the  rejection  of  the  divine  command  and  God's 

authority.

18.  While the discipline on the woman relates to her  primary  area  of 

existence, the home and family, the discipline on the man relates to his 

primary niche as provider.

19.  As his body is nothing more than dust, which has  been  judged  and 

rendered hostile to God, so all the ground from which he  was  taken  is 

judged and rendered hostile to him.

20.  Adam eating from the tree and the judgment which God passed on that 

dust, brought about a judgment on all the dust of the planet.

21.  The same word used for the discipline of the woman in vs 16 is used 

for Adam also in regard to the physical and mental anguish of living  in 

an environment which is now hostile to him.

22.  What he once had in grace, without labor, he will now have to labor 

for, and will not be able to obtain it easily.

23.  What was once provided by God  freely,  has  been  spurned  and  is 

therefore denied him.  the fruit in the garden.

24.  While Adam was in the garden to cultivate and guard it,  there  was 

no hint of excessive labor or toil, it was more like a  hobby  which  he 

totally enjoyed.

25.  The enjoyment of work is to be replaced with a physical and  mental 

toil which it did not possess previously.

26.  This is no temporary state, as is expressed in the phrase  all  the 

days of your life.

27.  It is clearly seen here that God instituted work  for  man  as  the 

accepted way of sustaining himself on the planet.

28.  There is still an undercurrent of grace, as seen in the  fact  that 

even though the ground is cursed, God will still allow man to have  that 

which is necessary to life.

29.  He will have to labor for  it,  but  living  grace  will  still  be 

available, in spite of his failing.

VS 18  BOTH THORNS  AND  THISTLES  IT  SHALL  GROW  FOR  YOU   (2  waws, 

both...and...--m.s.n /Oq thorns or briars, root means that  which  cuts, 

hence harmful and injurious plants--m.c.n rDrD  a  luxuriantly  growing, 

prolific plant, yet useless,= weeds--Hiph. impf  xmj,  used  in  2:9  to 

sprout forth, in Hiph. to cause to come forth or grow--it =adhamah  from

SUMMARY VS 18-19

1.  While it has not been specifically stated, the body of man, composed 

of dust falls under the same curse as the dust.

2.  There is no attempt by God to salvage the body  of  sin,  which  has 

been contaminated with the OSN/STA.

3.  It is completely useless to the plan of God,  and  as  dust  remains 

cursed all the days of its existence.

4.  The introduction of the OSN into the dust brings a curse on all  the 

dust, since God cannot curse the part without cursing the whole.

5.  The production of the body changed due to the  introduction  of  the 

STA, and so the production of the ground will change.

6.  Two broad classes of plants are now mentioned, which did  not  exist 

prior to this time.

7.  These are not designed to be  botanical  distinctions,  but  general 

categories of plant life which will now prosper.

8.  The first is thorns or thistles, and refers to plants which by their 

very nature are injurious.

9.  The second refers to plants which grow readily but are of  no  value 

to man, weeds.

10.  These two types of plants illustrate the  production  of  the  STA, 

hurtful, damaging behavior, and human good, that which may look good and 

prosper, but is useless.

11.  Neither of these are useful to God, and are both rejected.

12.  Adam is now informed that he  will  no  longer  be  eating  in  the 

garden, enjoying the fruit of YE under blessing.

13.  His new dining area is the wild field, and edible herbs are his new 

diet.

14.  This will be the status quo until the flood, strict vegetarianism.

15.  YE informs Adam that mental and physical toil will be the manner in 

which his living grace will come to him in the future.

16.  The sweat of your nose deals primarily with the fact that man  will 

now have to think and plan in regard to feeding his body.  not sweat  of 

the body, but sweat of the face

17.  Agriculture began with Adam and the term bread indicates  that  man 

is to manufacture into various kinds of food that which  he  reaps  from 

the land.

18.  His work on the land is complicated by the constant vigilance which 

will be required to keep ahead of the thorns and weeds.

19.  Food is a daily necessity for the body on  the  physical  level  in 

order to sustain it, and so BD is necessary on the  spiritual  level  to 

sustain the new man.  Matt. 4:4, IICor. 4:16

20.  As bread requires raw material, preparation,  and  intelligence  to 

produce, so BD requires the WOG, preparation by the PT and  training  to 

produce effective Bible classes.

21.  My job is to take the raw material  of  the  original  manuscripts, 

which we have  accurately  preserved,  and  prepare  you  a  meal  which 

nourishes and sustains your soul.

22.  I am not to use other material to feed you, but feed you  only  the 

word of God, accurately and intelligently presented.

