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                              INTRODUCTION                              

    Man has failed the test of volition, and expressed  his  repudiation 

of the Plan of God by  eating  from  the  forbidden  tree.   His  eating 

demonstrating his acceptance of the alternate viewpoint.   The  STA  has 

come into existence, and is the ruler of  life  under  spiritual  death.  

God has promised the Messiah, which Adam and  Eve  believed,  and  hence 

obtained the lost relationship with God.  Now however they  live  in  an 

environment which is cursed, and they are  spiritually  quite  immature, 

since they did not reside in the garden for an  indefinite  period,  and 

acquire a great deal of doctrine.  Their actions will indicate that they 

are believers, yet they will exhibit  the  characteristics  of  immature 

believers.

VS 1  NOW ADAM HAD RELATIONS WITH EVE HIS WIFE  (v +d.a. +'adham--Qal pf 

idy this word means to know, perceive or understand, and here is used as 

a synonym for sex, cp 19:5,8.  Obviously in bonafide sex,  there  should 

be a previous understanding or knowing in the soul, but  this  does  not 

always necessarily follow--s.d.o +EVE--hwX +3ms suff)  AND SHE CONCEIVED 

AND GIVE BIRTH TO CAIN   (wc  +Qal  impf  hrh  to  conceive,  this  word 

describes the results of sexual intercourse--wc +Qal impf dly  to  bring 

forth, in its most narrow sense, it describes the act of a woman  giving 

birth to a child, but sometimes is used for  the  fathers  part  in  the 

process.  Hence to bear offspring or become the parent of a child--s.d.o 

+]yq the verb hnq which is used later in this verse means to acquire  or 

obtain, to  buy  or  purchase,  hence  to  possess.  Our  word  means  a 

possession, acquisition)  AND SHE SAID, "I HAVE  OBTAINED  A  MAN,  YHWH  

(wc +Qal impf rmX--Qal pf hnq to obtain or acquire--m.s.n wyX this  word 

is more specific than 'adham, which often means mankind, it  also  is  a 

more elevated word, since 'adham focuses on the source of mans body, the 

dust.  Here as in other places it emphasizes a special man, not  just  a 

man in general.  Note she does not say a male, or a  son,  but  a  man--

VS 2  AND AGAIN, SHE GAVE BIRTH TO HIS BROTHER ABEL.  (wc +Hiph impf [cy 

to add or increase, to do something again, or continue doing something-- 

prep l +Qal inf const. dly Lit. "she increased to give  birth"--s.d.o  + 

noun xX +3ms suff--s.d.o +lbh the verb means to  breathe  or  exhale,  a 

breath, and is used of that which is vain  or  worthless,  vanity)   NOW 

ABEL BECAME A KEEPER OF FLOCKS AND CAIN BECAME A  TILL  OF  GROUND   (wc

oversee, this word may be similar to hXr to see  or  observe--f.s.n  ]Xj 

flocks of domestic animals, whether cattle or  sheep--v  +CAIN--hyh--Qal 

act part. dbi to labor, work, or bestow energy on, to till or cultivate, 

the noun means a servant or slave--f.s.n no def. art. hmdX

SUMMARY VS 1-2

1.  As was the case in the garden Adam and Eve  continue  to  engage  in 

sex, but now with a new result.

2.  Sex is no longer merely for recreation, but due to the discipline in 

Gen. 3 becomes a source of painful procreation.

3.  The word know is used here and in other  places  in  the  OT  as  an 

expression of sex, whether legitimate or illicit.  Gen. 19

4.  Casual sex is not a part of God's design, and is not  satisfying  to 

anyone who engages in it.

5.  RM  and  RW  should  possess  a  certain  amount  of  knowledge  and 

understanding of each other before they engage in intercourse.

6.  Their sex life issued in a conception.

7.  As is the characteristic style of Moses, he does not include all the 

information on a given subject, but what we need to know is recorded.

8.  He skips over the entire period of the pregnancy and  mentions  only 

the fact that Eve gives birth.

9.  Eve will express her lack of understanding and spiritual  immaturity 

in her attitude toward her first son.

10.  She names him Cain, which means an acquisition, and hence expresses 

her infatuation, and pride in him.

11.  While it is not directly stated here, it appears that Eve  was  the 

one who named the children, as she does in vs 25 with Seth.

12.  There is no evidence that Adam did not concur,  since  in  5:3,  it 

states that he named Seth also.

13.  It appears here that  the  mother  and  the  father  should  be  in 

agreement in regard to the name of a child, and not act independently of 

each other.  In disagreements, the will of the father should prevail Lk. 

1:59-63

14.  In the name of Cain we observe the attitude of his  parents  toward 

him, and especially we see the thinking of Eve in the last part of vs 1.

15.  While translators have sought to get around this, the fact is clear 

in the text that Eve considered Cain to be none other than the  promised 

Messiah.

16.  Commentators have said  that  Eve  could  not  possibly  know  that 

Messiah would be YHWH.

17.  The word YHWH means lord, and to state that OT  believers  did  not 

regard the Messiah as their lord is refuted by Ps. 110:1

18.  Beyond this, we have no clear record on how much  God  revealed  to 

those who were positive believers.  do we think that He would not reveal 

the D/VP to them the same as He does for us, and the gospel was recorded 

in the zodiac.

19.  In Cain's name and in the statement of Eve,  we  see  that  he  was 

regarded by our first parents as the fulfillment of Gen. 3:15.

20.  This was not the case as we will observe.

21.  After the birth of Cain Adam and Eve continued  to  engage  in  sex 

which resulted in the birth of another offspring.

22.  By now the parents were disillusioned with Cain, who just  was  not 

panning out spiritually.

23.  They express their disillusionment in the naming of Abel.

24.  They are displaying the normal actions of believers who  have  some 

doctrine, yet are emotional, and allow their emotions to  control  their 

existence.

25.  The emotional swings are characteristic of young believers and  are 

eliminated by the intake and application of doctrine.

26.  These emotional ups and downs do  not  advance  you,  and  lead  to 

frustration.

27.  The adjusted believer stays on an even keel  by  adjusting  to  the 

word of God, and not becoming emotional in regard to it.

28.  Abel means breath or vanity and now expresses their attitude toward 

their offspring.

29.  Between the birth of Cain and Abel,  obviously  they  continued  to 

grow and advance spiritually.

30.  We can observe Cain to  be  the  oldest  in  the  family,  who  was 

regarded as something wonderful, and Abel to be the little  brother  who 

was a nothing.

31.  As we will see raising a child like Cain  leads  to  arrogance  and 

insubordination on his part, but being tough on Abel leads to the  first 

mature believer on the planet.

