GENESIS CHAPTER 5
No outline of Genesis 5 is necessary since  this  chapter  contains  the 

genealogy from Adam to Shem.  10 generations are in view and  of  course 

these developed side by side with the Cainite civilization.  We will get 

a view of the depravity which existed by the tenth generation in Chapter 

6.  For now this chapter contains  the  line  of  mature  believers  who 

carried on the spiritual heritage of Adam, and were of the seed  of  the 

woman.

    Three bits of information are given concerning each one  who  is  in 

the line of Messiah. 

a.  Age at the birth of their 1st born.

b.  Number of years lived after birth of 1st born.

c.  Their age at their physical death.

VS 1  THIS IS AN ACCOUNT OF THE HISTORIES OF MAN.  IN THE DAY  WHEN  GOD 

CREATED MAN, HE MAKE HIM IN THE LIKENESS OF GOD.  (demons pron m.s  hz-- 

m.s.n const rpc verb means to scratch or inscribe, write, the noun means 

a writing, something written, a written account of--f.p.n.  const  tdlOT  

this is one of the divisions in the book of Genesis, 10 in number.  This 

word is used to begin a  new  section  and  tells  what  happened  after 

certain things or persons came on the scene--ADAM--pref  b  +yom  =in  a 

day, when--ELOHIYM--Qal inf const XrB lit in a day of  creating  Elohiym 

Adam = at the time God created Adam, refers to D+6 of  restoration,  and 

focuses on the creation of the soul ex nihilo--pref b +f.s.n const. tVmD 

likeness, similitude, focuses on soul content which is formed in Adam by 

year 130 of his life.  This is manufactured by God in man  via  positive 

volition and BD and application--ELOHIYM--Qal pf 3ms hwi--s.d.o +3ms)

VS 2  HE CREATED THEM MALE AND FEMALE, AND HE BLESSED  THEM  AND  CALLED 

THEIR NAME, MAN WHEN THEY WERE CREATED  (Qal pf 3ms +3mp  suff  XrB--rkz 

male--v +f.s.n hbqn male and female, refers to  soul,  not  to  body--wc 

+Piel impf frB He blessed--s.d.o +3mp--wc +Qal impf Xrq--s.d.o +m.s.n ,w

SUMMARY VS 1-2

1.  vs 1 begins the next section of the book  of  Genesis,  which  Moses 

divides into ten sections, each headed by the word toldoth, histories or 

accounts.

2.  As is his normal style Moses reaches back into the previous  section 

and restates certain items, and then begins to advance on his subject.

3.  The use of the word book is unique to  this  section,  the  other  9 

headings of Genesis are all identical.  "These are the histories...."

4.  This seems to indicate that this section was the primary "book"  and 

that Moses adds to this primary work, both at the beginning and  at  the 

end using a similar formula.

5.  The use of the word book indicates that this was  a  document  which 

was complete in itself.  5:1-6:8

6.  In the day God created man refers us to D+6 of restoration.

7.  The focus of the creation is the soul of man.

8.  The soul of man was spoken into existence by God after the formation 

of the body.  Gen. 1:26-27

9.  The last part of vs 1 deals with the fact  that  God  fulfilled  the 

principle of establishing His likeness in mankind.

10.  This was not done at creation, but was accomplished in  Adam  in  a 

period of 130 years.

11.  This likeness refers to content of soul, which  is  formed  in  man 

through positive volition and BD.

12.  It is manufactured over time, and not achieved all at once.

13.  This fulfills the original plan of God for man as stated in 1:26.

14.  This does not occur until after the fall, and the  introduction  of 

the STA and spiritual death.

15.  To truly have an understanding of  God's  character,  one  must  be 

completely aware of His grace and mercy.

16.  These aspects of God's character did not come into full view  until 

man fell, violated God's righteousness, and observed the riches of God's 

grace and mercy.

17.  Until one is in need of grace, mercy  and  forgiveness  it  is  not 

truly possible to appreciate these things.

18.  The fall  and  redemption  of  man  brings  both  the  essence  and 

character of God into fuller relief.

19.  This character is available to man through the inculcation  of  the 

Word of God, and application of the same.

20.  Male and female refer to the characteristics of the  soul,  and  in 

fact the body of humans is not mentioned at all in these verses.

