GENESIS CHAPTER 7
VS 1.  THEN THE LORD SAID TO NOAH, "ENTER THE  ARK,  YOU  AND  ALL  YOUR 

HOUSEHOLD; FOR YOU ALONE I HAVE SEEN TO BE RIGHTEOUS BEFORE ME  IN  THIS 

TIME.

VS 2  YOU SHALL TAKE WITH YOU OF EVERY CLEAN ANIMAL BY  SEVENS,  A  MALE 

AND HIS FEMALE; AND OF THE ANIMALS THAT ARE NOT CLEAN TOW,  A  MALE  AND 

HIS FEMALE;

VS 3  ALSO OF THE BIRDS OF THE SKY, BY SEVENS, MALE AND FEMALE, TO  KEEP 

OFFSPRING ALIVE ON THE FACE OF ALL THE EARTH.

VS 4  FOR AFTER SEVEN MORE DAYS, I WILL SEND RAIN  ON  THE  EARTH  FORTY 

DAYS AND FORTY NIGHTS; AND I WILL BLOT OUT FROM THE  FACE  OF  THE  LAND 

EVERY LIVING THING THAT I HAVE MADE."

VS 5  AND NOAH DID ACCORDING TO ALL THAT THE LORD HAD COMMANDED HIM.

SUMMARY VS 1-5

1.  While it is not stated here that time has passed, that time frame is 

some one hundred years advanced from chapter 6.

2.  The ark is complete, and all the supplies are stored aboard.

3.  This command to  board  the  ark  comes  seven  days  prior  to  the 

beginning of the flood.

4.  It is clearly stated here that Noah is the believer  with  whom  God 

deals, and is impressed, the others in his family are believers, but not 

nearly as positive to doctrine as Noah; nevertheless, they  are  blessed 

by association with Noah.

5.  Certainly they had been help  in  the  tremendous  task  which  Noah 

faced.

6.  Noah now is instructed to take seven  pairs  of  animals  which  are 

acceptable for sacrifice, and one pair of the  other  animals  into  the 

ark.

7.  God commands him to enter, which is significant in that it indicates 

that God was in the ark, and would be there with Noah.

8.  The purpose of bringing  all  these  animals  into  the  ark  is  to 

preserve alive on the earth each form of life.

9.  All forms of life will survive  the  flood,  but  some  will  become 

extinct due to the severe climatological changes which will occur.

10.  Noah is informed that the destruction for which he has prepared  is 

only seven days away.

11.  Noah was informed at each step along the way as  it  was  necessary 

for him to function and complete his task.

12.  The promise of rain forty days and nights is quite  unusual,  since 

it has not rained on the planet in over 1600 years of human existence.

13.  The canopy was the  cause  of  the  moderate  conditions,  and  its 

removal at the time of the flood will  result  in  catastrophe  for  the 

planet, and drastic changes on the earth, including:

    a.  topography

    b.  climate

    c.  temperature

    d.  longevity

14.  God promises that He is going to wipe out every vestige of man from 

the planet, including the aberrations which exist  due  to  the  angelic 

infiltration.

15.  The men, women, children, animals, birds, insects, works,  records, 

dwellings, architecture, achievements, etc. of the  entire  antediluvian 

world will be totally wiped clean.

16.  Once again we are told that Noah is completely faithful to God  and 

observes all that he has been told, and completes it to the letter.

VS 6  NOW NOAH WAS SIX HUNDRED YEARS OLD WHEN THE FLOOD  OF  WATER  CAME 

UPON THE EARTH.

VS 7  THEN NOAH AND HIS SONS AND HIS WIFE AND HIS SONS' WIVES  WITH  HIM 

CAME INTO THE ARK BECAUSE OF THE WATERS OF THE FLOOD.

VS 8  OF CLEAN ANIMALS AND ANIMALS THAT ARE  NOT  CLEAN  AND  BIRDS  AND 

EVERYTHING THAT CREEPS ON THE GROUND,

VS 9  THERE WENT INTO THE ARK TO NOAH BY TWOS, MALE AND FEMALE,  AS  GOD 

HAD COMMANDED NOAH.

SUMMARY VS 6-9

1.  vs 6 fixes certain times for us in the antediluvian  chronology,  by 

giving Noah's age at the time of the flood.

2.  Moses treats the flood as an event which  occurred  at  a  point  in 

time, even though its duration was slightly over one year.

3.  God has recognized that due to the  angelic  infiltration,  and  the 

maximum evil of mankind, the situation is irretrievable, so He has  made 

provision through the only believer on whom He could rely.

4.  Noah, as he has been all along, remains faithful and enters the  ark 

at the command of God.

5.  The animals come to him in the  manner  which  God  desires,  demon- 

strating His complete control over the animal realm.