23.  The ultimate disposition of the cursed dust is now given,  physical 

death.

24.  Since the body is a part of the cursed ground, and  is  useless  to 

God, it will return to the ground from which it was taken.

25.  Physical death, the separation of the soul from the body, is merely 

a consequence of spiritual death,  separation  from  God,  and  is  here 

guaranteed for all men.

26.  The emphasis throughout this section is on the physical body, which 

Adam obeyed and exalted above the WOG.

27.  Since man worshiped the body, and made it into an idol and  exalted 

it above the WOG, God curses it.

28.  As a part of the cursed earth, mans body is useless to God and  its 

production in the spiritual realm is as worthless as thorns and weeds in 

the physical realm.

29.  The body is merely a temporary house for the soul, and is not to be 

honored or exalted.  Especially evident at death is peoples focus on the 

body, note the mummies of  the  Egyptians,  the  open  caskets  of  most 

everyone as they focus on the overt, to the ignoring of the soul.

30.  This pronouncements by YE are not curses on the man and woman,  but 

when understood properly, are expressions  of  God's  grace,  even  when 

passing judgment on Adam and his woman.

31.  Consider what it would be like to live forever chained to the  STA.  

Rom. 7:24

32.  Consider what life would be like without  authority  in  the  human 

realm.

33.  Consider the worse state we would be in if people did not  have  to 

work and spend a certain amount of time  providing  for  themselves,  if 

they were utterly free to pursue the STA.  Gen. 6

34.  Even the woman finds her ultimate blessing and Ph2  deliverance  in 

the bearing and raising of children.  ITim. 2:15

35.  The harmony which existed between man and the natural realm is here 

shattered, never to be regained until the last Adam  restores  what  the 

first Adam gave away.  Rom. 8:18-25

VS 20  NOW ADAM DESIGNATED THE NAME OF HIS WOMAN TO BE  EVE,  SINCE  SHE 

BECAME THE MOTHER OF ALL LIVING.  (d.a. + ,dX--wc +Qal impf Xrq to  call 

or designate--m.s.n ,W name, title or designation--hwX +3ms suff--proper 

name hVx chawwah means life or living--conj.  yK--pers.  pron.

SUMMARY VS 20-21

1.  Adam again exercises his authority over the  woman  and  provides  a 

particular name for her.

2.  The name Eve is derived from the verb "chayyah" and  means  life  or 

living.

3.  Why would Adam name his wife life, when she was  the  very  one  who 

encouraged him to eat, thus incurring death.

4.  The answer is found in the promise of vs 15, which Adam believed.

5.  At the point of the fall, Adam and Eve needed SAJG in order to  have 

a relationship with God once again.

6.  God provided the gospel in kernel form in the promise of the  Savior 

which would come through the woman.

7.  This Adam  immediately  believed,  and  was  the  recipient  of  the 

blessings associated with SAJG.

8.  This includes +R, EL, a human spirit, etc.

9.  This is the nature of God, if positive volition exists, He must make 

provision for that volition to have a relationship with Him.

10.  Adam's testimony of salvation consisted of one word, "Eve".

11.  Moses adds the comment that this woman would become the  mother  of 

all living.

12.  Life here does not refer to physical life, but to  spiritual  life, 

which faith in the promised seed makes possible.

13.  It is evident and hardly needs to be commented on  that  Eve  would 

become the mother of all physical life.

14.  Eve, who heard the promise at the same time as Adam, also believed.

15.  She now enjoyed spiritual life, and would  be  the  source  of  the 

ultimate victor in the AC, the one who makes life possible.

16.  The manward side of SAJG is seen in vs 20, which is merely faith in 

Messiah.

17.  Vs 21 introduces us to the Godward side of SAJG.

18.  God rejected the works of their hands as any sort  of  solution  to 

the problem of their nakedness.

19.  As we noted before their nakedness was their consciousness of their 

exposure and lack, which was spiritual, and not merely physical.

20.  The problem of spiritual death and the STA is not one man can solve 

by human efforts or systems of righteousness.

21.  God can provide a covering which is effective in dealing  with  the 

nakedness problem.

22.  Man making fig aprons illustrates the concept of  seeking  to  make 

oneself acceptable to God, or SAJG by works.

23.  Note that the works of their hands did  nothing  to  assuage  their 

conscience, or alleviate their consciousness of their lack.

24.  When God makes the garments, one  can  be  assured  that  they  are 

acceptable to Him, and will effectively  deal  with  the  problem  of  a 

guilty conscience.

25.  God literally manufactured two  garments  for  Adam  and  Eve,  and 

provided clothing for them.