32.  Parents should not inculcate into  their  children  that  they  are 

something wonderful, because then they begin to see themselves  in  that 

light.  Esp oldest children

33.  Children should all be made aware that they are only special before 

the Lord if they manifest positive volition toward His Word.

34.  Also when parents fawn over their children and act as if  they  can 

do no wrong, the child expects this from others in society.

35.  The worst result is that they become like Cain and  will  not  even 

recognize the authority of the Lord over them.  vs 5-6

36.  The narrative advances skipping over many years and we  learn  that 

each of the boys selected their own vocation.

37.  There is no indication that either of these vocations were  in  any 

inferior to the other.  Both are honorable

38.  It appears that Abel selected his vocation  before  Cain  did,  and 

this is due to the fact that he  was  a  believer,  and  identified  the 

keeping of flocks with the grace of God.  The skins  for  clothing,  the 

sacrifice of the innocent for the guilty,  the  helplessness  of  sheep, 

etc.

39.  Cain, however, was a self sufficient type who decided to  make  his 

way from the production of the cursed earth.

VS 3  SO IT CAME ABOUT IN THE  COURSE  OF  TIME  THAT  CAIN  BROUGHT  AN 

OFFERING TO THE LORD OF THE  FRUIT  OF  THE  GROUND.   (this  phrase  is 

repeated many times throughout the OT and is the wc + Qal impf  hyh,  it 

indicates a lapse of unspecified time--pref. m +m.s.n /q + pl  ,Oy  from 

an end of days=in the course of time, or after some time--wc =that--CAIN 

--Hiph impf XOB caused to come, hence bring--pref m  +yrP--d.a.  +hmdX-- 

f.s.n hxnm this word means a gift offered to a superior, often it  is  a 

gift of grain or such apart from animals, but note here  that  in  vs  4 

Abels offering is called a minchah.   In  Gen.  32  this  word  is  used 

repeatedly as an offering to placate a hostile individual  32:20  In our 

context it symbolizes propitiation, satisfying the +R of God  in  regard 

to sin--pref l +YHWH

VS 4 AND ABEL ON HIS PART ALSO BROUGHT OF THE FIRSTLINGS  OF  HIS  FLOCK 

AND OF THEIR FAT PORTIONS  (v +ABEL--Hiph pf XOB--adv ,g +pers pron  XVh 

indeed, he, =on his part also--pref. m +f.p.n rOkB  first  borns,   This 

word family is significant in the OT in regard to men and  animals.   In 

regard to men, the first born enjoyed a position of  blessing  that  the 

others did not.  He received the father's blessing, and a double portion 

of the inheritance.  This could all be forfeited by giving it away or by 

activity which rendered one disqualified.   Gen.  25:29ff,  35:22.   The 

Lord claimed the firstborn of men and animals  for  Himself--f.s.n  +3ms 

suff ]Xj flock--v +pref m +m.s.n blx fat or fatness, emphasizes the best 

or most excellent of anything)  AND THE LORD HAD REGARD FOR ABEL AND FOR 

HIS OFFERING;  (wc +YHWH +Qal  impf  hiw  15X,  to  look  at  or  regard 

something, when followed by lX to look at with approval--prep lX--ABEL-- 

v+prep 'el--f.s.n hxnm)

VS 5A  BUT FOR CAIN AND FOR HIS OFFERING HE HAD NO REGARD   (v+prep  'el 

+CAIN--v +'el +minchah--neg Xl +Qal pf hiw He did not approve)

SUMMARY VS 3-5A

1.  vs 3 begins with an indefinite expression to denote  an  unspecified 

length of time had elapsed.

2.  There is nothing to indicate how long, or how old the brothers  were 

when this incident took place.

3.  The fact that both brothers brought an offering  at  the  same  time 

indicates that the offering was already an established situation.

4.  In the OT before the Law, the family  priesthood  was  the  Divinely 

instituted system for believers.

5.  The head of each household exercised the function of the priest.

6.  The fact that both sons are offering sacrifice indicates  that  they 

had reached an age of independence from their father.

7.  It was during this time that Abel advanced spiritually to the  point 

of MAJG, and Cain has remained an unbeliever.

8.  Both of the men bring an offering to the Lord.

9.  The offering or minchah is observed in Genesis to be something which 

someone offers to one whom they regard as hostile, and wish to appease.  

Gen. 32:14,19,21,22, 43:11,15,26

10.  This offering is designed to teach the  doctrine  of  propitiation, 

the satisfying or appeasing of an offended God.

11.  The attribute in view is +R, which must be satisfied in  regard  to 

the violations or sins which men have committed.

12.  While there is no specific law system in place at this time,  under 

the STA it is obvious that Cain and Abel could not live in line with +R.

13.  This should have been evident to them and caused them to  seek  out 

how God could be satisfied in regard to their sins.  Rom. 1:19

14.  As they had surely learned from Adam the concept  of  the  innocent 

sacrifice being put to death to provide an acceptable covering.

15.  Abel manifests  his  understanding  of  these  doctrines  with  his 

sacrifice, and Cain manifests his rejection of these doctrines with his.

16.  The reality which is not spelled out here is that  Abel  recognized 

his sinfulness and that such activity was an affront to the +R of God.

17.  Cain did not recognize his lack and failing before the Lord, and so 

has no sense of need or of falling short of God's +R.

18.  The direct statement is that God did not have regard for Cain,  and 

He approved of Abel.

19.  His attitude toward each one is also seen in  his  attitude  toward 

their offering.

20.  Cain is merely going through the  motions  of  sacrifice,  with  no 

understanding of the reality behind it.

21.  He is a perfect picture of the religious person who hopes  to  gain 

the favor and acceptance of God in his own way or under his own system.

22.  He brings an offering without the shedding of blood, which portrays 

the spiritual death of Christ, and  arrogantly  assumes  that  God  will 

accept it.

23.  Righteousness is not satisfied with the  works  of  mans  hands  in 

regard to their violations of +R.

24.  Someone must pay that which is due, spiritual death, as illustrated 

by the shedding of blood of an innocent animal.

25.  The fruit of the ground may be enough to sustain human life, but it 

is not enough to satisfy the +R of God.

26.  Beyond the lack  of  sacrifice,  the  fruit  of  the  cursed  earth 

represents the production of those under the STA, which will not  please 

God.  Rom. 8:7

27.  Abel on his part  demonstrates  a  thorough  understanding  of  the 

doctrines related to propitiation and sacrifice.

28.  He brought the first borns  from  his  flock,  indicating  that  he 

grasped the concept of the first born.

29.  He sacrificed an innocent substitute, indicating that he recognized 

his own sinfulness and the +R of God, and the concept of substitutionary 

atonement.