21.  Man began His stay on the planet under the maximum blessing of God.

22.  Physical and spiritual blessing abounded in their niche.

23.  A new fact is here given concerning the  naming  of  humanity,  and 

that is that men and women are together called man.

24.  This is a real jab to the sexist women who want to alter the  Bible 

to fit their doctrine.

25.  Man is the general name for humanity as chosen by God on the day in 

which He created their souls.

VS 3  WHEN ADAM HAD LIVED ONE HUNDRED AND THIRTY YEARS,  HE  BECAME  THE 

FATHER OF A SON  (ADAM--wc +Qal impf hyx--THIRTY AND  A  HUNDRED  YEAR-- 

wc +Hiph impf dly caused to bring forth, this word does not merely focus 

on the physical act of begetting a son, but on bringing  forth  one  who 

achieves spiritual maturity, as a matter of fact the emphasis is on soul 

content first in this verse and soul and body essence  second)   IN  HIS 

OWN LIKENESS, ACCORDING TO HIS IMAGE,  AND  NAMED  HIM  SETH.   (pref  b 

+f.s.n tVmD +3ms suff,  Seth was like his father in his soul,  in  other 

words he also reached maturity, this whole genealogy is  the  record  of 

the unbroken chain of mature believers down to Noah--pref K +f.s.n ,lj + 

3ms suff, after or according to his image, focuses on the fact that  all 

these men brought forth sons who were human as they were, not  identical 

but possessing a soul and body, and an STA--wc +Qal impf  Xrq--HIS  NAME 

SETH)

SUMMARY VS 3

1.  Chapter five is a  very  accurate  record  of  the  the  line  which 

constitutes the seed of the woman from Adam to Noah.

2.  Many have sought to make the language of  this  chapter  figurative, 

but that is just not necessary.

3.  The long lives of the antediluvians has caused many  to  reject  the 

accuracy of this section.

4.  The clear statement of vs 3 is that Adam enjoyed physical  life  for 

130 years prior to the birth of Seth.

5.  This is dated from the time of his soul creation on D+6 as  seen  in 

the preceding verse.

6.  At age 130 years, Adam caused a son to come  forth,  with  two  very 

important characteristics.

7.  The first and most important characteristic is that he possessed the 

same content of soul as Adam.

8.  By age 130 Adam had reached spiritual maturity,  and  now  reflected 

the likeness of Elohiym.

9.  This was manufactured out of BD in the soul.

10.  A very important fact is noted that  Adam  played  a  part  in  the 

growth to maturity of his son Seth.

11.  The father is the primary shaper of the the content of soul in  his 

son.

12.  Adam passed on the spiritual heritage of BD to his son, Seth.

13.  While maturity is brought about by doctrine in the soul, someone is 

responsible to inculcate the D/VP into the next generation.

14.  The father was and still is the primary teacher of  the  principles 

of BD to his children.

15.  Father's must use every opportunity to inculcate and reinforce  the 

truths of scripture to their children.

16.  Adam did this so effectively that his son Seth was  also  a  mature 

believer.

17.  It does not state in our verse how long it took Seth the  make  the 

maturity adjustment, but we find out in vs 6 that it was 105 years.

18.  The second characteristic about Seth is that he was in the image of 

Adam his father.

19.  This means that he possessed a soul, a physical body, a sin nature, 

and all that Adam possessed with one exception.

20.  He was not born spiritually alive, Adam could not impart  spiritual 

life to his progeny.

21.  This was obtained then as it is now, faith in the Messiah.

22.  Adam and Eve were both in maturity by  this  time,  and  recognized 

that the spiritual heritage and the line of Messiah were to be continued 

through this replacement.

23.  Seth is not the first born  in  the  family,  but  because  of  the 

negative volition of Cain and the death of Abel, he assumes  the  rights 

of primogeniture.

24.  It is clear from this that the primary thing one had to possess was 

the spiritual qualifications to carry the torch of BD forward.

25.  While everything in vs 3 is not repeated,  this  verse  establishes 

the format for the rest of chapter 5, and each one who follows causes  a 

son to come forth in his likeness (MAJG) and according to his image.

26.  What is recorded in the rest of chapter 5 is  the  line  of  mature 

believers from Adam to Noah.