6.  The situation is as follows:

    a.  On day 7 before the flood, Noah enters the ark.

    b.  He takes his family along with him.

    c.  Previously he has loaded the ark with all the provisions.

    d.  The animals begin arriving in pairs.

    e.  Noah loads and places the animals in their proper quarters.

    f.  The civilization continues to scoff and ridicule.

VS 10  AND IT CAME ABOUT AFTER THE SEVEN DAYS THAT  THE  WATERS  OF  THE 

FLOOD CAME UPON THE EARTH.

VS 11  IN THE SIX HUNDREDTH YEAR OF NOAH'S LIFE, IN THE SECOND MONTH, ON 

THE SEVENTEENTH DAY OF THE MONTH, ON THE SAME DAY ALL THE  FOUNTAINS  OF 

THE GREAT DEEP WERE SPLIT OPEN, AND THE WINDOWS OF THE SKY WERE OPENED.

VS 12  AND AS A RESULT, RAIN FELL UPON THE EARTH FORTY  DAYS  AND  FORTY 

NIGHTS.

SUMMARY VS 10-12

1.  Noah and all who were with him sat in the ark  and  waited  for  one 

day, then another, then another, until seven days had passed.

2.  Surely the cosmos outside had a field day as the reporters  gathered 

to observe the large boat sitting in  the  middle  of  an  arid,  barren 

plain, loaded with its occupants who proclaimed that the  wrath  of  God 

was about to fall.

3.  Two sources of water accounted for the tremendous quantity of  water 

which would be necessary to cover the entire planet.

    a.  The first and most significant were the waters which existed  in 

        subterranean caverns below the single ocean.

    b.  The lesser quantity of water was provided by the condensation of 

        the canopy, which took a period of forty days.

4.  Something from outside the earth caused a  simultaneous  derangement 

of the oceanic waters, and the condensation of the canopy.

5.  The result in vs 12 was a pouring rain which lasted for 40 days  and 

nights.

VS 13  ON THE VERY SAME DAY NOAH AND SHEM AND HAM AND JAPHETH, THE  SONS 

OF NOAH, AND NOAH'S WIFE AND THE THREE  WIVES  OF  HIS  SONS  WITH  THEM 

ENTERED THE ARK,

VS 14  THEY AND EVERY BEAST AFTER ITS KIND, AND  ALL  THE  CATTLE  AFTER 

THEIR KIND, AND EVERY CREEPING THING THAT CREEPS ON THE EARTH AFTER  ITS 

KID, AND EVERY BIRD AFTER ITS KIND, ALL SORTS OF BIRDS.

VS 15  SO THEY WERE INTO THE ARK TO NOAH, BY TWOS OF ALL FLESH IN  WHICH 

WAS THE BREATH OF LIFE.

VS 16  AND THOSE THAT ENTERED, MALE AND FEMALE OF ALL FLESH, ENTERED  AS 

GOD HAD COMMANDED HIM; AND THE LORD CLOSED IT BEHIND HIM.

SUMMARY VS 13-16

1.  Moses backs up in time to fill us in on events which occurred 7 days 

prior to the beginning of the flood.

2.  Noah does not go get any animals, they come to him  in  pairs,  male 

and female.

3.  The kind as we have seen in Genesis is a broad classification, which 

various species and families originate.

4.  For instance, from the 8 homo sapiens aboard the ark,  we  have  the 

genetics to produce Chinese, Japanese, Germans,  Anglo-Saxon,  Africans, 

Russians, Jews, etc.

5.  No animal is left out which God has created.

6.  The ark was loaded with all the animals which came in less than  one 

day.

7.  All throughout this episode, we read repeatedly that  Noah  executed 

everything which God commanded in the the way He commanded, and  at  the 

time He commanded, he was totally obedient.

8.  After everyone was aboard, YHWH closes the door of the  ark,  making 

sure that no one inside could get out, and that  no  one  outside  could 

gain entrance.

9.  Noah inside the ark illustrates positional truth, entering only  one 

time illustrates the once and for all nature of SAJG.

10.  YHWH closing the door illustrates eternal security.

VS 17  THEN THE FLOOD CAME UPON THE EARTH FOR FORTY DAYS; AND THE  WATER 

INCREASED AND LIFTED UP THE ARK, SO THAT IT ROSE ABOVE THE EARTH.

VS 18  AND THE WATER PREVAILED AND INCREASED GREATLY UPON THE EARTH; AND 

THE ARK FLOATED ON THE SURFACE OF THE WATER.

VS 19  AND THE WATER PREVAILED MORE AND MORE UPON THE EARTH, SO THAT ALL 

THE HIGH MOUNTAINS EVERYWHERE UNDER THE HEAVENS WERE COVERED.