26.  He did this by slaughtering an innocent animal, spilling its blood, 

and using its skin to properly clothe Adam and Eve.

27.  This demonstrates the Godward side of SAJG, man merely believes the 

promise, and God does all the work.

28.  Slaughtering the  innocent  animal  teaches  the  necessity  of  an 

innocent substitute for those who are guilty.

29.  All mankind is guilty, Rom. 3:23, and the substitute would have  to 

be someone who has committed no personal sin.

30.  There is abundant evidence that JC had no sin of His own,  and  was 

therefore qualified to take the place of the  guilty.   Jn. 8:46, 18:38, 

19:4; Mk. 14:55-56; IICor. 5:21

31.  The innocent animal dying  and  shedding  its  blood,  teaches  the 

reality of the spiritual death of Christ for sins.   Mt.  27:45-46;  Mk. 

15:33; Lk. 23:44-45

32.   The  fact  that  this  satisfied  God  teaches  the  doctrine   of 

propitiation, or the satisfaction of the  righteousness  of  God,  which 

demands that sin be punished.  IJn. 2:2

33.  Both Adam and his wife  had  a  garment,  teaching  the  individual 

nature of salvation, one must believe for themselves.

34.  The garment itself  solves  the  problem  of  nakedness  and  deals 

effectively with the conscience.

35.  The garment as clothing teaches the doctrine of the  imputation  of 

+R to the one who believes in Christ. Rom. 3:28; ICor. 1:30; IICor. 5:21

36.  The only way one who is -R can be accepted into God's  presence  is 

to be as good as God is.

37.  Since none can achieve that status, God initiated a way whereby the 

one who believes  in  the  innocent  substitute  is  credited  with  the 

righteousness of the perfect one.

38.  This deals effectively with the problem of the  guilty  conscience, 

which animal sacrifice could never do.  Heb. 10:1-14

39.  Adam and Eve can now be comfortable in the presence  of  a  totally 

righteous God through faith.

40.  This is the only accepted method of salvation,  faith  in  Messiah, 

and God providing all that  is  necessary  to  make  one  acceptable  to 

Himself.

VS 22 THEN THE LORD GOD SAID, "BEHOLD, THE MAN HAS BECOME LIKE ONE  FROM 

HIM, KNOWING GOOD AND EVIL  (YE said--demons adv. ]h look, behold,  take 

note of this--d.a. + 'adham, here used now for mankind  generically--Qal 

pf hyh--pref. k +num. one--pref m + 3ms suff or 1cp  It is of note  here 

that the text can read one from us, or one from him, which  would  refer 

to Satan, one from his source.

SUMMARY VS 22-23

1.  YE takes note of the recent development in the AC  and  adjusts  His 

policy accordingly.

2.  Due to omniscience we understand that God is not taken  by  surprise 

by the fall of man or any other event.

3.  He does, however, adjust His policy or method of  dealing  based  on 

the responses or activities in the AC.

4.  The fact that man had changed was noted by Adam and Eve  immediately 

after they ate.

5.  God now notes that their new  condition  demands  a  change  in  the 

Divine operating procedure.

6.  Mankind no longer lives under innocence and blessing, now they  have 

tied themselves to the god of this world.

7.  The phrase "like us" is form wise either a 3rd person masc. singular 

or a first person plural.

8.  In no sense did the man and woman become like God, they became  like 

Satan, under the influence of evil.

9.  This demands that you translate this phrase "like him".

10.  Knowing good and evil means to have an  experiential  understanding 

of the concepts of good and evil.

11.  Like Satan, man came by this knowledge  through  negative  volition 

and sinning.

12.  Like Satan, man now possesses an evil nature  which  precludes  him 

from condemning Satan and resolving the AC.

13.  This is the reason that God now places the tree of life  completely 

off limits to man.

14.  Not because the tree somehow had magical power to impart life,  but 

because the tree represents the advance to MAJG and  the  resolution  of 

the AC.

15.  This tree appears once again after the resolution of  the  conflict 

in the New Jerusalem.  Rev. 22:2

16.  Adam, by his disobedience and negative volition has  exempted  him- 

self from resolving the AC.

17.  It is evident that man did not regard the Divine imperative not  to 

eat from the forbidden tree, neither would he regard an  imperative  not 

to eat from this tree.

18.  God expels man from the garden and access to the tree of life.

19.  God's policy is seen to reflect the path that man  has  chosen  for 

himself, and not a vindictive judgment.

20.  This is the nature of the justice of  God,  he  allows  free  moral 

agents to determine their course of action, and  His  judgment  enforces 

this course and its consequences upon the one who chose it.