30.  The thinking and doctrine  of  each  man  was  reflected  in  their 

offering, and  God  honored  the  doctrine  of  Abel  and  accepted  his 

offering.

31.  This was manifested  by  consuming  the  offering  with  fire,  and 

leaving Cain's offering alone.

32.  Abel due to his positive volition and  doctrinal  understanding  is 

elevated to the status of firstborn, and due to  negative  volition  and 

unbelief, Cain is demoted.

33.  Note also the relative merits of  their  offerings,  which  express 

their attitude toward sacrifice.

34.  Cain's was something nondescript and  ordinary,  Abel  offered  the 

very best which he had.   Application  to  believers  is  to  keep  your 

priorities straight and in regard to offerings of time, money,  talents, 

etc. to place God and His plan first, not to give  what  you  have  left 

over or don't need.

VS 5B  SO CAIN BECAME VERY ANGRY AND HIS FACE FELL  (wc +Qal impf hrx to 

burn  or  be  kindled,  used  to  express  anger  +  adv.  dXm  very  or 

exceedingly--CAIN--HIS FACES--wc +Qal impf lp)

VS 6  THEN THE LORD SAID TO CAIN,  (wc  +Qal  impf  rmX--YHWH--TO  CAIN)  

"WHY ARE YOU ANGRY? AND  WHY  HAS  YOUR  COUNTENANCE  FALLEN?   (Pref  l 

+interr hm for what reason, why--Qal pf hrx same verb as before, +pref l 

+2ms suff TO YOU--AND WHY YOUR HAS FALLEN)

VS 7  "IF YOU DO WELL, WILL NOT YOUR COUNTENANCE BE LIFTED UP?   (interr 

h + neg lo'--hypothetical particle ,X  if--Hiph  impf  buy  if  you  are 

caused to do good or right, if you have the inner motivation to do  that 

which should be done--Qal inf const Xwn to be lifted up  as  opposed  to 

fallen, to have a happy face which mirrors what is in the soul)  AND  IF 

YOU DO NOT DO WELL, SIN IS CROUCHING FOR THE OPENING, AND HIS DESIRE  IS 

FOR YOU, BUT YOU MUST RULE OVER HIM  (v +hypoth ,X  if--neg  Xl  +  Hiph 

impf buy if you are not motivated to do what should be done--f.s.n  tXUx 

this word can mean sin as in Gen. 18:20 or sin offering as in  Ex  29:14  

there is much debate over how to translate this verse,  whether  sin  is 

personified (Satan) as lurking for an opportunity seeking to  rule  over 

the UB, or if a sin offering is close by, (at the door) and  Abel  truly 

hopes that Cain gets his act together and regains the right of the first 

born.  In either case this is difficult to translate  I  am  taking  the 

more accepted of the two interpretations.   Grammatically  Abel  is  not 

mentioned and to make him the unspoken subject of the final two verbs is 

rather obtuse.  Also the Participle crouching is a masculine, and almost 

every one applies it to the feminine noun chatta'h, so in  the  interest 

of consistency, I will take sin to be the subject of the final two verbs

--Qal act part. /br to lie down or recline, to crouch.  Used of  literal 

animals and used figuratively Ezk 29:3, Gen. 49:14--pref  l  +d.a.+m.s.n 

xtP used of doors and openings into physical structures like a  tent,  a 

house, the tabernacle, used figuratively of opportunity.  Did not find a 

place where a b was used with this word in Moses  writings,  if  he  had 

wanted to say at the door, he would have not used a  l  but  simply  the 

word door--f.s.n +3ms suff refers to the same thing  as  the  participle 

hqVwT used 3X, here and Gen 3:16, and Song of Sol. 7:10 of the other two 

usages, both have a lust or sexual connotation, very strong  desire-prep 

lX +2ms--v +pers pron. =you yourself--Qal impf lwm to rule over or  have 

dominion, to exercise authority over, used in 3:16

SUMMARY 5B-7

1.  God has previously expressed his attitude toward Cain  and  Abel  by 

His response to their respective offerings.

2.  Abel He approves of and expresses this  by  consuming  his  offering 

with fire.

3.  Cain He does not approve of and so rejects the offering.

4.  Cain is an unbeliever who rejects the concept of sin and the need to 

propitiate or satisfy the +R of God.

5.  Abel is a believer who expresses his understanding and acceptance of 

the doctrine by his offering.

6.  As a result of Divine rejection, Cain becomes  very  angry,  and  of 

course does not blame himself in any way for the present rejection.

7.  He realizes that God has honored Abel and  rejected  him  under  the 

concept of the firstborn.

8.  He is obviously unhappy, and the  expression  on  his  face  betrays 

this.

9.  There can be no other sense attributed to vs 6 than God communicated 

with Cain.  Heb. 1:1

10.  He asks Cain two questions designed to deal with the problem  which 

is troubling him.

11.  He first tells Cain that He recognizes that mentally Cain is  angry 

and and upset.

12.  This should lead Cain to realize that his reason for being  mad  is 

because of what God has done.

13.  When people reject the D/VP, it is  God  that  they  are  genuinely 

angry at.

14.  Yet like Cain, they manifest their displeasure with God, by  taking 

it out on a person, who has truly done nothing to them.

15.  These questions should make Cain realize that he has a problem with 

God.

16.  The third question in vs 7 indicates that  Cain  can  yet  make  an 

adjustment in his thinking and experience +H.

17.  The adjustment is of course to become a believer, that is the sense 

of doing good.

18.  The last part of vs 7 constitutes a  dire  warning  of  the  conse- 

quences of continued UB.

19.  If you choose to remain in this condition, someone  is  waiting  on 

you and their desire is to destroy you.

20.  Satan is here personified as  lurking  about  and  waiting  for  an 

opening to attack.  IPet. 5:8

21.  If you choose to remain an unbeliever and reject  the  Divine  way, 

Satan will have his way with you.

22.  If you believe, even though he desires  to  destroy  you,  you  can 

ultimately overcome him.

23.  What is true of Satan in the spiritual realm, is true of the STA in 

the body of humanity.

24.  The STA desires to rule the real you, but you can overcome  it  via 

SAJG and BD.  Rom. 6:6,12

VS 8  AND CAIN TOLD ABEL HIS BROTHER.  (CAIN--wc +Qal  impf  rmX  said-- 

prep 'el +ABEL--m.s.n xX)  AND IT CAME ABOUT WHEN THEY WERE IN THE FIELD 

THAT CAIN ROSE UP AGAINST ABEL HIS BROTHER AND KILLED HIM  (wc +Qal impf 

hyh  it became, it happened--pref b +Qal inf const. +3mps  suff  hyh  in 

their becoming in the field--pref b +hdw--wc +Qal impf mVq to rise  up-- 

CAIN--prep 'el +lbh--his brother--wc + Qal impf grh has a broad range of 

usages, usually used of men killing other men with violence)

SUMMARY VS 8

1.  Vs 8 contains the enigmatic statement that Cain  said  something  to 

Abel his brother.