27.  Each of us have a certain amount of time on planet earth to believe 

and excel spiritually.

28.  We are responsible  to  pass  on  the  torch  of  BD  to  the  next 

generation, and they to the following generation, and so forth.

29.  Each man listed in chapter 5 is an example of faithfulness  to  the 

principles of doctrine in his period of history.

30.  The fact that we live in the rapture generation does not absolve us 

of the responsibility to orient our children to the POG.

31.  These are the believers who will inherit in eternity,  even  though 

they may be unknown or obscure in terms of human history.

32.  God records their names for posterity, may we be among them!!!

VS 4  THEN THE DAYS OF ADAM AFTER HE CAUSED SETH TO  COME  FORTH  BECAME 

EIGHT HUNDRED YEARS, AND HE HAD SONS AND DAUGHTERS.  (m.p.n const  ,Oy-- 

ADAM--prep rxX of place=behind, of time=after--Hiph inf const +3ms  suff 

dly--SETH--wc +Qal impf hyh--EIGHT HUNDREDS YEAR--wc +Hiph impf 3ms  dly 

--m.p.n ]B--v +f.p.n tB)

VS 5  SO ALL THE DAYS THAT ADAM  LIVED  WERE  NINE  HUNDRED  AND  THIRTY 

YEARS, AND HE DIED  (lK--,Oy--ADAM--rel pron rwX--adj ms  yx  living  or 

alive, physical life is in view dated from D+6--wc +Qal  impf  hyh--NINE 

HUNDREDS YEAR--wc +Qal impf tVm physical death is in view)

SUMMARY VS 4-5

1.  vs 4 begins with the number of years which  Adam  continued  on  the 

planet after he reached spiritual maturity and had Seth.

2.  Seth is the next link in the chain of Messiah.

3.  Adam continued to advance  spiritually  as  a  mature  believer  for 

another eight hundred years until his physical death.

4.  The fact that literal years are in view is seen in the phrase  "then 

the days of Adam became...years".

5.  During the rest of  his  life  on  planet  earth,  he  continued  to 

procreate and brought forth other children.

6.  This is in addition to Cain and how many other  daughters  had  been 

born before the birth of Seth.

7.  Adam's age at the time of his physical death was 930 years.

8.  Physical death occurs as a result of the  introduction  of  the  STA 

into human history.

9.  For the believer two types of physical death are possible:

    a.  SUD

    b.  Dying grace

10.  The believer who fails to identify and fight the STA and engage  in 

the good warfare is taken out under the sin unto death.  Rom. 8:13

11.  This is the reality behind the death of most  believers,  rejection 

of BD, and departure from this life under maximum discipline.

12.  God is not glorified by the believer who dies the SUD.

13.  For the believer who acclimates to the importance of BD  and  makes 

the MAJG, and completes their course in time, God provides dying grace.

14.  This is the link between a successful Ph2  and  the  MAJG  and  the 

promotion into Ph3.

15.  This was the lot of Adam and all the believers mentioned in Chp  5, 

with the exception of Enoch.

VS 6  AND SETH LIVED ONE HUNDRED AND FIVE YEARS AND BECAME THE FATHER OF 

ENOSH.  (same construction as vs 3, with the exception of the phrase  in 

his own likeness and according to his image, which does not need  to  be 

repeated each time--wOnX means frail or mortal, from 4:26)

VS 7  THEN SETH LIVED EIGHT HUNDRED AND SEVEN YEARS AFTER HE BECAME  THE 

FATHER OF ENOSH, AND HE HAD OTHER SONS AND DAUGHTERS.  (Same as vs 4  in 

construction)

VS 8  SO ALL THE DAYS OF SETH BECAME NINE HUNDRED AND TWELVE YEARS,  AND 

HE DIED.  (same as vs 5 except the phrase "which he lived" is not used)

SUMMARY VS 6-8

1.  The formula which was used in regard to Adam and his son  Seth  will 

be repeated 7 times in this chapter.

2.  The exception will be concerning Enoch.

3.  This formula is altered by the deletion of the phrase  "in  his  own 

likeness and according to his image".

4.  It is not necessary to repeat the phrase every time.

5.  It is clear from the earlier verses that Enosh was in the  image  of 

his father Seth, and according to his likeness.