VS 20  THE WATER PREVAILED FIFTEEN CUBITS HIGHER AND THE MOUNTAINS  WERE 

COVERED.

SUMMARY VS 17-20

1.  Moses treats the flood as if it were a single event  in  time,  even 

thought it lasts for over one year.

2.  The initial 40 days of the flood were comprised of two separate  but 

related events:

    a.  The condensation of the canopy as the  ice  passed  through  it, 

        which caused rain for 40 days and nights.

    b.  The waters from the subterranean fountains which were split open 

        by some outside force.

3.  The result was a massive increase in the waters, and at the  end  of 

the initial 40 days, the ark began to float.

4.  The water level continued to rise after the first 40 days indicating 

that the major factor in the flood was not the rain, but water from  the 

fountains of the deep.

5.  After the ark begins to float, the waters continue to rise, and  the 

violent  activity  produced  by  orogenesis,  volcanoes,  magma  spills, 

falling ice, and the profound winds and tidal activity cause the ark  to 

walk on the surface of the water.

6.  Except for the stable design  and  superior  construction,  the  ark 

would never have weathered this catastrophe.

7.  The waters rise to an exceeding depth, covering the peaks of all the 

highest mountains on the planet.

8.  Maximum depth is given as 15 cubits or 22 feet, which  was  attained 

at some point between day 40 and day 150, likely closer to day 150.

9.  Moses repeats the fact which is almost incomprehensible, all  things 

on the earth were covered with water, so when one looked at the  planet, 

all you saw was water.

10.  This is the second time that God has judged Satanic activity with a 

complete deluge of planet earth, and it will be the last.

VS 21 AND ALL FLESH THAT MOVED ON THE EARTH PERISHED, BIRDS  AND  CATTLE 

AND BEASTS AND EVERY SWARMING THING THAT SWARMS UPON THE EARTH, AND  ALL 

MANKIND.

VS 22 OF ALL THAT WAS ON THE DRY LAND, ALL IN  WHOSE  NOSTRILS  WAS  THE 

BREATH OF THE SPIRIT OF LIFE, DIED.

SUMMARY VS 21-22

1.  Moses moves on to state the expected results of the universal flood, 

and that is the total extermination of all life on the planet.

2.  Nothing or no one is exempt from  the  violence  and  depth  of  the 

waters on the planet, including:

    a.  birds

    b.  domestic animals

    c.  wild animals

    d.  creeping or swarming creatures which inhabited dry land

    e.  every person on planet earth

3.  The verb perished deals specifically  with  the  reality  that  life 

departed from everything and everyone who breathed.

4.  The verb died at the end of vs 22 focuses on the reality of physical 

death which is characterized by the loss of the animating  principle  of 

life.

5.  Death is final and permanent, and nothing escapes the wrath  of  God 

in the flood.

6.  It is emphasized that only that which inhabited dry land was  killed 

in the flood.

7.  The animating principle of life for animals is found in  the  blood, 

in men it is the imputation of the soul to the body, but in  both  cases 

it is made obvious by the physical act of breathing.

8.  The simplest way to find out if anything is alive is  to  check  for 

the act of breathing, and the absence of breath  signifies  the  reality 

that death has occurred.

9.  The breath of life is given by God and He alone reserves  the  right 

to remove the breath of life.

VS 23  THUS HE BLOTTED OUT EVERY LIVING THING THAT WAS UPON THE FACE  OF 

THE LAND, FROM MAN TO ANIMALS TO CREEPING THINGS AND  TO  BIRDS  OF  THE 

SKY, AND THEY WERE BLOTTED OUT FROM THE EARTH; AND ONLY NOAH  WAS  LEFT, 

TOGETHER WITH THOSE THAT WERE WITH HIM IN THE ARK.

VS 24  AND THE WATER PREVAILED UPON THE EARTH ONE HUNDRED AND FIFTY DAYS

SUMMARY VS 23-24

1.  God not only eliminated every living thing from the surface  of  the 

earth, He completely swept away every  vestige  of  life  which  was  in 

evidence.

2.  He destroyed all the nests and dens of the animals, all  the  homes, 

buildings, cities, achievements and accomplishments of the society which 

existed.

3.  He completely wiped the earth clean as one would wipe a dirty plate.

4.  After the flood, one could look at planet earth, and there would  be 

no evidence that anyone or anything had inhabited it.

5.  It would be foolish to look for anything in terms of  human  history 

before the flood based on this verse, so the earliest records  would  be 

anything which occurred after this event.  c2500 BC

6.  Noah was the one man with whom God was pleased, and so he is  chosen 

to survive this complete destruction.

7.  The others with him in the ark are blessed by  association,  and  so 

survive this global catastrophe.

8.  The waters of the flood continued to rise,  and  had  reached  their 

maximum depth, which was maintained until day 150 of the flood.