21.  This verse indicates that Adam, now maladjusted to God, although  a 

believer, is forced out of the garden, he did not leave willingly.

22.  The justice of God cannot allow man to reside in the  garden  under 

maximum blessing, with access to the  tree  of  life,  due  to  negative 

volition.

23.  Adam is now separated from the  two  trees  of  prominence  in  the 

garden, and the issue for mankind will become a third tree which will be 

the test of volition, the cross.

24.  Adam's responsibility now is to cultivate the ground and  make  his 

own way under an environment which has been cursed by God.

25.  God in grace still provides all that is necessary for the  man  and 

the woman in their niche.

26.  He has already provided the gospel for them on a  spiritual  level, 

and He will continue to provide for man on a physical level.

27.  Man is now forced to  serve  and  toil  over  that  which  he  once 

controlled, the ground, which is now hostile to him.

28.  Likewise man must seek to control the body of dust, which  he  once 

enjoyed, since it will now work against his soul.

VS 24  SO HE DROVE THE MAN OUT;  (wc +Piel impf wrG  to  drive  or  push 

forward, in Piel to expel or drive out--d.a.  +'adham,  here  refers  to 

Adam and Eve, mankind)  HE STATIONED ON THE EAST SIDE OF THE  GARDEN  OF 

EDEN THE CHERUBIM AND THE FLAMING SWORD WHICH  TURNED  EVERY  DIRECTION,  

(wc +Hiph impf ]kw to dwell or reside, here in the  causative  stem,  to 

cause to dwell, to station--lit. FROM THE EAST TO THE GARDEN  OF  EDEN-- 

s.d.o +d.a. +bVrK used numerous times in the  OT,  from  Gen.  to  Ezk., 

these are angelic creatures of the highest order.  The root of this noun 

is dubious, and speculation is useless, although some suggest adoration, 

praise, blessing, etc. from the Akkadian cognate.   Certain  things  are 

clearly revealed about this order of creatures, not the least  of  which 

is that Satan was one.  Ezk. 28:14,16  More in the  summary--  v+  s.d.o 

+m.s.n uhl 1X, verb uhl used  11X,  means  to  kindle  or  burn  with  a 

fire--d.a +brx, a sword, that which destroys or lays waste--d.a  +  Hiph 

part fph to turn or turn over, in Hith. reflexive, the  sword  which  is 

turning itself, spinning itself, etc.  TO GUARD EVERY WAY TO THE TREE OF

SUMMARY VS 24

1.  This verse states definitely what was alluded  to  in  the  previous 

verse, the fact that mankind was forcibly expelled from  the  garden  of 

Eden.

2.  Not only was man forced out, God made certain that no man from  Adam 

on would ever return to the garden.

3.  He placed two kinds of sentries to ensure that His will was  carried 

out.

4.  The first were cherubs or cherubim, an order of the highest creation 

of angelic beings.

5.  Satan himself was the chief angel of this  order  before  his  fall.  

Ezk. 28:14,16

6.  Obviously not all the cherubim fell along with him, since  some  are 

here and clearly still fulfilling the will of God.

7.  These creatures are described in such places as Ezk. 1 and 10.

8.  The word cherub is of uncertain derivation, and gives us no clue  as 

to their nature or station.

9.  They are definitely angelic creatures of the highest  order  and  as 

such are created to express the glory of God.

10.  Their appearance is difficult if not  impossible  to  describe,  as 

noted by the uses of the words form and likeness by Ezk.  1:4,5,10,16

Josephus pointed out that no one knew what cherubim looked like.

11.  The number of these creatures is not definitely fixed, but four are 

mentioned in Ezk. 1:5, although there may be more.

12.  These creatures seem to be the closest to  God  and  emphasize  His 

unapproachability, which focuses on His +R.

13.  They are associated with fire,  which  symbolizes  God's  righteous 

judgment against sin.  Gen. 3:24, Ezk. 10:2

14.  Here they are seen as guarding the way to the tree of  life,  along 

with the flaming sword, which turned or spun around.

15.  The flaming sword represents the righteous judgment of God  against 

sin, and thus effectively bars man from returning to the garden.

16.  Mankind in its fallen  condition  could  not  ever  return  to  the 

previous state of relationship and blessing with God.

17.  Not only does his condition prohibit it, God actively  is  seen  to 

resist any such attempt.

18.  Mankind must realize that if he is going  to  have  a  relationship 

with God, it must come about some other way.

19.  This verse makes it plain that there is a  particular  place  which 

evil cannot penetrate, and in which evil will not be tolerated.

20.  Mankind literally had Heaven on earth, but he will not have such  a 

thing in this life ever again.