2.  What he said is not recorded, and we will not  add  any  speculative 

guesses to the endless list of those who have previously guessed.

3.  The principle of interpretation is to speak only where the scripture 

speaks, and not to insert your own ideas, guesses, speculation, etc.

4.  This is information which is not necessary to your spiritual  growth 

or it would be in the WOG.

5.  What does stand out in this verse is the  repetition  of  the  words 

Abel his brother.

6.  This crime is committed against someone within his own  family,  who 

likely trusted his older brother.

7.  At some unspecified time, the two brothers were out  in  the  field, 

each working in his chosen profession.

8.  Cain takes this opportunity to eliminate his brother  Abel,  who  he 

felt had supplanted him as the firstborn.

9.  In reality Abel had done nothing except acclimate  to  God  and  His 

plan, while Cain's negative volition had tripped him up.

10.  It is obvious here that negative volition  under  the  STA  has  no 

qualms in regard to family relationships.

11.  Cain performed this murder away from all other eyes, in secret.

12.  The NT sheds some further light on the nature of the murder and the 

mentality behind it.

13.  IJn. 3:12 indicates that  Cain  sacrificed  Abel  by  slitting  his 

throat and bleeding him to death.

14.  Abel was the first martyr in the AC, killed by a religious UB,  who 

was the seed of the serpent.

15.  His human good system of religion is specifically called a part  of 

evil in IJn. 3:12.

16.  He demonstrates his solidarity with Satan in the willful murder  of 

an innocent person.

17.  His crime was particularly heinous as he offered the innocent blood 

of his brother to God.

18.  This, as he supposed, would eliminate the competition and he  would 

rightly reassume the blessings of the firstborn.

VS 9  THEN THE LORD SAID TO CAIN,   (YHWH--wc  +Qal  impf  'amar--'el  + 

CAIN)  "WHERE IS ABEL YOUR BROTHER?"  (interrog adv  yX  where--HEBHEL-- 

xX +2ms suff)  AND HE SAID, "I DO NOT KNOW.  AM I MY BROTHER'S  KEEPER?"  

(Qal impf rmX--neg Xl + Qal pf idy--interrog h +Qal act part  const  rmW 

to keep, watch or guard.  Ptc=watchman or shepherd--m.s.n xX--pers  pron 

1cs)

VS10  AND HE SAID  ('amar here YHWH is  the  subject)   "WHAT  HAVE  YOU 

DONE? THE VOICE OF YOUR BROTHER'S BLOOD IS CRYING TO ME FROM THE GROUND" 

(interr hm what--Qal pf 2ms hwi manufactured--m.s.n lOq--m.p.n ,D bloods 

indicates the manner of death, bleeding--'ach +2ms--Qal act part qij  to 

cry out, to call out--prep 'el +1cs suff--prep ]m + d.a. +f.s.n hmdX

SUMMARY VS 9-10

1.  After the murder of Abel, God seeks Cain and questions him regarding 

Abel his brother.

2.  Not to secure information, but to bring Cain to a confession of  his 

crime before God.

3.  Note the different response of  Adam  and  Eve  when  questioned  as 

compared to the negative Cain.

4.  Adam and Eve were ruled by the STA and used evasive tactics to  seek 

to cover their guilt and wrongdoing.

5.  Cain, ruled by the STA and negative, lies outright to God, and seeks 

to justify his alleged ignorance of the whereabouts of his brother.

6.  The fact is Cain did know where Abel was.

7.  He betrays the fact that he is like his father the devil, a liar and 

a murderer.

8.  Cain then impudently asks if he has  somehow  been  singled  out  to 

watch over Abel.

9.  The force of his question is further betrays his  callous  disregard 

for his flesh and blood.

10.  He asks God, why are you asking me, do you think I  am  responsible 

for Abel.

11.  There is no hint of  guilt,  remorse,  or  any  attempt  to  accept 

responsibility for his actions.

12.  God then directly asks Cain what He knew all along, what  have  you 

done??

13.  Cain's unbelief and rejection by God prompted  him  to  manufacture 

MAS of jealousy, hatred and anger toward his brother Abel.

14.  These sins are the forerunners of the overt act of murder.

15.  The NT further amplifies the  nature  of  these  sins  before  God.  

Matt. 5:21-24, 7:12; IJn. 2:9-11, 3:11-15

16.  The word blood is plural in vs 10 indicating  the  violent,  bloody 

nature of his death.  bled to death as a sacrifice IJn3:15

17.  The blood of innocent people may not make a sound to  mankind,  yet 

God hears the blood crying out for justice.

18.  Every person who is murdered has a right to justice.

19.  Since there is no institution to provide justice at this  point  in 

the AC, God Himself executes justice for Abel.

20.  After the flood the principle of capital punishment for  the  crime 

of murder was instituted.  Gen. 9:5-6

21.  This principle has not been  revoked  or  modified,  and  societies 

which do not execute justice for the wronged manifest the fact that they 

are out of touch with the D/VP.  Rom. 13:4

22.  In spite of this, God is keenly  aware  of  the  innocent  who  are 

murdered and will execute justice for them.

23.  Omniscience was a witness to the murder and the  testimony  of  the 

shed blood of Abel is  the  necessary  second  witness  to  convict  the 

murderer.

SUMMARY VS 11-12

1.  vs 11-12 constitute the divine response to the actions of Cain.

2.  It is important to keep before you that Cain is of the seed  of  the 

serpent, negative, and has no intention of altering his VP.

3.  As such, he receives the first curse from God rendered upon a  human 

being.

4.  He has  manifested  his  negative  volition  and  rejection  of  the 

spiritual adjustments by his rejection of the sacrificial system and the 

murder of his brother.

5.  Nevertheless, his curse is divided into two separate parts,  neither 

of which preclude his adjustment to God.

6.  The first part of the curse in vs 11 is general, and refers  to  the 

fact that a new relationship will now exist in regard  to  the  soil  on 

which he lives, and cultivates.

7.  The picture in vs 11 is a graphic representation of how  God  viewed 

the criminal activity of Cain.

8.  Cain is viewed as taking innocent blood, and  pouring  it  into  the 

waiting mouth of one who will drink it down.

9.  The earth is pictured as  an  unwitting  participant  in  this  most 

heinous crime, dragged in by Cain.