6.  Seth reached maturity by the age of 105, and  passed  the  spiritual 

heritage to his son, Enosh.

7.  He then lived 807 years on planet earth as a  mature  believer,  and 

fathered other physical sons and daughters.

8.  After a period of 912 years,  he  experienced  physical  death,  and 

promotion to Ph3.

VS 9  AND ENOSH LIVED NINETY YEARS  AND  BECAME  THE  FATHER  OF  KENAN.  

(]nyq  Kenan, probably means smith, and points out that the cosmos  does 

not have monopoly on inventive skill)

VS 10  THEN ENOSH LIVED EIGHT HUNDRED AND FIFTEEN YEARS AFTER HE  BECAME 

THE FATHER OF KENAN, AND HE HAD OTHER SONS AND DAUGHTERS.

VS 11  SO ALL THE DAYS OF ENOSH WERE NINE HUNDRED AND FIVE YEARS AND  HE 

DIED.

SUMMARY VS 9-11

1.  Enosh reached MAJG by the 90th year of his life.

2.  He passed on the spiritual torch to his son Kenan.

3.  The name Kenan likely means smith.

4.  Enosh lived 815 years as a mature believer and fathered  other  sons 

and daughters.

5.  The total length of life for Enosh was 905 years.

VS 12 AND KENAN LIVED SEVENTY YEARS AND BECAME THE FATHER  OF  MAHALALEL  

(lXllhm mah lal 'el  Praise of God)

VS 13 THEN KENAN LIVED EIGHT HUNDRED AND FORTY YEARS AFTER HE BECAME THE 

FATHER OF MAHALALEL, AND HE HAD OTHER SONS AND DAUGHTERS.

VS 14  SO ALL THE DAYS OF KENAN WERE NINE HUNDRED AND TEN YEARS  AND  HE 

DIED.

SUMMARY VS 12-14

1.  Kenan, who is the third generation from Adam,  reaches  maturity  by 

his seventieth year of life.

2.  He fathers one Mahalalel, whose name means praise of El.

3.  He lived another 840 years as a mature believer and  fathered  other 

sons and daughters.

4.  The total length of his life was 910 years.

VS 15  AND MAHALALEL LIVED SIXTY FIVE YEARS AND  BECAME  THE  FATHER  OF 

JARED.  (dry, yaredh, means descent)

VS 16  THEN MAHALALEL LIVED EIGHT HUNDRED  AND  THIRTY  YEARS  AFTER  HE 

BECAME THE FATHER OF JARED, AND HE HAD OTHER SONS AND DAUGHTERS.

VS 17  SO ALL THE DAYS OF MAHALALEL WERE EIGHT HUNDRED AND  NINETY  FIVE 

YEARS.

SUMMARY VS 15-17

1.  Mahalalel reached maturity by his sixty fifth year on planet earth.

2.  He fathers a son named Jared, which means descent.

3.  He lives and enjoys the blessings of maturity for another 830 years

4.  He fathers other offspring during this time.

5.  He dies at age 895.

VS 18  AND JARED LIVED ONE HUNDRED AND SIXTY TWO YEARS  AND  BECAME  THE 

FATHER OF ENOCH.  (same name as Cain's son fOnx initiation or beginning)

VS 19  THEN JARED LIVED EIGHT HUNDRED YEARS AFTER HE BECAME  THE  FATHER 

OF ENOCH, AND HE HAD OTHER SONS AND DAUGHTERS.

VS 20  SO ALL THE DAYS OF JARED  WERE NINE HUNDRED AND SIXTY TWO  YEARS, 

AND HE DIED.

SUMMARY VS 18-20

1.  The name Jared means descent, and their is a noticeable  decline  in 

the speed which he reaches maturity.

2.  His father advanced spiritually twice as fast as he did.

3.  Some believer may not advance as fast as others, but  the  important 

thing is to hang in there and keep plugging.

4.   The  line  of  spiritual  heritage  continues,  in  spite  of   his 

relatively slow growth spiritually.

5.  By the age of 162, Jared  reaches  maturity  and  fathers  the  next 

generation.

6.  His sons name is identical, but not to be confused with Cain's first 

son, Enoch.