10.  Both parts of the curse and Cain's new relationship with  the  soil 

is spelled out in vs 12.

11.  The first part of the curse will be in regard to  his  agricultural 

livelihood.

12.  No matter what Cain may do or try, he will never  again  cause  the 

ground to yield productively for him.

13.  This principle should be true for all criminals, when  you  violate 

the rights of another, you lose your rights.

14.  His flourishing agricultural practice is lost to  him  due  to  his 

crime.

15.  When  a  criminal  loses  his  legitimate  occupation  through  his 

criminal activity, this is the justice of God.

16.  This is the lot of the criminal, he must struggle to a great degree 

to obtain what God provides for others more readily.

17.   Because  he  rejected  the  legitimate  means  of  getting  ahead, 

adjustment to God and His plan, God now denies him legitimate things.

18.  As he sought to plunder the prosperity of Abel, now his lot will be 

the denial of any prosperity by God.

19.  The law should make the lot of the criminal so hard, that men  will 

not resort to criminal activity to get ahead.

20.  The second part of his curse is in regard to his environment.

21.  He  will  no  longer  be  allowed  to  live  in  a  stable,  secure 

environment since he violated the security of another.

22.  Because he is not to be prospered under the  legitimate  system  of 

working for a living, he will not desire to stay in any one place.

23.  He will lose the relationship with his parents, and be relegated to 

the life of a wandering vagrant.

24.  The first participle emphasizes the fact that Cain will  no  longer 

reside in one geographic locale.

25.  This points out the lack of stability of those who opt for crime.

26.  The second participle emphasizes that he is unstable due to a  fear 

or paranoia in regard to those around him.

27.  This is the lot of the criminal, he lives in fear, since he is sure 

that all men are like himself.  Lev. 26:17,36; Prov. 28:1

28.  The murderer has no peace with  himself,  with  God,  or  with  the 

environment around him.  Isa. 57:20-21, 59:8

VS 13  AND CAIN SAID TO THE LORD, MY PUNISHMENT IS TOO  GREAT  TO  BEAR!  

(AND CAIN SAID TO YHWH--adj.m.s lOdG great of magnitude or extent--m.s.n

SUMMARY VS 13-15

1.  Cain responds to the sentence of YHWH in the typical  fashion  of  a 

criminal.

2.  He is not concerned about the enormity of his wrong, or  the  murder 

of an innocent man, he is merely concerned about how this impacts him.

3.  The cruel and selfish nature of Cain is here further exposed.

4.  His complaint is basically a statement  that  God  has  imposed  too 

harsh a punishment on his crime.

5.  His lot in life is more than one could  be  reasonably  expected  to 

bear, or so he says.

6.  He recites the punishment which has been  levied  against  him,  and 

adds one noticeable change, which sheds further light on his character.

7.  God had not said anything about Cain being barred  permanently  from 

His presence.

8.  Cain  adds  this  statement  revealing  his  negative  volition  and 

expressing no intention of changing his mind on any of these matters.

9.  He at least recognizes that God is not going to compromise or change 

and since he knows he is not either, he admits that  there  will  be  no 

further need for communication.

10.  Cain was a recalcitrant, unbelieving criminal who was of  the  evil 

one.  IJn. 3:12

11.  He correctly names the various aspects of the punishment which  God 

has inflicted on him.

    a.  The loss of his chosen profession and livelihood.

    b.  The loss of a stable environment and permanent home.

    c.  The constant movement produced by the paranoia of the fugitive.

12.  Notice that his complaint now focuses on that which really disturbs 

him, and that is the fact that someone may do to him what he has done to 

Abel.

13.  This is part of the  MA  fear  under  which  criminals  live,  that 

someone may catch up to them and they may get what they deserve.

14.  The fact is Cain recognizes that he really has no right to  further 

life, and so fears his own murder.

15.  Interesting words from the man who introduced murder into the human 

race.

16.  Typical of the  criminal  mind  to  disregard  the  rights  of  the 

innocent and focus on the judgment of the guilty.

17.  As usual he exaggerates the  nature  of  the  case  and  says  that 

everybody who comes across him will want to kill him.

18.  Before the flood, there was no capital punishment, God reserved the 

right of life and death to Himself.

19.  He sets a precedent here and does not kill Cain,  but  demonstrates 

through Cain the nature of the life of the criminal.

20.  And if that is not sufficient punishment for the  criminal,  anyone 

who murders Cain will endure a punishment seven times worse.

21.  God demonstrates that He is totally capable  of  dealing  with  the 

criminal and avenging the wrongs which they perpetrate.

22.  As a believer you must commit the wrongs done to you to a  faithful 

creator.  Rom. 12:17-21; IPet. 4:19

23.  God here does not allow revenge tactics, even  in  the  case  of  a 

capital offense.

24.  God establishes punishments for crime, and this is designed to keep 

the human race from self destructing.

25.  Note that the first murder did not come as a result of an abundance 

of weapons, but is seen for what it is, STA activity.  This answers  the 

idiots who desire gun control, legislation of the law abiding  will  not 

stop the criminal.  Do you think criminals will register their guns if a 

law is enacted??

26.  What  is  often  not  commented  on  here  is  that  this  sentence 

apparently had the desired effect, and there is no  evidence  that  Cain 

continued to kill.

27.  The idea that punishment is  not  a  deterrent  to  crime  is  here 

refuted, and is spelled out specifically in other places.

28.  While Cain was concerned that someone would kill  him,  God  places 

some sort of sign that warned men not to even strike Cain.

29.  The nature of the sign was such that it effectively  warned  others 

of the sevenfold worse judgment which  would  come  upon  them  if  they 

attacked Cain.

30. The sign was a visible warning which men heeded.

VS 16  THEN CAIN WENT OUT FROM THE PRESENCE OF THE LORD  (CAIN--wc + Qal

SUMMARY VS 16-17

1.  God pronounced the divine sentence on Cain in vs 11-12.

2.  Here it is stated that Cain departed of his own choice from the land 

of Eden and the presence of YHWH.

3.  This is the nature of those who are negative and reject the plan  of 

God, they eventually will depart from those who embrace it.  IJn. 2:19

4.  For those who do not accept the plan of God, there is  nothing  more 

miserable than having to be around and listen to those who do.

5.  This creates a real sense of their spiritual lack and causes them to 

become quite uncomfortable.

6.  Most of the time people take the path of  Cain,  leave  rather  than 

acclimate to the truth.

7.  He moved to an area east of Eden known as the  land  of  Nod,  which 

means wandering.

8.  This place of wandering was in contrast to the land of  Eden,  which 

means delight.

9.  Cain took along a sister whom he had chosen for  his  wife,  and  it 

appears that she willingly accompanied him.