7.  This name is a testimony to  the  supreme  importance  of  spiritual 

maturity in the life of the believer.

8.  Jared lived 800 more years as a mature believer and  fathered  other 

sons and daughters.

9.  He lived for a total of 962  years  making  him  the  second  oldest 

person on record.

10.  The phrase "and he  died"  is  repeated  throughout  this  section, 

emphasizing the fact that death reigned from Adam to Moses.  Rom. 5:14

11.  This reality of physical death which repeated through this  chapter 

points out the fact that the STA was in each one of these believers.

12.  The death gene makes certain that no one who comes into this  world 

will get out alive.

13.  The grace note is that even though these  men  lived  and  died  as 

regular as clockwork, spiritual maturity was attained by each.

14.  Not only that, they succeeded in passing on the spiritual torch  to 

the succeeding generation.

15.  Some got to maturity quickly, and others more slowly, but they  all 

made it, and these are the great believers of their time.

16.  While they may be unknown  to  the  cosmos,  and  barely  known  by 

believers, these are the spiritual types of men whom God knows, regards, 

and blesses.

17.  The negative volition of the Cainite counterparts, their own STA's, 

the CHP's of life, none of these things kept them from making it.

18.  For the believer in the CA, the same is true, nothing can keep  you 

from excelling in the POG except yourself.

VS 21  AND ENOCH LIVED  SIXTY  FIVE  YEARS  AND  BECAME  THE  FATHER  OF 

METHUSELAH.  (Enoch and Mahalalel are the first  to  reach  maturity  in 

terms of the number of years it  took  them.--xlwVtm   m thushalach  the 

name means man of the spear or weapon, excelled in the  sphere  of  self 

defense, due to the extreme violence of his day)

VS 22  THEN ENOCH WALKED WITH GOD THREE HUNDRED YEARS  AFTER  HE  BECAME 

THE FATHER OF METHUSALEH, AND HE HAD OTHER  SONS  AND  DAUGHTERS.   (The 

noticeable change here is in  the  shift  from  the  verb  lived,  which 

focuses on the quality of their life under maturity, to the verb walked- 

wc +Hithpael impf flh The Qal means to walk, the hithpael means to  walk 

yourself, which gives it a reflexive sense.  He  walked  himself  around 

with God indicates that he made it his job to be where God  was,  as  we 

will see, not in a physical  sense--prep  tX  =with--d.a.  +  ,yhlX  the 

elohiym, focuses not on the personal revelation of God, YHWH but on  the 

Godhead in general, There is no evidence to this point in  Genesis  that 

Elohiym has ever revealed  Himself  as  any  other  then  YHWH  or  YHWH 

ELOHIYM. Therefore, walking with God focuses on the spiritual life which 

he lived in the presence of Elohiym)

VS 23  SO ALL THE DAYS OF ENOCH WERE THREE HUNDRED AND SIXTY FIVE YEARS.

VS 24  AND ENOCH WALKED WITH GOD; AND HE  WAS  NOT,  FOR  GOD  TOOK  HIM  

(Once again it is repeated, that Enoch  walked  with  Elohiym--v  +  ]yX 

there is not, it does not exist +3ms suff, lit. and he did  not  exist-- 

conj yK because--Qal pf 3ms xql--s.d.o +3ms--ELOHIYM -the def. art.)

SUMMARY VS 21-24

1.  Enoch advanced as rapidly to maturity as any of the antediluvians in 

the Messianic line.

2.  By  65  he  was  a  mature  believer  and  fathered  his  firstborn, 

Methuselah.

3.  Enoch is one of only 2 believers of whom it is said that they walked 

with God.

4.  To walk with God, is the spiritual function of  one  who  attains  a 

closeness and rapport with God even beyond what other  mature  believers 

attain.

5.  None of the men mentioned in chapter 5 are spiritually second  rate, 

the fact is that Enoch was a top rate believer.

6.  He enjoyed fellowship with God beyond even what  his  contemporaries 

enjoyed.

7.  The fact that it is a spiritual function, which is possible for  all 

believers is seen in the use of Elohiym, as opposed to YHWH.

8.  Vs 22 does not mean that he began to walk with God after  the  birth 

of Methusaleh, but that he continued his practice after the birth of his 

son.