10.  The inception of the  human  race  allowed  for  marriages  between 

family members and this was an acceptable practice.

11.  From the time of the ML this practice has been banned.  Lev 18:6-18

12.  The time lapse from the birth of Cain and Abel to the time of vs 17 

has certainly allowed for the formation of a large family  by  Adam  and 

Eve.

13.  The interesting thing to note  here  is  the  fact  that  Cain  was 

obviously not the only negative one in the family, others gravitated  to 

him.

14.  One was a sister whom he married and of course they engaged in sex.

15.  She became pregnant and gave birth to a son, Enoch.

16.  During this general time frame that Cain began the  building  of  a 

city in the land which he had chosen to dwell.

17.  This is more significant than it may appear, since the ancient city 

was  a  permanent  settlement  which  was  surrounded  by  a  wall   for 

protection.

18.  For Cain, the city was a direct attempt to circumvent the curse  of 

vs 12.

19.  The permanency was an attempt to avoid vagrancy and the  protective 

nature was designed to alleviate the fear and paranoia of the fugitive.

20.  This is the nature of the seed of  the  serpent,  they  attempt  to 

substitute good things in the place of divinely correct things.

21.  They have no fellowship with God, so they  remove  themselves  from 

God's presence.

22.  They have no fellowship  with  the  seed  of  the  woman,  so  they 

congregate with like-minded negative types.

23.  Cain builds a city that exalts family life and relationships  above 

the spiritual relationships of BD.

24.  This is a characteristic  of  the  STA  and  it  is  evident  among 

believers to this very day, and that is the exaltation of  the  physical 

family over the Royal family.

25.  We note that some consider family togetherness to be  the  pinnacle 

of human existence and so build their city around the family.

26.  The Cainite civilization will be  characterized  by  attempting  to 

provide for themselves a life that is worthwhile  and  fulfilling  apart 

from God or His plan.

27.  They are all engaged in the frantic search for fulfillment  by  the 

pursuit of culture, relationships, architecture, art, achievement, etc.

28.  Another example of human pride is observed in  the  naming  of  the 

city after his son, further exposing  his  attempt  to  build  his  life 

around his family.  Many attempt to live their lives like Cain,  through 

their children, and so get their kids involved in all  sorts  of  things 

which are somehow supposed to get them ahead in the world, or help  them 

to make a name for themselves, this is  vanity.   Pursue  BD  and  never 

encourage your children to do less.

29.  The cosmos is a group of like-minded negative  people,  among  whom 

the believer never really fits in, since he is an alien and  a  stranger 

to the world system.  IPet. 2:11, Heb. 11:8-10

30.  Note here that no evolution of men's abilities was necessary,  they 

had both the ingenuity and know how to build a city  during  the  second 

generation of human life on the planet.

VS 18  NOW TO ENOCH WAS BORN IRAD;  (wc +Niph impf dly passive. was born 

--Pref l +ENOCH--s.d.o +dryi derived from the word for city, a city  man 

or townsman)  AND IRAD BECAME THE FATHER OF MEHUJAEL  (IRAD--Qal pf  3ms

SUMMARY VS 18

1.  Moses continues here with the genealogy of the Cainites.

2.  Like all other  scripture  these  lists  are  inspired  by  God  and 

profitable to the believer.

3.  Cain was the first generation, and was of the seed  of  the  serpent 

and rejected God and His plan.

4.  He was a religious reversionist who offered the works of  his  hands 

instead of the prescribed sacrifice, which pointed to Christ.

5.  He moved away from the presence of God and began an  entire  culture 

which was predicated upon negative volition.

6.  His emphasis on the family is seen in the third generation  and  the 

naming of a city after his son.

7.  vs 17-18 contain the names of 6 individuals who  are  indicative  of 

the six generations of humanity which followed in the line of Cain.

8.  Of each nothing is stated  in  vs 17 except  their  name,  which  is 

obviously significant in terms of their respective generation.

9.  Enoch  as  we  have  noted  means  a  beginning  or  dedication  and 

emphasizes the institution of a  civilization  apart  from  God  or  the 

principles of BD.

10.  The emphasis was upon the  family  and  building  a  society  which 

sought to provide men with pseudo versions of life, fellowship, etc.

11.  This is the nature of the cosmos, they seek to obtain that which is 

only truly available through relationship and fellowship with God.

12.  The city becomes a focal point in their new system of life as  seen 

in the name of the third generation descendant, Irad.

13.  His name is derived from the word city 'ir, and emphasizes that men 

were engaged heavily in the city concept of life for their security  and 

livelihood.

14.  Irad has a son, whose name likely means destroyed by God.

15.  This generation was evil enough to bring the wrath of God  down  in 

temporal judgment, and many of that generation came under wrath.

16.  The fifth generation is a testimony to grace and positive volition, 

as seen in the name Methushael which means man of God.

17.  In this godless system,  one  name  stands  out  of  the  spiritual 

barrenness which surrounded him.

18.  Positive volition may come from any person, in any environment,  at 

any time in history.

19.  Even though his society was under the judgment of God and sought  a 

lifestyle apart from God, some responded to grace and believed.

20.  For the believer there  is  no  room  for  geographical,  cultural, 

racial, or any other form of arrogance.

21.  The  sixth  generation  was  characterized  by  one  Lamech,  whose 

name signifies strong or strength.

22.  As we  shall  see,  this  generation  was  arrogant,  violent,  and 

committed to the advancement of man through discovery and achievement.

23.  While no dates are given for the Cainite civilization,  a  parallel 

civilization was dated, and existed contemporaneously with it.

24.  These six generations span a time of approx. 1200+ years.

25.  With the longevity of the prediluvean culture, you are dealing with 

a population of well over a million people.  This assumes  doubling  the 

population every 50 years, it is doubling currently every 100 years with 

a seventy year lifespan.  Keep in mind that Adam  lived  to  see  Noah's 

father, and only died 100 years before Noah's birth.

VS 19 AND LAMECH TOOK TO HIMSELF TWO WIVES; THE  NAME  OF  THE  ONE  WAS 

ADAH, AND THE NAME OF THE OTHER, ZILLAH  (LAMECH--wc +  Qal  impf  xql-- 

pref l +3ms--f.s.n. const. two of +f.p.n hWX two women or wives--name of 

the one or first--hdi adornment or ornament, she was a looker,  physical 

beauty, and this is the basis for many a marriage, the  overt  package-- 

and the name of the second--hLj probably from tsel shade or  shadow  and 

hence her complexion, dark.  It could refer to the  fact  that  she  was 

constantly after Lamech, hence a chaser, which is inappropriate)

SUMMARY VS19

1.  In the sixth generation we find Lamech to be the first to  repudiate 

the divine order for marriage.