9.  As is the custom of other believers in this chapter, he continued to 

procreate and had other sons and daughters.

10.  He lived on planet earth a total of 365 years.

11.  Again it is repeated that he walked with God, drawing attention  to 

the fact that he was a standout in terms of his positive volition.

12.  To walk with someone indicates that you share a  common  viewpoint, 

path, and destination.

13.  Enoch accepted the D/VP in ways that even  other  mature  believers 

did not.

14.  God was happy to walk with Enoch, and so revealed Himself  to  this 

believer in a greater way than even other adjusted believers.

15.  God promises the same for those who will adjust to the D/VP in  the 

CA.  Matt. 5:8, John 14:21-23, Heb. 12:14

16.  He is mentioned in the NT in Heb. 11:5 and Jude 14.

17.  Hebrews states that the fact that Enoch was not indicated that  God 

translated him bodily from the planet into Heaven.

18.  This was doctrine in which Enoch believed, so it is obvious that he 

knew that this was going to happen ahead of time.

19.  At some point in his earthly life, he was  promised  an  exit  from 

this life apart from physical death.

20.  The fact that he was not  found  in  Heb.  11  indicates  that  men 

searched for him.

21.  No doubt he had briefed them on the fact that  one  day  God  would 

take him, and surely most did not believe this.

22.  So when he disappeared, they searched for him, but to no avail.

23.  Enoch was a contemporary of Lamech in 4:19-24.

24.  Note that the evil of his time and the fact that he   possessed  an 

active STA, did not deter him spiritually.

25.  He is the first example of in the WOG of bodily  translation  apart 

from physical death.

26.  The other example is Elijah.  II KINGS 2:11

27.  Both of these believers had the witness that they were pleasing  to 

God.

28.  So it will be at the close of the CA, when  millions  of  believers 

will be translated bodily from the planet apart from death.  IThess. 4

29.  While the church has its share of problems, and the time  in  which 

we  live  is  characterized  by  apostasy  and  rejection  of  BD  among 

believers, the world will one day know that God sanctioned the church.

30.  This fact  of  doctrine  and  the  inheritance  of  SG3  should  be 

constantly before the believer.  IPet. 1:13

31.  What seems ludicrous for the cosmos, is a reality to  the  believer 

due to faith in doctrine.

32.  Enoch also prophesied of the second advent to his generation.  Jude 

14

33.  This is the fact that should be gotten before any  generation,  and 

that is the fact that JC is returning to this planet to judge those  who 

are maladjusted to God.

34.  An evil generation like his and ours especially should be aware  of 

this fact.  Rev. 6-19, 20:11ff

VS 25  AND METHUSELAH LIVED ONE  HUNDRED  AND  EIGHTY-SEVEN  YEARS,  AND 

BECAME THE FATHER OF LAMECH.  (Lamech, the same name as in chpt 4, means 

strong or strength, and focuses on his spiritual strength)

VS 26  THEN METHUSELAH LIVED SEVEN HUNDRED AND EIGHTY TWO YEARS AFTER HE 

BECAME THE FATHER OF LAMECH, AND HE HAD OTHER SONS AND DAUGHTERS.

VS 27  SO ALL THE DAYS OF METHUSELAH WERE NINE HUNDRED  AND  SIXTY  NINE 

YEARS AND HE DIED.

SUMMARY VS 25-27

1.  We now return to the formula which has been used  for  this  chapter 

with the exception of Enoch.

2.  Methuselah reached maturity  by  age  187,  and  fathered  the  next 

generation.

3.  Methuselah certainly had a brilliant example in terms of doctrine in 

his father, Enoch.

4.  Yet this did not give him a leg up in terms of reaching maturity.

5.  The  concept  of  spiritual  life  and  advance  is  not  passed  on 

genetically, it must be pursued by each person individually.  Jn. 1:13

6.  It does not matter whether your family  is  negative,  or  extremely 

positive, it does not either hinder you on the  one  hand  or  push  you 

ahead on the other.

7.  Like the other believers of this chapter, Methuselah eventually made 

it to maturity.

8.  He lived 782 years as a mature believer and fathered other sons  and 

daughters.

9.  His  total  time  on  planet  earth  was  969  years,  and  he  died 

physically, as did all his ancestors except Enoch.