2.  God created one woman for each man, but Lamech repudiates  that  and 

takes two wives for himself.

3.  The phrase took to himself, means to marry, and while there  was  no 

formal  ceremony  in  that  time,  cohabitation   sexually   constituted 

consummation of the union.

4.  The phrase took to himself does not imply the unwilling surrender of 

the two women, they were active participants in bigamy.

5.  The names of the two women are once again all the information we are 

given about their generation.

6.  The first is Adah, which means beauty or adornment.

7.  Adah was likely well built, attractive, desirable, and yet  reflects 

no doctrine at all.  this is the nature of many women today the emphasis 

is completely on the overt, and most males fall for an overt package.

8.  The name of the second is slightly more obscure,  but  likely  means 

shadow.

9.  The significant thing here is the  introduction  of  bigamy,  which 

will lead ultimately to polygamy in the human race.

10.  Note that it came from the Cainite civilization,  the  cosmos,  and 

later would be adopted by the people of God.

11.  God tolerated this under His permissive will, but it is not  to  be 

construed as a part of the Divine plan for man, which we  have  seen  in 

Gen. 2  Mark 10:3-9

12.  Man seeks to achieve happiness via pursuit of women, but a  variety 

of women will not compensate the soul for lack of fellowship  with  God.  

Eccles. IKings 11:1-9

VS 20  AND ADAH GAVE BIRTH TO JABAL; HE WAS  THE  FATHER  OF  THOSE  WHO 

DWELL IN TENTS AND HAVE LIVESTOCK  (wc + Qal impf  dly  brought  forth--

SUMMARY VS 20-21

1.  vs 20-22 give us information regarding the seventh  generation,  and 

makes note of 4 individuals from that generation.

2.  Two of those noted were sons  of  Adah  and  two  were  children  of 

Zillah.

3.  The first mentioned is one Jabal.

4.  To become the father of some group means to originate the idea for a 

particular lifestyle or pursuit.

5.  Jabal was the originator of the  concept  of  nomadic  life  with  a 

portable home.

6.  He also originated the idea of amassing wealth via the  accumulation 

of livestock.

7.  Both lifestyles are a substitute  for  relationship  and  fellowship 

with God and do not ultimately provide happiness.

8.  This is the nature of the cosmic Cainite line,  they  are  inventive 

and determined to find that which can bring them  happiness  apart  from 

God and His plan.

9.  Constant travel does not bring happiness, and in fact  the  idea  of 

constant moving and wandering was a part of the curse on Cain.

10.  For the adjusted believer, the settled existence is one mark of the 

blessing and rest of God.

11.  The accumulation of wealth and riches does not provide happiness to 

the soul but many have pursued  this  existence.   Eccl.  2:1-11,  ITim. 

6:6-10

12.  The second son of Adah, Jubal was the one who pioneered the pursuit 

of the musical arts.

13.  While there is nothing morally wrong with music  or  with  anything 

these people will originate, none of what they pursue advances the  bel. 

or commends him to God.

14.  Music is designed to appeal to the intellect and emotions,  through 

the lyrics and melody.

15.  Mankind has gone over 1000 years before music comes on  the  scene, 

so it is evident that music is not a necessity to life.

16.  This verse emphasizes the pursuit of the arts and culture which the 

cosmos substitutes for the pursuit of BD.

SUMMARY VS 22

1.  The second wife of Cain is not neglected in  the  account,  and  two 

of her children of the seventh generation are noted.

2.  The first is Tubal-cain, who was a person  skilled  in  the  art  of 

working with metal.

3.  He developed the  skills  necessary  to  manufacture  implements  of 

bronze and iron.

4.  These run the gamut from  small  utensils,  to  farming  implements, 

cutting implements, and likely weapons.

5.  The note at the end of vs 22 is quite significant and expresses  the 

basic mentality of the family of Lamech.

6.  The name  of  Tubal-cains  sister  is  pleasant  or  agreeable,  and 

emphasizes the nature of this generation.

7.  They sought happiness in the circumstances of life  and  so  pursued 

the business of making their environment as pleasant as possible.

8.  They pursued gratification in this life by the exploitation of their 

talents and making their world a better place in which to live.

9.  Note that none of these things which they pursued are  a  substitute 

for relationship with God.

10.  Neither are they evil  in  themselves,  but  pursuit  of  them  can 

certainly distract one from the important issues of life.

11.  In the line of Cain no mention is made of  any  sort  of  spiritual 

pursuits or accomplishments, just the pursuit of worldly gratification.

12.  These boys names are all related, and have  the  nuance  of  making 

noise.

13.  They were the noise makers of their society, people looked to  them 

and  they  enjoyed  a  certain  position  due  to  their   talents   and 

achievements.

14.  However with the close of vs 24 we never hear of  them  again,  and 

the same is true for the movers and shakers today, once they  pass  from 

the scene, they are quickly forgotten.

15.  The cosmic emphasis on making a name in the world, to  ensure  that 

your memory will live on after you is vanity.  Eccles. 2:16-21

VS 23  AND LAMECH SAID TO HIS WIVES ADAH AND ZILLAH  (wc +Qal impf rmX-- 

LAMECH--to his wives--ADAH AND ZILLAH)  HEAR MY VOICE  WIVES  OF  LAMECH

SUMMARY VS 23-24

1.  vs 23 begins with a continuation which links it to  the  information 

which has just preceded it.

2.  The link is between the music of Jubal and the  weapons  which  were 

forged by Tubal-cain.

3.  Lamech takes something from each of his sons as is seen in  what  is 

here recorded.

4.  What is recorded here is the first piece of poetry or  possibly  the 

first song.

5.  The nature of the song is seen in the fact that it contains elements 

of boasting, arrogance, violence, revenge and culture.

6.  The author of the piece is the same 6th generation Lamech of vs 19.

7.  He begins by demanding an audience for  his  performance,  which  is 

necessary to satisfy his approbation lust and boasting.

8.  He demands that these two women pay  very  close  attention  to  his 

show.

9.  While it is not spelled out, he has taken a newly forged weapon  and 

used it to commit murder.

10.  Where Cain attempted to hide his murder of  Abel,  Lamech  publicly 

proclaims his deed.

11.  He exhibits a lack of conscience which  is  characteristic  of  the 

criminal mentality.

12.  He boasts that he has killed  a  man,  due  to  the  fact  that  he 

suffered a wound.

13.  His wound was slight, yet he demanded the ultimate  punishment  for 

the one who inflicted it.

14.  There is no evidence of any sort of grace or restraint  in  Lamech, 

but the spirit of one who demands that  any  slight  be  punished  in  a 

maximum way.