VS 28 AND LAMECH LIVED ONE HUNDRED AND EIGHTY TWO YEARS, AND BECAME  THE 

FATHER OF A SON.  (Note the change here to "a son")

VS 31  SO ALL THE DAYS OF LAMECH WERE SEVEN HUNDRED  AND  SEVENTY  SEVEN 

YEARS AND HE DIED

SUMMARY VS 28-31

1.  Moses departs from his usual formula in introducing us to the son of 

Lamech.

2.  This departure draws attention to the son of Lamech as  someone  who 

is in some way different from those who went before him.

3.  By the age of 182, Lamech is a mature believer, and fathers the  son 

who will carry on the spiritual heritage.

4.  He names this son Noah, which means rest.

5.  He then makes a statement concerning  this  son,  using  a  play  on 

words.  xn,xn are similar, and have the first  same  two  radicals,  but 

they are not identical and Noah is not derived from Nacham.

6.  His  name,  Noah,  sounds  enough  like  the  word  for  comfort  or 

encouragement, that it is to remind people of the comfort he will bring.

7.  This is a prophecy by his father about his application in the AC.

8.  His father did not know the major part his son would play in the AC, 

but that he would be one who would make some major applications.

9.  Due to the curse and the longevity of man under  the  canopy,  these 

believers were engaged in their life for hundreds of years.

10.  They longed for a deliverance from the grind of working the  cursed 

earth, and the physical and mental toil with which they labored.

11.  Negative volition was reaching a maximum saturation point, and this 

man Lamech vocalizes a longing to be delivered from these things.

12.  Noah's ministry is indeed going to bring a rest to the planet,  yet 

not in the way these patriarchs may have imagined.

13.  His  ministry  of  teaching  doctrine  and  announcing  the  coming 

judgment brought comfort to those who were positive.

14.  His ministry will also condemn the antediluvian apostasy.

15.   He  communicated  the  coming  judgment  to  UBs  and  comfort  to 

believers.

16.  Lamech did lament their state, yet he realized that  their  present 

situation was a result of the curse, and so was adjusted to God.

17.  Lamech lived 595 more years as a mature believer and fathered other 

sons and daughters.

18.  His total time on planet earth was 777 years,  and  he  experienced 

physical death.

19.  None of the believers in  this  chapter  lived  to  experience  the 

flood,  they  either  died  or  in  the  case  of  Enoch  was  delivered 

supernaturally.

20.  The judgment of the  flood  parallels  and  prefigures  the  coming 

judgment on planet earth.

21.  There are three classes of people  in  regard  to  the  tribulation 

which is to come:

    a.  The rapture generation which is delivered supernaturally.

    b.  Those like Noah who will survive the judgment.  Jews

    c.  Those who perish.

22.  These events are literal events which occurred which are a type  of 

the greater judgment which God will bring on this planet.

VS 32  AND IT CAME TO PASS THAT NOAH WAS A SON FOR FIVE  HUNDRED  YEARS, 

AND NOAH BECAME THE FATHER OF SHEM, HAM, AND  JAPHETH.   (wc  +Qal  impf 

hyh--NOAH-BEN of five hundreds year--wc +Hiph impf dly--s.d.o + ,w means 

name or renown, reputation--s.d.o +,x means hot or heat--v  +s.d.o  +tpy

SUMMARY VS 32

1.  Moses departed from the normal style he had used for  most  of  this 

chapter, and continues this departure.

2.  This is due to the fact that the line which had extended unbroken to 

Noah was now going to splinter into three significant branches.

3.  The wording of vs 32 is such that we cannot say  when  Noah  reached 

maturity.

4.  The wording is also such that we do not know from  this  verse  when 

the 3 boys who are mentioned were born.

5.  As it turns out, we note in 9:24 and 10:21 that the  order  for  the 

boys is actually Japheth, Shem and Ham.

6.  All three boys were believers, but the line of  Messiah  was  to  be 

continued through the second son Shem, and not Japheth.

7.  Unless God has some arbitrary reason, we can only attribute this  to 

his positive volition.

8.  This verse does not teach that all the boys were born in  the  500th 

year of Noah's life, but that the oldest had been born by this time.