15.  His pride was what was truly wounded.

16.  It seems to me that he is discussing one event in the two  parallel 

statements, rather than two separate murders.

17.  In the second phrase we find out that the one he  killed  was  much 

younger than Lamech, and likely overmatched.

18.  Again the inflicting of a bruise hardly demands death.

19.  Yet Lamech shows no mercy and destroys anyone who would  cause  him 

any sort of wound.

20.  The height of his arrogant boasting is reached in vs 24.

21.  Cain was protected by YHWH to avoid operation vendetta and this was 

the reason Cain was to be avenged 7 fold.

22.  The law is not designed to protect the criminal,  but  to  prohibit 

crime.

23.  The  avenging  of  Cain  was  to  prevent  further  murder  in  the 

antediluvian society.

24.  Lamech now cites the Divine ordinance in order to  seek  protection 

for himself.

25.  Yet he is not claiming here that God will judge one who kills  him, 

but that he will by his own strength avenge any and every wrong done  to 

his person.

26.  The self sufficiency, arrogance, vengeance, and hatred of this  man 

is beyond belief.

27.  This verse closes the history on the line of Cain, and  points  out 

that while they may  have  great  skill  in  human  accomplishments  and 

achievements, they had no ability or desire to deal with the STA.

28.  Their civilization was marked by tremendous advance in the realm of 

making life on planet earth better.

29.  At the same time it was also marked by  unrestrained  STA  activity 

and rejection of the plan of God.

30.  Not unlike all great civilizations past and present, they may  rise 

to great heights humanly, but they are ultimately done in by  their  own 

depravity.  All great cultures  eventually  fall  from  within,  Greece, 

Rome, USA, Egypt, Babylon, etc.  History is strewn with the wreckage  of 

societies which forget God.  Ps. 9:17

VS 25  AND ADAM HAD SEX WITH WITH HIS WIFE AGAIN; AND SHE GAVE BIRTH  TO 

A SON, AND NAMED HIM SET  (ADAM--wc +Qal impf idy knew, had  sex  with--

SUMMARY VS 25-26

1.  In vs 16 it was noted that Cain departed from the  presence  of  the 

Lord, and in the account of  his  society,  the  name  of  YHWH  is  not 

mentioned.

2.  This is the nature of the human race under negative  volition,  they 

are busily engaged in all sorts of pursuits and activities, and they  do 

not have time for God.

3.  Yet for all their achievements and accomplishments and  the  ability 

to subdue their environment, they cannot manage the STA.

4.  Side by side with this society, their will  exist  another  society, 

whose emphasis is on the eternal, not just the temporal.

5.  This is the nature of man under the STA,  he  places  his  time  and 

attention on the transient things of life, and does not invest any  time 

on that which is eternal.

6.  Adam and Eve had not stopped having sex as some  surmise,  but  this 

particular time, a conception was the result.

7.  The progress of Eve spiritually may be noted in regard to her naming 

of her three sons.

    a.  Cain--she was a new believer, misapplying the promise of 3:15

    b.  Abel--disillusioned with Cain, and  now  beginning  to  see  the 

        reality of the STA and BD.

    c.  Seth--demonstrates a true understanding and maturity  in  regard 

        to this son.

8.  While vs 25 states that Eve named  Seth,  5:3  indicates  that  Adam 

named him.

9.  From this we surmise that both of them named the boys, and we can be 

sure that the spiritual progress of Adam was occurring also.

10.  Eve and Adam had failed in regard to Cain and  so  experienced  the 

tragedy of the murder of their son Abel.

11.  As a parent it is a major  mistake  to  build  your  lifestyle  and 

happiness on your children.

12.  There should be a true appreciation for them, and an  enjoyment  of 

them, but to make too much of your children is wrong.

13.  Certainly you should not build your  life  around  them  and  their 

pursuits, but around your mate.  Your husband or wife is the one God has 

provided for your happiness, not your children, they will still be  with 

you when the kids are gone.

14.  People who build their lives around the children  or  grandchildren 

are often attempting to make up for a lack in their marriage.

15.  To make a child think that they are the center of your world, leads 

them to believe that everyone else is going to do the same thing.

16.  This is how you raise a Cain.

17.  As a believer you must treat your children the same way  you  would 

treat any other believer, esp. if they are manifesting negative vol.

18.  The maladjustment in regard to Cain ultimately cost  Adam  and  Eve 

both of their sons.  Abel to murder and Cain to negative vol.

19.  They name this son Seth, which means one appointed or set, hence  a 

replacement.

20.  Eve believed the promise of 3:15 and realized that God  would  have 

to continue the line.

21.  She recognized that it was not Cain who had to be replaced, it  was 

Abel, the one who was a believer.

22.  She now recognized that Abel was not nothing, but was  one  in  the 

line of the seed of the woman.

23.  She also views Cain in the true light as the seed of the serpent.

24.  She knew also that the line of Messiah must start with her.

25.  All these things point  to  the  fact  that  Eve  was  not  only  a 

believer, now she was a mature believer who had her act together.

    a.  orientation to grace

    b.  orientation to the promise

    c.  orientation to the realities of her family

26.  The comment that Cain killed him was made by Eve and  not  inserted 

by Moses.

27.  The line which begins with Seth exists alongside the  seed  of  the 

serpent, and each generation has one mature believer who carried on  the 

spiritual heritage.

28.  Seth fathers a son, whom he  names  Enosh,  which  means  frail  or 

mortal.

29.   Seth  understands  the  nature  of  mankind  and  their  temporal, 

transient nature, and reflects his understanding in the naming of Enosh.

30.  Since he understood the nature of man  and  inculcated  this  truth 

into his progeny, they began very early to call upon the Lord.

31.  This phrase to call upon the name means to seek God  out,  both  in 

salvation, and for aid in the A/C.

32.  The focus in the early part of Genesis  seems  to  be  on  the  Ph2 

aspect of calling on the name of the Lord, ie worship.  Gen 12:8, 13:4

33.  So early on there was more than sufficient revelation  for  men  to 

understand the fact that God existed, and that He was available  to  aid 

them in their life.

34.  By the second generation  from  Adam,  men  were  involved  in  the 

worship of God, both publicly and privately.

35.  This confirms the truth of Rom. 1:18-32.

36.  This also refutes the  evolutionary  view  of  Christianity/Judaism 

which states that  these  religions  were  synthesized  from  the  other 

religions which predated them.

37.  The fact of Genesis is that God revealed Himself to  mankind  early 

on and most rejected His person and His plan.

While no dates can be firmly assigned to the generations unbelievers  in 

the line of Cain, we can get approximations from  the  dates  which  the 

Word of God assigns to the line of Seth.
